the elevator around 2:45 Satur-
day afternoon and purchased
30,900 pounds on another truck,
Both loads were paid for in
cash, Yeager said the man lack-
ed $6 cash having enough money
to pay for the grain, so the man
gave him a personal check on a
local bank and said he would
pick the check up when he
purchased a fourth load on Mon-
day,

According to testimony given
by Foster, and a New Mexico
State Police Officer, James
Kelley, they had been working
with Texas authorities inves-
tigating suspected grain swind-
les, and had arranged with Yea-
ger to notify them when a man
fitting Dressler’s description
came in,

Foster said that after Yeager
notified him by telephone, he
went to a prearranged lookout
and watched as the trucks were
loaded, then trailed them as they
left, traveling toward Clovis, He
further testified that he notified
Kelley by police radio and they
watched trucks as they parked
near a truck stop east of Clovis,

From that time until the fol-
lowing Monday, Foster and Kel-
ley testified that they had the
trucks under constant surveil-
lance,

According to testimony given
by Houtchins at the hearing,
he and the other officers had
anticipated that Dressel would
deliver the grain to the An-
derson-Hamman Feed Pens
near Portales and they made
arrangements with Manager
Charles Hamman to isolate the
truck loads of grain for later
re-weighing,

Wayne Kiker, superintendent
of the feeding pens, also was
told of the plan, and Kiker testi-
fied that shortly after midnight
on June 15, the New Mexico
State Police saw the first truck
move out of the Clovis truck
stop and followed it to Por-
tales when it was parked at an
old freight depot, Kelley testi-
fied that he followed the truck
and saw Miss Ward following
it in a car with a Colorado
license, In Portales, Dressel
got in the car with Miss Ward
and they returned to Clovis
where he brought the second
truck to the Anderson Hamman
feed pens,

most of the homes and busi-
nesses in that area received
damage of some type in the
storm,

“It was just as bad, if not
worse, than the Lubbock
storm,”’ commented Mrs, Dam-
ron, The Damrons were in Lub-
bock May 11, when the tornado
struck that city, Damron was
hospitalized for surgery in Lub-
bock Methodist when the tornado
struck and Mrs, Damron said
she stood in the window at the
hospital and watched the lights
in town go out, Comparatively
speaking, Mrs, Damron said
the Lubbock tornado left more
concentrated damage, but the
hurricane’s damage was cer-
tainly more widespread as it
raged down the Texas coast-
line,

The hurricane, which first hit
the coastline city of Portland
with its 16l-mile an hour winds,
rampaged through Ingleside,
Corpus Christi, Rockport, Sin-
ton, Taft, Mathis, Aransas Pass
and numerous other Texas
cities before blowing itself out,

According to the Damron re-
port, the lowlands were particu-
larly hard hit with many small
homes flattened,

Beverage companies were
providing water in tank trucks
as the water supply along the
coast was nonexistent, The only
activities along the vast coast-
line were cleanup and repair
operations, with utilities and
telephones receiving priorities,

The Damrons returned to
their home in Muleshoe to wait
until utilities have been re-
stored so they can go to Rock-

port for a massive cleanup
operation at their summer
home,
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Foster was staked out near
the feed pens so he could watch
the unloading procedure of the
trucks, Houtchens came to the
feed pens later and was present
when the grain which had been
unloaded from the trucks was
re-weighed, He said the weight
totaled 60,430 pounds, At the
time the grain was delivered
by Dressel, he was paid $2,0921
.20 for 104,560 pounds of grain,

Charles Hamman testified
that he had been advised by the
officers of what was happening
and that he cooperated by in-
structing his bookkeeper to pay
the man he knew as Robert
Hughes $2,091.20 for a total
of 104,560 pounds of grain,

Hamman said that Hughes had
been selling grain to the feed
pens for the past year, and
that since October, 1969, the
Anderson-Hamman  company
had paid him $164,000 for grain,
He said that the check on June
15 was made out to Mary Lou
Ward at Hughes’ (Dressel’s)
request, He said his bookkeeper
first made out the check to
Hughes but at his request, void-
ed the first check and remade
it to Miss Ward,

Officer Kelley testified that
after the pair’s arrest, the
check was found in Dressel’s
shoe by Officer Hughey King
of the Portales Police Depart-
ment during a routine search,

Dressel was charged with in-
tentionally misappropriating
money from the Anderson-
Hamman Feeding Corporation
‘““by means of fraudulent con-
duct, practices, or representa-
tions, in the amount of $100
but not more than $2500,"”

The information charged that
Miss Ward ‘“knowingly com-
bined with Elmo Dean Dressel
for the purpose of committing
a felony...”

District Attorney Morris
Stagner told The Journal
that trial date for the duo would
be set on August 17, and he
expected their trial to come
up between September 7-10,

Feedlot Manure To Be Used As Fertilizer

LUBBOCK -~ A Texas Tech
University agronomist points
out in a recent study the avai-
lability of a great tonnage of
feedlot manure toarea farmers,
its nutrient content and extrem-
ely practical expense in its use
as a fertilizer,

The Department of Agronomy
at Tech now has available a new
study on the ‘“Value and Prob-
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lems of Feedlot Manure as a
Source of Plant Nutrients’ pre-
pared by Dr, William F, Ben-
nett, agronomy professor,

According to Dr, Bennett’s
research, the analyses of the
manure and results of demon-
strations indicate that it has
potential value as a source of
plant nutrients,

““The nutrient content of ma-
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nure,” he said, ‘““together with
the results obtained from its
use indicate that it should have
a value of around $1,50 to $3.50
per ton when applied on the
farmer’s field,

“General guidelines estab-
lished in the past have indicated
that approximately $3 to $3.50
per ton could be paid for its
application,”

Dr, Bennett also stated that,
““‘the manure will usually have
a beneficial effect on the organic
matter content, water infiltra-
tion rate, water holding ca-
pacity, ease of tillage, and simi-
lar characteristics,”

“Organic  matter,” the
agronomist said, ‘‘also in-
creases the cation exchange

also contains other elements
necessary for plant growth,
These include potassium, cal-
cium, magnesium and sulfur as
well as the micronutrients,”

Dr. Bennett pointed out in
his study that there were also
potential problems related to
disposal of large quantities of
feedlot manure, ‘““One problem
is the fact that the waste con-
tains salts,” he sald.

“If the quantity of salt or

he said, “there could be some
detrimental effects on plant
growth,””

Manure also has a slight
acidifying effect on the soil
which could have a beneficial
effect on the alkaline soils of
West Texas, the professor said,
