Deadline dates for tiling- appli­
cation for Sniith-Doxey service 
are August 1, according to F. E. 
Lichte, cotton gin specialist. Tex­
as A. »V M. Collegt Kxten-ion Ser­
vice.

While these are the deadline 
dates, tht I'SDA Production Mar­
keting Administration, which pro­
vide- the service, ha» set up goal 
dates o f July 1, and July 15. Ap­
plications cannot l-e tiled until 
cotton is planted, hut should be 
sent in as soon a» aeieuge foi a 
given cotton group can be de­
termined.

The Smith-Doxey Act. now in 
its ninth year o f operation, pro­
vides free classing service so that 
farmers will know the actual grade 
and staple of their cotton as a

guide to selling it. Samples from 
each bale of cotton raised by niem- 
bers of organized groups are sent 
to central points by co-operating 
ginner' for classing by govern­
ment employees. A market news­
service gives the market price for 
the various grade» and staples.

In 1945 a total o f 1 I'JJ gins, 
or 62 |>t r cent of those in the state, 
signed up ft-i the program a» a 
-ervice to their customer», and 4.'t 
per cent o f the cotton grown in 
Texas was classed under the 
Smith-Doxey Act. Almost tivr 
million a-rc» of cotton produced 
by 96,626 farmer», were covered 
by the 1945 applications.

HISTORY

The Custer Massacre —  June 
25: The event in American His­
tory known as Custer's Mjts.sacre 
occurred on June 25, 187(5. when 
Lieutenant Colonel George A.
Custer and hi* company o f two 
hundred and eight men were slain 
by a force of Indians on the L it­
tle Big Horn River in Montana.
At the time the event occurred 
three expedition* commanded re­
spectively by General Crook, Gen­
eral Terry and General Gibbon 
had been sent out by General 
S h e r m a n  against the In­
dians who were under the leader­
ship o f Chief Sitting Bull. Custer 
was connected with General Ter­
ry's forces. He w-as sent hy Gen­
eral Terrv with the seventh cav­
alry up #ie Rosebud River to lo- 
locate the Indians. Custer's scouts
reported to him that the Indians I ton." was made to 
were on the west bank o f the Lit- gently sweet n m " 
tie Big Horn River.
