-  10 p. m. for 
liquor package stores and or­
dering the stores to close Christ­
mas but permitting them to re­
main open on primary and gen­
eral election days.

Repre.sentatlves killed the bill

Bill allowing beer distributors 
to continue supplying legal re­
tailers although areas In which 
warehouses are located vote 
"dry" was .signed Into law, e f­
fective next August.
