Smoking Breaks Down

'Quality of Cooked Fat

To get the best use from fat in
cooking as well as to save it for
use again, heed the *no smoking”
rule,

When fat is overheated and
reaches the smoking point, it starts
to break down chemically and
three unfortunate things happen,
The flavor of the fat and of the
food cooked in it is damaged. Food
fried in smoking fat is not easily
digestible. ;
has reached the smoking point will
turn rancid more quickly than fat
which has not smoked if saved foi
use again.

To prevent fat from smoking,
keep heat low when melting fat
for sauce or pan-frying. Cook
meat at moderate temperature
which is best for the protein as
well as the fat. Remember that
fats vary in the amount of hea!
they can stand. Butter, oleo-
margarine, drippings and olive oil
all tend to smoke quickly.

| Sturdier, longer bearing tomato
plants have been produced by
grafting tomato plants on Jimson
weed roots. The new plant was
produced by Charles C. Newman
of Clemson, S. (., a college pro-
fessor. Newman has been pro-
ducing tomatoes on grafted plants
for fifty vears. He states that
plants so grafted resist disease
and bear tomatoes prolifically un-
til frost. His recipe: Plant to-
mato and jimson seed early in
January. Transplant to three inch
pots when the third leaf forms.
At the time of grafting the jim-
son stems should be thumb size
and the mato plants stems the
size of ¢ neil, Cut off the jim
son weed four inches and the to-
mato two inches above ground.
Trim all but the top leaves. In-
sert tomato snear into the notch-
ed jimson stem and bind with
cloth for ten davs. When trans-
planted the point of grafting
should be three inches above the
ground. When the grafted plant
is eight inches tall Newman prunes
the top leaves to encourage
