When the final figures are in,
the damages will run into the
thousands of dollars.
. The eye of the storm seemed to
center in the Cottonwood com-
munity, Rainfall up to seven in-
ches was reported by several
residents with fairly accurate
gauges,

Coleman Wuton, Baird and
Vaughn Speakman, Brownwood,
Boll Conservation Service tech-
niclans, were accompanied on a
preliminary flood damage sur-
yey Monday by Harold Garrett
of Cross Plains, and John Lee
of Rising Star.

Flood Costly
Farmers

Two long-span steel girder
bridges were damaged. One on =
country road near Cross Cut was
washed 400 feet down Turkey
Creek where it lodged against
some big trees after the flood
receded. A second long span
bridge across the creek on the
old Cottonwood - Cross Plains
road was rendered useless when
approaches on both sides were
washed out.

Scores of smaller bridges and
culverts were washed out or ren~
dered ‘impassable by damaged
approaches.

Livestock losses tabulated in-
cluded:

Blanton Childress, four miles
south of Cottonwood, lost 110

M. E. Bowmon, 1 mile south
of Cottonwood, lost 33 goats.

Farmers' loss of fences wash-
ed away was conservatively esti-
mated at 100 miles.

Most of the flood damage to
the land occurred on unprotec-
ted flelds and ranges, according
to Garrett. Boll losses on this
type of land ranged from mod-
wrate to severe In most of the
flood plane, The heavy siit load
carried from the watershed into
the creek during this and pre-
vious ralnstorms has choked the
channel and reduced its carrying
capacity, which In a large meas-
ure, contributed to the extensive
damage, Garrett said. The large
quantity of drift and other de-
bris Intensified the damage, es-

I had spectacular success with
one lure that had a spinner aft,
The sound it made was like a
school of minnows in fiight,
One thing we noticed was that
a hooked fish was nearly al-
ways followed to the boat by one
or two of his fellows.

The big whooping cranes are
in process of moving from their
breeding grounds in Canada to
thelr winter home. Eight adults
and two young birds have been
sighted on the wing.

Whoopers move along by easy
stages. Usually they begin arriy-
ing at thelr Texas refuge about
the middle of October or later.
Laggards will trall along at In-
tervals,

There are only about 30
whooping cranes allve now. In
flight, they appear as huge
white birds, with jet-black wing
tips, red-crowned heads and
long legs tralling. Please don't
shoot them.

The proposed Census County
Divisions should be particularly
useful ' for Jocal administrative
purposes. The Census County
Divisi J1s are generally larger
in area and population than the
Justices' or Commissioner's pre-
cincts; “they have clear-cut
boundaries which can be easlly
identified; and they are intend-
ed to remain as permanent
areas, For the most part, they
are based on the communities
which serve as the focal point
of each area. The statistical data
for these divisions will serve as
a yardstick with which to meas-
ure the sphere of Influence exer-
cised by such communities, It is
belleved'that the Census County
Divisions will'be' a handy tool
for the use of county officlals,
local newspapers, and business
and’ clvic organizations.

Mr. Kirby assures us that the
county divisions set up by the
bureau of the Census will not In-
terfere in any way with the use
of Justices' or Commissioner’s
areclncu by the Btate or coun-

es.
