The above sale t<n>k place shortly 
after the County was organixed and 
^ fore  Belle Plaine was cho.'ien by 
the voters a.s the Permanent County 
'-eat, and as Judge J. E. Thomas wa-<
' ne i.i the first lawyer.<« in the Coun­
ty, iwrhaps he drew the above in­
strument. He wa.-* later County 
Judge. And many of the Old-time 
vltixefui remember J. M. Polk, a vet­
eran of the Civil War under General 
Hood, be having been severely woun­
ded at Chickamauga and perhaps the 
“ Mrs, Mary R. Polk", referred to 
above, was his wife

In Probate Minutes, Vol. 1, page 
23, the inventory in "Case No.7, Es­
tate of Rucker Tanner, deceased” , 
raads; “ 1 yoke of steers, valued $.35.00 
three Ox Yokes, two rings and stap- 
iea” . Mr. Tanner settled some three 
jf four miles south of where Putnam 
:e now, building the Old I>ouble Log 
Cabin, which was one of the early 
land marks In the County, being tom 
down only in the past few years.

Oxen were quite commonly used by 
anany of the early settlers, as they 
arere very dependable work animals, 
and incurred but little expense in 
iheir upkeep. The Ox could do a 
hard day’s work and when turned 
loose at night he would practically 
rustle his own feed from the Gne 
grass on every range. Rut stating 
it as one man who lived here in those 
dajrs: “ Just a few cotton seed, some 
•chucks, would keep the Old Ox in 
fine shape for work.”

Shortly after the Hart family 
moved to the north part of the Coun­
ty. and had built the Old Double Log 
House, perhaps about ’7.3, J. S. Hart,' 
or “ Uncle Jess” , as we now know him 
and a cow-boy by the name of Stein, 
drove 3 and 6 yoke teams of steers 
back to their old home near Mineral 
Wells, Texas, and brought com to the 
Hart Ranch. In the early days many 
of the ranchmen moved their “ chuck- 
wagons" over range by means of 
oxen. The HilL. Merchants, Mc<’oy, 
John Smartt, and others then also 
worked steers. A.sa Miller, who came 
to the County in ’78 and settled a 
place some 2 or 3 miles south of 
whore Clyde is now, and his son, W. 
P, Miller, “ Uncle Wiley” , who came 
in '8.3. both w-.rko.l steers, even for 
many years after Uncle Wiley came. 
In about 181*0, B. F. Loworn and 
others in his community used them 
;n clearing their places. About 1808 
or 1900, Pierce Paylor purchase<l 3 
yokes of steers from a man in Ark­
ansas and had them shipped to Clyde 
wnefe he broke out some of the shrub 
bad fields in the Clyde community. 
Buf perhaps the most picturesque 
OxlTeam men of the County were 
Tom Perry and hia father, Major 
P e A ’, they using them in freighting 
f r ^  Abilene to various points, es- 

lally to E. M. Wriaten’s store at 
Oplin, and as late as 1906 Tom Perry 
freighted with them from Baird to 
Oplin, often driving .3 or 4 yoke 
teams.

However, the hey-day of the Ox- 
Freighters no doubt reached ita peak 
during the hectric days of the Buffa­
lo hunters, from "75 to ’80. Just be­
yond to the South and West of Cal­
lahan County great tinting parties 
engaged in killing these fine animals 
for their hides, hundreds and thous­
ands cf them being killed throughout 
the Western part of the State. 
“ Uncle”  John Williams, a long time 
resident here, is one of the remain­
ing few Buffalo hunters. He says; 
“ Daring the winter of 1876 I was 
with •  pgrtj of Buffalo hunters, and 
we camped on Silver Creek south of

where Colorado Texas is now', and we 
ranged as far south at Fort Concho. 
Tliep were about 8 or 10 in the party 
and \,e killed hundreds of Buffalies 
fi r their hides, which were hauled by 
O' Team Freighters to Fort Worth 
to be .shipped by Railroad to the 
Northern markets. The first time I 
was in Callahan County was in *76, 
when I helped drive u small herd of 
•bout 600 cattle from San Saba coun­
ty to the Old Salt Works near A l­
bany. We came through Callahnn 

I City and across the county just east 
I of the Hart Ranch house.

It was not uncommon in the late 
j "70’s to see .several heavily loaded 
' freight wagons with Buffalo hide.*, 
drawn by 4 to M yoke of steers, mak­
ing their way through Belle Plaine 
and Callahan City for Fort Worth, 
and as late as '80 some were still pas 
sing through here. A citizen of an­
other county gives the information 

. that be came from the Eastern part 
'o f the State thnjugh Belle Plaine to 
. Mulbeirv- Canyon beyond Buffalo 
I Gap, “ 61 yearn ago” , and in going 
' through Callahan County, he saw 
! only one house on the trail,—the 
Rock .Store, and Residence house of 
Jim Ma.ssey,—now just east of Eula. 
some three or four miles, the place 
being owned by Uncle Jim Edward*, 
he living in the residence and the 

fold Store being used for a bam. He 
also said that on this trip he passed 
a mammouth freight wagon drawn by 
8 or 10 yokes of steers, loaded to the 
brim with hidea, even some “being 
held in racks on the sides and ends 
of the wagon, with ox-bows and 
chains ĵuspended to the couplings 
and dragging along in the grass, re­
marking: “ It sure was fine for me 
that There were no wire fences 
then, for when my ’horses’ saw those 
monstrou-s steers, and smelled those 

' Buffalo hides, they made right o ff 
across the prairie in a dead run.”  As 
many ethers have said, he suted that 
the entire country was just one vast 
waving plain of the finest grass in 
the world, and tl|at the landsixtpe 
was almost a veritable prairie, being 
ditted only here and there by a few 
motts of trees, and an occasional 
grove, as the Hubbard Timbers.

In writing this short sketch, it has 
iKH'n impossible to get information j 
as to all the people who used steers j 
as work animals on their farms and 
in freighting, but the instances al- 
rea<ly cited will be sufficient to im- 
pres.v us of the general utility and 
de)>endaoility of the faithful old ox.

However, the year 1880 hold one 
other eventful instance in that respect 
It wa.H then that oar present County 
Judge, Mr. J. H. Carpenter, came 

, from McLennan County to Scurry 
County, he going through Baird driv 
ing a yoke of Oxen, and camping just 
We.it of town at the foot of Mt. Airy 
On hi.x way, »t C-nianche, I believe, 
some rather talkative and curious 
fellows began to jeer and chide him i 
and his companion travelers, saying, 
"Hey, git up Rip!
