The El Cid has left this port for
New York, but Captain Baker has
taken good care of the bird and will
endeavor to ascertain where it come
from and if possible get an explanation
as to why it was out on the gulf 650
miles from the nearest land.

HESTER’S REPORT.

Annual Statement of Secretary

Interesting Document.

Secretary Hester of the New Or-
leans cotton exchange has made his
annual report for 1907-08.

Mr. Hester quotes some very inter
esting figures in connection with the
shifting of the seat of the American
cotton milling industry to the states
of the cotton belt. He says that these
conditions have been more in evidence

during the season just closed than ever

fore, the consumption of American
cotton in the south, even under the
most unfavorable conditions, having
been in round figures 2,193,000, while
the north totalled but 1,973,000, or
220,000 bales less. In the increase in
the consumption of cotton Virginia
comes first, Oklahoma second and
Georgia third.

Mr. Hester's report of the crops of
the different states is given as fol-
lows, in thousands of bales, showing
a decrease under 1906-07 of 1, 939,016
bales and an increase of 225978 over
that of 1905-06:

WHAT THEY WISH DONE.

Demands Made Uyon Planters Visited
That Next Year's Produc‘lo- Be Not
So Large as This and Crop Held For
Fermers’ Union Minimum Price.

Jonesboro, Ark. Sept. 15.—Night
riders are organizing in northeastern
Arkansas, it is reliably reported, for
the purpose of reducing the cotton
acreage for next year and compelling
the holding of this year’'s crop for the
minimum price set by
Farmers' union which met at Fort
Worth, Tex,, recently.

Three farmers in Craighead county,
and a farmer's boy in Poinsett coun-
ty, have been threatened by a band of
the riders and considerable anxiety is
felt by the cotton buyers and ginners.

A. L. Counce, one of the best known
farmers and the largest land owner in
eastern Craighead county, residing just
a few miles south of Lake City, was
approached at midnight by a band of
cotton night riders. He was asked at
what price he intended renting his
land next year.

“Five dollars,” he answered.

“That's too much, “they told him,
“and we will see that you don't col-
lect that much; so don't try.”

They ordered Mr. Counce back in
his house, and saying they were
friends and intended no violence if he
complied with their demands.

William Winifred, a farmer, was
also approached by the same band.
He was cultivating 100 acres of land
heretofore,

“Cut your cotton acreage, just half
in two next year,” they told him.

Toward early morning a farmer was
met on the road, hauling a bale of cot-
ton to Lake City for marketing.

“Take that cotton back and hold it
for the minimum price,” the men com-
manded. He obeyed,

The band of night riders was made
up of twenty men, on horseback.

Movement Not Authorized.

Little Rock, Sept. 15.—Regarding
the appearance of night riders, thought
to have been members of the Arkansas
Farmers' union, at Lake City, near
Jonesboro, R. H. McCulloch of Deebe,
chairman of the executive committee
of the arkansas Farmer's union and
secretary of the national union, said:

“I have heard of no movement on
the part of the union farmers in Ar-
kansas to take to night riding and was
greatly astounded when I read in Sun-
day's Gazette the account of the night
riding in Mississippi. However, some
of the union farmers are sore over the
way in which the condition of the
cotton crop In Arkansas has been
represented by cotton men who desire
to keep the price of cotton down and
who are claiming a big crop ahead
whereas such is not true and I would
not be surprised if some of these peo-
ple adopt drastic measures. However,
anything in that line is not no done
in the name of the union. The union
has authorized no such movement or
measures or at least if so 1 have heard
nothing of it.” |

He declared that the union would
not stand for any destruction or dam-
aging of property.

“Buyers have given out a decidedly
false impression concerning the cotton
in Arkansas, " he sald. “There will
not be a normal crop even. The crop
past ten days
has been deteriorated fully 5 per cent.
This is due to the boll weevil.”
