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School Board 
Delays Vote On 
Oplin District
Members of the Callahan 

County School board heard nu­
merous propositions Tuesday as 
to the disposition of the dormant 
Oplin School district.

County School Superintendent 
L. C. Cash said the board heard 
the various pleas from the in­
terested parties, but adjourned 
without taking any action.

He said that no school had 
been In operation In the Oplin 
district for the past two years. 
As a result, state school law 
classifies the district as a dor­
mant school district and requires 
the County School Board con­
solidate it with an adjoining dis­
trict or districts.

The board will go into con­
sideration of the various propo­
sitions at the later date, Cash 
said.

Church World Service 
Begins M ilk Shipment
NEW YORK — Nearly 12.500,-

000 pounds of powdered milk— 
U. S Government surplus stocks 
allocated to Church World Ser­
vice for distribution In emergen­
cy areas of distress in Europe 
and Asia—will go aboard on Its 
American church-sponsored mis­
sion of reiief during the next 
two or three months.

A first ten-car shipment of j 
300.000 pounds will start for dls-
tress areas immediately. It will, 
come from Government ware-1 
houses In Minnesota and Wlscon-1 
sin arear and will be shipped 
through the ocean-bottom ports 1 
of Milwaukee and New Orelans. | 

This was announced by Dr.1

v. ynn C. Falrfl^ Executive Di­
rector. at CW8 leadquarters at 
120 East 23rd Sfreet New York 
City.

Destinations of the first ship­
ment include the drastic emer­
gency areas of Berlin. Yugosla­
via and Austria, the famine 
areas of Indian and Pakistan and 
food-depleted Korea.

In shipments to follow in al­
most day-by-day sequence, ad­
ditional areas which will receive 
supplies Include Greece, Italy. 
Trieste, France, Belgium, the 
Palestinian refugee centers in 
the Near East, Okinawa, and the 
Honk Kong zone in China.

In announcing the allocation 
of this vast amount of food 
and the beginning of its ship­
ment for distribution abroad. Dr. 
Wynn C. Fairfield said'

“This opening of the govern­
ment surplus stores of food to 
the volunteer relief programs 
supported by the American 
Christians through C h u r c h  
World Service is of immeasurable 
value in terms of allaying dis­
tress among the hunger-ridden 
millions overseas.

“Some idea of the enormity of 
the welcome task it places upon 
our church people as regards Its 
distribution may be gained from 
the fact that, in pounds, this 
allocation is greater than the 
total in relief supplies which 
they sent abroad through Church 
World Service in all of 1952.

“While this huge food supply 
has been given without charge 
by the American government, it 
remains the task of the churches 
to finance its movement to the

areas of need and its distribu­
tion to the many hundreds of 
thousands who will benefit phy- 

' sically by it and to whom it will 
be a tangible symbol of the 

I friendship and compassion of 
j the people of our country.

"Church World Service will re­
quire upwards of $300,000 in ad­
ditional cash for 1953 in order 
to care for freight, shipping and 
distribution costs incidental to 
the realization of this great re­
lief opportunity.

“We have, however, accepted 
this huge aulocatlon immediately 
confident that our constituent 
membership will gladly support 
this tremendous endeavor. Early 
responses from denominational 
agencies sustain this confi­
dence.”
