Mrs. A. S. Hart 
to Retire From 
School Teaching

It has been announced that 
Mrs. A. S. Hart, primary teacher 
in the Crowell Schools for the 
past fourteen years, will retire 
front the profession effective Sept. 
1, 1956. Mrs. Hart has served 34 
years a- a teacher in the public 
-chools here and in Rockwood, 
Texas.

Sle began her school teaching 
career in the Crowell Schools in 
1901 and taught until her mar­
riage to her late husband, A. S. 
Hart, in 1911. Living here three 
years after their marriage, they 

'’moved to Rockwood in 1916 where 
Mr. Hart owned and operated his 
drug store for several years. She 
taught school in Rockwood for 10 
years before she returned to 
Crowell in 1942 and was elected 
a teacher in the primary depart­
ment o f the Crowell Schools.

Daughter o f the late Mr. and 
Mrs. J. M. Alice, Mrs. Hart is 
truly a pioneer of this section, 
her parents coming to Old Mar­
garet, County Seat o f Hardeman 
County, in 1885. Her father was 
serving his second term as sheriff 
and tax collector o f Hardeman 
County at the time of his death. 
Mrs. Hart started to school at 
Old Margaret with her uncle, 
George P. Brown, as teacher. 
When Crowell and Fouid County 
was organized in 1891, Mr. Brown 
was one o f the first school teach- 
eis in Crowell. He taught here 
one year and returned to Plano 
and his brother. M. I). Brown, 
came to Crowell as a school teach­
er, later teaching in the Quanah 
schools. Therefore, Mrs. Hart got 
her early training under the tu­
torship of her two uncles, broth­
ers of her mother, who were out­
standing instructors in their day

Land on which Mrs. Hart’s fath­
er filed on about 70 years ago 
is still owned by the heirs of the 
estate. Mrs. Hart makes her home 
with her sister, Mrs. R. R. Magee, 
and Mr. Magee. She will spend 
the summer with her son and 
wife. Mr. and Mrs. J. A. Hart. 
Mr. Hart is a journalism teacher 
and is working on his doctor's 
degree in Columbia, Mo. After 
that she expects to make her 
home iti Crowell. Following in the 
footsteps of his mother, Mr. Hart 
teaches journalism in the Uni­
versity o f Illinois.

In addition to her long career 
as a school teacher, she has also 
taught a Sunday School class in 
the Methodist Church for the past 
forty-two years.

Mrs. Hart received her B. A. 
degree from Texas Tech in 1925. 
Other colleges she has attended 
are North Texas State College at 
Denton, Sul Soss at Alpine and 
the University of Texas at Austin.

When interviewed recently by 
one of the assistant editors of 
the High School Wildcat. Roma 
Jan Spikes, Mrs. Hart was asked 
how she managed to keep looking 
so young. She replied. "It is part 
of my philosophy of life that if it 
will help to worry about some­
thing. then it is all right to worry 
about it, but if nothing can be 
done, then it is foolish to worry."

It is the seesee partridge which 
originated in Pakistan, according 
to W. S. Jennings, assistant di­
rector of Wildlife Restoration of 
the Game and Fish Commission. 
The first air shipment of sixty- 
seven seesees is being held in 
pens in the Palo Duro Canyon 
area, south o f Amarillo, where 
the fleet birds will be released 
after they have recovered from 
the exhausting flight.

The new species are found in 
the dryer parts of West Pakistan 
and are accustomed to rugged 
barren areas.

Meanwhile, Wildlife Biologist 
A. S. Jackson o f Canadian, who 
supervised receipt of the seesees, 
reported progress on a previously 
introduced exotic wild game bird. 
A Cottle county rancher said he 
saw a female red-legged part­
ridge and young. This is the first 
brood reported o f this iarger game 
bird which was obtained from 
Spain.

The original shipment o f the 
red legs was received in West 
Texas last year. A second con­
signment recently was released in 
that area. Both red legs and aee- 
sees were obtained by the Com­
mission through the U. S. Fish 
and Wildlife Service.

Restoration authorities con- 
stantly strive to adapt new species 
to various areas and point to the 
incredible success with Chinese 
ring-necked phea.-ants justify­
ing the effort.
