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The following editorial, reprinted from the Mineral
Wells Index, explains why most responsible citizens of
the 63d Legislative District are supporting John Mussel-
man for State Representative.

Should a person with such a record represent us in the Legisla-
ture? That is the real dcigestlon; The Index thinks not and doubts
that honest:and law abiding citizens wants such representation.

Third, every man has an inherent right to be a Democrat or Re-
publican or to belong to any other party of his choice. While some
may disagree, under the law a man may vote for a Democrat in the
Primary and Republican in the General Election. However, a candidate
for office on the Democratic ticket should be a Democrat. We have in
our possession a list which shows that Mr. Musgrove was a member of
the young Republicans, at the University of Texas, and yet he is runn-
ing for office on the Democratic ticket.
