zoning regulations and other 
measures to protect the air­
port facilities from hazards 
and obstructions; providing 
for the adding of an additional 
county or counties to the Au­
thority.
BE IT  RESOLVED BY  THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS t 
Section 1. That Artido IX  

of the Constitution o f tho 
State of Texas bo amended by 
adding thereto a new Section 
to be known as Section 12, 
reading as follows:

“ Section 12. The Legisla­
ture may by law provido for 
the creation, establishment, 
maintenance and operation of

Airport Authorities composed 
of one or more counties, with 
power to issue general obli­
gation bonds, revenue bonds, 
either or both of them, for 
the purchase, acquisition by 
the exercise of the power of 
eminent domain or otherwise, 
construction, reconstruction, 
repair or renovation of any 
airport or airports, landing 
fields and runways, airport 
buildings, hangars, facilities, 
equipment, fixtures, and any 
and all property, real or per­
sonal, necessary to operate, 
equip and maintain an airport; 
shall provide for the option 
by the governing body of the 
city or cities whose airport 
facilities are served by cer­
tificated airlines and whose 
facility or some interest 
therein, is proposed to be or 
has been acquired by the Au­
thority, to either appoint or 
elect a Board o f Directors of 
said Authority; if the Direc­
tors are appointed such ap­
pointment shall be made by 
the County Commissioners 
Court after consultation with 
and consent o f the governing 
body or bodies of such city or 
cities, and if  the Board of 
Directors is elected they shall 
be elected by the qualified 
taxpaying voters of the coun­
ty which chooses to elect the 
Directors to represent that 
county, such Directors shall 
serve without compensation 
for a term fixed by the 
Legislature not to exceed six 
(6) years, and shall.be se 
looted on the basis of the 
proportionate populatio. 
each county based upon the 
last preceding Federal Census, 
and shall be a resident or 
residents of such county; pro­
vide that no county shall have 
less than one (1) member on 
the Board of Directors; pro­
ride for the holding of an 
election in each county pro­
posing tho creation of an Au­

Any city 
which owns airport facilities 
not serving certificated airlines

Any such Authority when cre­
ated may bo granted the pow­
er and authority to promul­

counties may be added to an

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AUSTIN — Department of 

Public Safetjr estimates that 41 
persons will dfe in tra ffic  acci­
dents on' Texas highways duv-* 
ing the upcoming three-day 
Labor Day weekend.

"The current traffic trend in ­
dicates that Texas is headed 
for its third straight record 
high in terms of fatal acci­
dents," say3 Col. Homer Garri­
son Jr., DPS director. "A t the 
present time, we are approxi­
mately 15 pe* jent ahead of the 
same time in 1965, and we are 
still faced with the four months 
of the year which generally 
produce the most deaths.”

Garrison points out that: 
“More people are killed in Texas 
each year in traffic than are 
killed in all the United States 
by murder, and the deaths are 
just as senseless ,as needless 
and as tragic, but not nearly 
as well publicized."

He analyzed the reasons citi­
zens have failed to take posi­
tive action in traffic safety: 
“Physchologists say that one 
reason . . .  is a lack o f personal 
identification with the problem. 
It  might behoove each driver 
in our state to stop and con­
sider that he has less than a 
50-50 chance to go through his 
driving career without being 
involved in a traffic mishap.”

In  an attempt to cut back 
on the number of accidents and 
deaths during the Labor Day 
weekend, the DPS will conduct 
its "Operation Motorcide." Ap­
proximately 150 uniformed o f­
ficers from other DPS services 
will be on the road to supple­
ment the Highway Patrol. To 
call attention to the problem, 
each traffic death will be tab­
ulated and the totals will be 
announced three times daily in 
Austin.

Texas Highway Department, 
Texas Safety Association, Texas 
Council of Safety Supervisors 
and Texas Motor Transporta­
tion Association are joining for­
ces to help the DPS.

COLLEGE BONDS —  Texas 
colleges slowly are selling their 
building bonds authorized by 
the constitutional amendment 
raising the ad valorem tax to 
10 cents per $100 valuation. But 
there’s still $18,710,000 worth 
to go.

Issue started at $33,420,000. 
At end of the regular bid-tak­
ing, Texas Tech and University 
of Houston sold their $7,000,000. 
Then, as a result of an exclu­
sive option given a New York 
syndicate, four more schools — 
Texas Southern, Texas Woman’s, 
Lamar State and Pan Ameri­
can — sold their bonds, a total 
of $7,710,000.

College officials now are go­
ing out on their own to sell the 
remaining $18,710,000 worth of 
bonds. I t ’s hoped that local 
backers will buy them, so the 
colleges can proceed with con­
struction to meet the mount­
ing demands o f college enroll­
ments. Problem is that interest 
is held to 4 per cent, which is 
below the present market.

Answers On 
Medicare Bills

Many persons, age 65 and over 
still do not fully understand 
their coverage under the Medi­
care Program. Listed below are 
some of the question most often 
asked about Medicare coverage.

Q. I have already run up a 
doctor bill of more than $50 
since medicare.started with my 
family doctor. M y doctor now 
suggests that I  should see a 
specialist. Do I also have to 
have a bill o f at least $50 with 
the specialist before medicare 
will start paying toward his bill?

A. No. You pay the $50 deduc­
tible under the medical insur­
ance plan only once a year. As 
soc.i as your covered medical 
expenses go over $50, your med­
ical will pay 80 percent o f the 
reasonable charges for all addi- 
tonal covered services for the 
;rest of the year. You can put 
In a claim for medical insur­

ance as soon as you have any 
bills for covered services, but 
most people will prefer to wait 
until their bills go over $50, be­
cause no payment can be made 
until then. When you put in a 
claim, you will receive a notice 
that will show when you met 
the $50 deductible, or how much 
of the deductible you have in­
curred. You can show this no­
tice to doctors and others from 
whom you subsequently receive 
medical treatment that is cov­
ered under the medical insur­
ance plan.

Q. What other types of ser­
vices are covered under the 
medical Insurance plan?

A. Diagnostic X -ray and lab­
oratory tests. electrocardio­
grams, basal metabolism read­
ings, electroencephalogr a m s, 
and other diagnostic tests;

— X-ray, radium, and radio­
active isotope therapy;

—  Ambulance services where 
normal transportation would 
endanger health;

—  surgical dressings and 
splints, casts, and other devices 
for reduction of fractures and 
dislocations;

—  rental of medical equip­
ment such as iron lungs, oxy­
gen tanks, and wheel chairs to 
be used in the patient's home;

—  prosthetic devices, such as 
artificial legs, braces, and re­
placements for all or part o f 
an internal body organ.
