The following story giving the 

history of the First National 
Bank of Baird is a copy of one 
appearing in the Sunday edition 
of the Abilene Reporter News. 
The story was in a special sec­
tion of the paper which paid 
tribute to banks in the area in 
keeping with the centennial cel­
ebration of commercial banking.

•'First National Bank here is 
an old institution with new fa­
cilities which have been in use] 
only since August, 1961..

"It was that month that the 
bank, which was organized here 
Jan. 2, 1885, moved into newly j 
expanded and modernized quar­
ters. And although the building I 
has a new look, the Baird In­
stitution stands on the same site j 
It occupied when its doors open- I 
ed almost 80 years ago.

"Gen. F. W. James was first 
president of the Callahan Coun­
ty firm. Signers of the Articles 
of Association included A. G. | 
Wills, W. C. Powell, J. N. Olds, j 
W. L. Gilliland, W. H. Gilliland,
B. R. Webb, J. W. Merrick, E. A .! 
Hearn, J. I. Huffman, L. Hearn,
C. D. Martin, W. L. Power, Sam 
Cutblrth, Jasper McCoy, J. W. 
Day, J. B. Cutblrth, I. N. Jackson 
and J. W. Jones.

"Present day First National 
Bank is the product of mergers 
with Callahan County Bank, the 
Bank of Cottonwood, Oplln 
State Bank and First Guaranty 
State Bank of Baird.

"The 1961 remodeling, first for 
the firm since 1941, doubled the 
bank size to 6,300 square feet. 
Also Included was an all-new 
front, new ceilings and walls, a 
new vault with time-lock and 
remodeling of two existing 
vaults, a snack bar for employes 
and the institution’s first drive- 
in banking window.

“First improvements for the 
bank building came in a 1916 
revamping program.

“Robert (Bob) Norrell, presi­
dent, has shared a great deal of 
the Baird bank’s long history. 
He has been employed there 
since 1908, and became Its presi­
dent on Sept. 10, 1951.

"Norrell, busy in civic affairs 
in Callahan County for many 
years, is a native of Cottonwood. 
He is a member o f the newly 
organized Baird Chamber of 
Commerce, and the West Texas 
Chamber of Commerce.

He is a former president of 
the Callahan County Pioneers.

"Norrell was named assistant 
cashier In 1927. He became a di­
rector In 1928 and a vice presi­
dent In January, 1951, some six

bank’s president.
"Vice president of the bank Is 

Howard E. Farmer, who has 
been connected with the insti­
tution since Oct. 1, 1920. Farmer 
was made assistant cashier in 
1927 and was promoted to cash­
ier in 1948. In 1960. He was elect- 
to the vice presidency. Other 
officers include Fred Goble, 
cashier; James Eubanks, assist­
ant cashier; and Fred Cutblrth, 
Frank Windham and Randall C. 
Jackson, vice president.

"Directors include Norrell, 
Cutblrth, Windham, Farmer, 
Jackson and Fleming James.

“The oldest continuous -  ser­
vice business in Baird and one 
of the area’s oldest banks, First 
National of Baird reported de­
posits of $4,727,531.34 cm Dec. 28, 
1962, the last call for statements 
of condition.

“This Is in heavy contrast to 
the $144,000 deposits recorded by 
the firm in 1912.

"Loans on Dec. 28,1962 totaled 
$1,042,607.08.

“Looking back over the firm’s 
colorful past, Norrell said, "while 
we are proud of our heritage 
and pay our respects to the 
founders and those who have 
gone before, we are not unmind­
ful of our obligation to the pre­
sent. We are constantly striving 
to improve our service to our 
customers, and we look to the 
future with hope and confi­
dence.”

DIVISION OF ESTATES 
EXPLAINED

The death of an interstate 
person (one who has made made 
no will) may give rise to many 
problems regarding distribution 
c?f his separate estate. In the 
preceding column we investigat­

ed the manner of dividing the 
community estate upon the 
death of a husband or wife. Now 
we shall see that, where sepa­
rate property Is involved, a com­
pletely different set of rules ap­
plies in determining heirship 
and apportioning the estate 
among the rightful claimants.

It may be well to recall that 
the separate estate of a husband 
or wife includes property owned 
by either before marriage, and 
that which is acquired after 
marriage by gift or inheritance. 
Any other property acquired af­
ter marriage is persumed by law 
to be community property until

the contrary Is clearly proved.
Now, here Is a general Idea as 

to how your separate property 
will be divided If you do not 
make a will with contrary pro­
visions prior to your death.

If your husband or wife sur­
vives and if, in addition, there 
are surviving children or de­
scendants of previously deceas­
ed children, the children and 
their descendants obtain a full 
(free) title in two-thirds of the 
real estate Involved. The surviv­
ing spouse receives a life Inter­
est in the remaining one-third 
of the real property, which pass­
es on to the children and their 
descendants upon the death of 
the spouse.

The rule for distributing per­
sonal property — cash, stocks, 
bonds, furniture, or any other 
items not constituting real estate 
— is different. Here the surviv­
ing spouse gets full ownership of 
one-third, and the children and 
their descendants Inherit the 
balance.

Now suppose your husband or 
wife survives, but there arc no 
surviving children or their de­
scendants. In this case the sur­
viving spouse inherits all of the 
personal property Involved.

With regard to real estate, the 
survivor obtains full title to one- 
half. and the other half Is di­
vided between your mother and 
father, if both survive you. If 
only one of them survives, he or 
she receives only half of this 
portion, and the other half (or 
one-fourth of the entire real 
estate) will be divided among 
your brothers and sisters (and 
their descendants) who survive. 
If there are no surviving broth­
ers and sisters and their de­
scendants, then the one surviv­
ing parent inherits the full one- 
half.

Where no parent survives, but 
there are brothers and sisters 
(and their descendants) surviv­
ing. then the surviving husband 
or wife inherits all of the real 
estate.

Their figuring will determine 
whether the hearings by the 
House Revenue and Tax commit­
tee eventually will turn into a 
serious consideration of bills for 
sales tax revisions.

COURT RULES ON SAFETY 
LAW — Col Homer Garrison Jr., 
director of the State Department I 
of Public Safety, cautioned driv­
ers of publicly -  owned vehicles 
that they must comply with the 
provisions of the state's respons­
ibility law.

(Garrison said that a recent 
ruling by the Waco Court of Civil 
Appeals confirmed the fact that 
the law must be complied with 
by drivers of publicly - owned 
vehicles. The safety responsibil­
ity law requires everyone involv­
ed in an accident to show his 
ability to pay fev damages caus­
ed to others.

This can be done by purchas­
ing a liability insurance policy; 
by obtaining written releases 
from dmaged persons; or by de­
positing cash in the amount of 
damages with the Department of 
Public Safety.

House Committee on Insurance 
has approved a bill by Rep. Ro­
bert Fairchild of Center which 
would strenghten and stiffen the 
safety responsibility law. Under 
this bill, if anyone failed to 
prove financial responsibility, 
the DPS could take his driver’s 
license, as well as his car license 
plates.
