Town Properly Here
Advances Rapidly

Within the last four months town 
property in Crowell has advanced in 
price about 100 per cent.' This is 
true especially with improved prop­
erty. It is due to two conditions. One 
is the advanced price of building ma­
terial and carpenter work and the 
other is the prospect of oil develop­
ments in the county. It many in­
stances homes that were bought* by 
individuals only a few months ago 
could be sold now for double the 
price paid then. At the present time 
improved property can not be bought 
for there are few, if any, who want 
to take chances on replacing their 
property as to desirability of location 
and cost of construction.

This condition of affairs is liable 
to bring a building boom wthin the 
next few months, such as we have not 
seen in a long time, for the people 
who are here want to stay and others 
are going to come. But our people 
are going to have to commence figur­
ing on what is a reasonable price for 
vacant lots and not get them too high. 
It will be an easy matter to turn peo­
ple away and delay expansion on ac­
count o f putting stuff too high.

“ The Melting Pot”
Is Now Being Printed

Some weeks ago the News announc­
ed that an annual would be gotten 
out this year by the high school pu­
pils.

Printing will be rushed and the 
book will be completed as early as 
possible in May.

According to a communication re­
ceived by C. P. Sandifer, the people 
served by the Orient Railroad are 
about to face the same proposition 
they did in 1918, when the service of 
the road was about to be discontin­
ued.

This communication comes from a 
committee of three Ahich has been 
appointed to suggest a plan by which 
the communities served by the Orient 
in Texas may take uniform action to 
show the Interstate Commerce Com­
mission that the road is a public ne­
cessity and that its operation as a 
common carrier should not cease or 
be materially interfered with after 
September 1, 1920. The Orient will 
be effected by the Esch-Cummins Bill 
recently enacted by Congress after 
Sept. 1, 1920, unless some uniform 
action is taken by the people along 
the line to show that the road is a 
necessity.

In connection with the communica­
tion are quotations from a letter from 
Mr. A. DeBemardi. First Vice-Presi­
dent and General Manager of the 
road which we here quote and which 
we think will be of interest to the 
people. The quotations follow;

“ The Transportation Act of 1920 
is almost, if not quite mandatory upon 
the Interstate Commerce Commission 
to provide ways and means by which 
all Existing Transportation Compa­
nies. which are shown to be ‘Necessary 
for the Public Interest,’ can be con­
tinued in operation, and their sendee 
and facilities extended as the public 
interest requires, and for such lines 
as the Commission finds are Not Nec­
essary for the Public Interest, a cer­
tificate of abandonment must be fur­
nished.

“ The Act further provides for Gov­
ernment guaranty of operating ex­
penses for six months ending Septem­
ber 1. 1920, after which all roads will 
be placed upon their own resources.

“ Unfortunately since the beginning 
of Federal control the Orient. f"r va­
rious reasons, and particularly :he di- 
version of through traffic, the short­
ening of hours of labor, the increased 
wages and cost of material has been 
unable by approximately #1,200.000 
per annum to earn its actual operating 
expenses; therefore, on or before the 
close of Federal Guaranty (Sept. 1, 
192lH definite arrangements must be 
made, largely by the Interstate Com­
merce Commission, to inerene its 
revenues if the road is to continue to 
function, but the first and most im­
portant procedure is that of convinc­
ing the Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion as you did the Director General 
of Railroads in 1918 that the contin­
ued operation of the Orient is nec­
essary' from the viewpoint of the pub­
lic interest. After that has been done, 
the Officials and the Interstate Com­
merce Commission can work out some 
one or more of the plans provided by 
the Act, which will guarantee the road 
permanent operation and such en­
largement of facilities and ser\ ice as 
the public needs require.

“ Mr. Kemper, President of the Com­
pany, and his associates are very anx­
ious to continue operation of the line 
together with necessary expansion, 
but is without funds, except or until 
provided for by the Interstate Com­
merce Commission through the vari­
ous channels open to them by the 
Transportation Act.

“ Please let us urge early action as 
the time—less than five months—is 
already very limited in which to get 
the matter before the Commission, 
make the necessary provisions, and 
get them in effect.

“ I am addressing you gentlemen 
on account of your having been silect- 
ed, among others, by your various 
communities to represent them before 
the Railroad Administration* on sub­
stantially the same subject in 1918, 
atid 1 trust you will advise the other 
members of that Committee, who with 
you so ably presented our case at that 
time, and also any other persons or 
organizations that you feel would be 
of assistance in again securing the 
desired l< .-ulc.

“ Again we feel the question of ‘Pub­
lic Necessity’ should be raised and 
presented by our patrons, but we also 
again stand ready to render you any 
assistance in our power.”

