TO BE SUFFICIEN

has not in its puswssum!

tive statements as to the sufficiency
of the Crowell school fund for this |
term, but it can make an approxima-
tion.

According to the tax collector’s
books there has been collected ap- |
proximately $13,000 for the Crowell !
Independent District. This sum sup-
planted by that of the State, which
will be $6,750, will give us more than
$19,000, nearer $20,000. To this sum
will be added about $1,500,

Besides the running expenses of the
school there are a number of obliga-
tions the board must meet, all of
which can not be ¢numerated in samll
space, and which could not be called
to mind just here. These are, some
of them, heavy and when the aggre-
zate is obtained they may amount to
a surprising figure. But the situa-
tion viewed from the present time in-
dicates that we shall have sufficient
funds with which to conduct the
school for the full nine months, with
possibly a very small margin. How-
ever, unforeseen expenses could dis-
appoint us. It is certain that if there
is any margin at all it will not be
large.
