The result of a number of some-
what incomplete experiments carried
out ut the agricultural experiment
stations seem o show that flies do
not cause any great detriment to the
health, bappiness or profit of farm
animals, and, indeed, one writer on
the subject rather hints that flies
muy be & positive benefit, in that
they remove exudates from the skin
that may be considered a positive an-
noyance to the animal. All of which
we prefer to take with a large grain
of salt, writes Dr. A, 8.

Experiments Have Shown That
Their Sense of Direction May
Be Utilized—Cas Travel Far
in a Short Time.

A very curious and interesting in-
vestigation has been going on for
some time past amovg naturalists

return from long distances to their
hives, unaided by any of the five dif-
ferent ways we have of recognizing
our surrourdings.

To test this matter thoroughly, the

He ac
cordingly procured a few bees from a
friend who lived on the further side
of a barren, sandy tract of land,
which, offering no inducements in the
way of possible food supplies, was
never visited by the insects, and
crossed over to his own home.

Going to his garden with his child
ren he touched certain tiny packages,
prepared for the occasion, with bird
lime. Upon these were written, in
minute handwriting, certaln messages
from his two litle girls. The packages
consisted of the thinnest paper fasten-
ed with the thinnest of thread and
done up in the smallest parcels pos-
sible.

Releasing the bees, one by one, fram
the pasteboard box in which they had |
been imprisored he fastened with a |
trained hand each of the little packets
to the back of a bee, which he then
allowed to fly away.

Like homing pigeons, they started
off at once across the unfamiliar des-
ert for their home, arriving there in
| an ieredibly short space of time with
their packages secure upon their
backs.—St. Nicholas.

Submarine Elevator.

An Ttalian engineer, Signor Jel-
PO, t-e- invented a submarine eleva-
tor for raisug recked vessels, The
invention was recently put «» a test
with complete success in the Bay ot
Naples, where a stone laden barge
sunk a couple of years ago, and
lying at a depth of about fifty feet,
was brought to the surface with
ease. The weight lifted was about
sixty tons. The apparatus consists
of compressed air chambers of can-
vas and wire, each equal to a lift-
ing capacity of sixty tons, and it is
possible to attach as many of these
as may be necessary, after calculat-
ing the weight to be lifted. All the
port authorities witnessed the ex-
periment and warmly congratulated
the engineer.

From a report lately |
will be observed that the
ports show an alarming ir
crime ull over the United ST,
wecially of felonies, In  108Rfig
about for the causes some able
minds attribute it to the lax admin-
istration of the penal laws. While
it cannot be denied that the public
conscience is becoming dulled to the
enormity of such crimes as murder,
the cause of its increase cannot be
wholly attributable to the non-en-
forcement or lax enforcement of the
laws on this subject. Laws should
look to the prevention of crime as
much as to the enforcement of stat-
utes providing punishment therefor,
and it is believed that we must lool
deeper for the causes leading up to
the shedding of blood than mere
disrespect for the law. Criminal in-
stincts are the result of either birth
or education, The rightly balanced
man does not take the life of his fel-
lowman except under circumstances
which put his own life in jeopardy,
or scemingly so. Under the stress of
great passion or fear of bodily in-
jury the law abiding man may shed
blood, but it is the wilful and de-
liberate murderer which we fear,
Fear of the law does not deter him,
or if so, in a very small degree. He
kills for gain, or from motives of
jealousy or hatred. All the laws
ever placed upon the statute books
to punish the carrving of murderous
weapons will not de him that has
no regard for the law, and no re-
spect for the rights and the proper-
ty of others.