THE S l'IT I.Y  OF l’ APElt
Ila- e you ever thought what would 

haj pen f the upply of printing pa­
per ran it. What would you do for 
Mu k-. pa] r- and magazines ? Yet, 
ti ■ supply of paper is nothing like 
sufficient today to meet the demands 
of the printing presses all over the 
country.

American manufacturers o f print 
paper long ago began to run out of 
necessary wood pulp, and began im­
porting from Canada. By legislation, 
however. Canada helped stem this , 
current, and now much paper is man- | 
ufuctured and proportionately less 
pulp. This mak. s us pay Canadian 
laborers ratheV than Americans.

In addition to the scarcity of the 
supply of pulp, many other tauses 
have gone into combination to push 
the price of paper sky-high. A large 
manufacturing company in this coun­
try ha I in 1915 a pay roll of around 
■SIi.s Mi.0 0 il. In 1919 the pay roll was 
over J 10.000,000. Besides, the pel 
capita production dropped from 82 to 
do tons. The laborers were* not only 
getting more but doing less!

Furthermore, increases in the cost 
of coal needed to manufacture; in ihe 
transportation charges necessary to 
deliver, and higher prices fur essen­
tial chemical ingredients, have all 
made th cost of manufacturing pa­
pier considerably higher than ever be­fore. The printing industries have 
therefore, been hit hard in the face 
of a rising market upon the very 
greatest necessary, the sine qua non 
of their industry. The publishers of , 
this paper, for example, pays over 
four times what he bought paper for 
a few years ago, and quotations on 
coming shipments run even higher.

The remedy is paper conservation. 
This is being practiced by many large 
newspapers; but is being disregarded 
by many others. A higher rate for 
advertising and a more careful choice 
of reading matter to reduce the space 
requirements are both helpful towards 
this end, although there is a limit 
to the price for advertising justly to 
be charged, and the postal law re­
quires a certain amount of reading 

j matter. Therefore, the matter of space 
iconservation is not entirely unfettered.

Another remedy is in better care 
of <>ur forests, especially in the re­
plenishing of those which are cut. 
Prodigal and wasteful methods in de­
forestation and pulp mills method 

l have had much to do with bringing 
the public face to face with the alarm­
ing paper shortage, in the opinion of 
<1. W. Sisson, Jr., president of the 
American Paper and Pulp Association.

Then, too, there are some chances 
of increasing production—but, this, 
bear in mind, looks to a more rapid 

\ consumption of natuml resources un- 
■ less conservation in the wide sense of 
proper forestation is practiced. In 
1919 185,000 more tons of paper were 

; manufactured than in 1918, and new 
i machines in 1920 are expected to turn 
out 90,000 tons increase for the year. 
Two years from now some industrial 
calculators assert the paper situation 
will be nearer normal conditons.

In the meantime, what is to become 
of many newspapers? They can not 
be continued in the face of a prohib­
itory price for their staff of life.

FERRIN AT MOUNT VERNON
Mount Vernon, Ky.. April 24, 1920. 

Editor of the News:
Two weexs ago today we reached 

this place and have walked no less 
t inn 100 miles over the mountains and 
narrow valleys following railroads, 
often through tunnels in solid lime­
stone, then on narrow wagon roads . 
where only the cattle or parties on | 
horseback can go. One 'ires more of 
travel on horse "or mule here in one 
day than in most places in one month. 
Men and women come to church that 
way. The farmer who lives o ff the 
main highway has little use for auto. 
Once only did we take the same road 
or rath back. Went far enough to j 
find another, as one has no business 
trying to go where there is no path, 
as in many places the wild blackberry 
bushes are as high as one’s head. 
Last year one merchant bought and 
shipped $15,000 worth of these wild 
berries. 1 have been told that only 
once in fifteen years have they failed 
to make a good crop. The woods are 
full of the May apple bushes, the wild 
and tame strawberries are now in 
bloom, also the apple trees.

It was cloudy and foggy after the 
frosts mentioned in our last letter and 
at this time the peaches seem to be 
alright. There have been two hard 
rains the last week but weather warm. 
No need of fire even at night to keep 
comfortable.

On the summit of the mountains are 
some large chesnut trees. They tell 
me there were thousands of them 
years ago but they were cut down for 
the tan bark. They grow on the sum­
mit as that is sand stone soil. There 
too, is found the coal veins not very 
thick but they say a much better 
grade of coal than the Tennessee coal 
farther south. At the large rock 
crusher near the city they have gone 
down 25 feet in solid limestone over 
a large place and expect to start soon 
to go 25 feet farther, as there will be 
nothing to clear o ff  and the stone be­
low is much harder and a very choice 
building stone. The manager at the 

' lime kiln said the lower rock was too 
: hard for good lime.

At the present time they are work­
ing a gang of convicts on the Dixie 

ighway and the rock crusher where 
part of them work is not more than 
40 rods from our room. The men are 
kef t in the county jail at night. We 
have been calling it mountains around
