Cotton growers and cotton manu­
facturers m this country are at the 
moment interested in the reported 
strike developments in Lancashire, 
England. Hearing upon it is spe­
cial correspondence from England 
published 111 this week's issue of the 
Manufacturers' Record. This, writ­
ten three weeks ago and having the 
possibility of a strike in view, says:

“ Whatever the result of the nego­
tiations now afoot, there is the like­
lihood that more labor in the indus­
try will be wanted. Ready, half- 
ready or in project are building 
schemes which call for 1U.0OU work­
people in the spinning mills alone, 
and the extension of weaving de­
partments holds out an opportunity

r 5000 other workers. There are 
•If* spinning mills, containing over 
4 .000,000 spindles, coming into ac­
tion. Some 780,000 spindles out of 
this total are already revolving. No­
body pretends that these reinforce­
ments are to be viewed at net addi­
tions af the productive plant of the 
industry. Their advent prepares 
the death warrants of some old and 
il’-equipped mills that have been in 
chronic distress for years baek. Yet 
on the balance it may be supposed 
that the new mills will create a fur­
ther demand for raw cotton. Suc­
cess, if it come at all. will come 
partly on the independent merits of 

nterprises and partly at 
the expense of less efficient compet­
itors.”

Of 
course it would have to be taught 
by the use of songs; first teach them 
tiie notes, then to sing a scale, then 
to skip about in the scale, from that 
to the songs, so that bv the time 
they reach the ninth grade the whole 
school would be singing beautiful 
songs, that they would remember all 
their lives. Tiien, aside from know­
ing how, the songs tend to develop 
their moral nature to a very great 
extent. Patriotic songs teach them 
how the world at large regards a 
person who loves his country, who

even fights f r it. I have merely 
touched upon • h:- subject, but it 
would be w. ; f,,r the parents and 
guardians of thf-e children to study 
the question a little. Also the trus­
tees of our public schools.

Already town* in districts formerly 
given over to wool goods rival Lan­
cashire industrial centers in their 
necessities f< r cotton in the form 
of yarn*. Between coarse wools and 
cotton there is always some con­
flict. and when wool prices were at 
their lowe*t a few years ago the cu­
rious spectacle of wool ousting cot­
ton was seen in some branches of 
business. The drift now is in the 
other direction, and the tendency is 
for the displace nient to become per­
manent. Half-cotton goods are be­
ing replaced by all cottons, and

A Prime Factor in the Pig Pen.
I wish to say in regard to the 

hog. that this is the last call to 
plant forage for him, especially the 
sows and pigs. We have good sea­
sons now all over East Texas and 
far into the interior. Plant peas 
and sorghum together within a few 
days. When the peas have four 
leaves on them, hogs can be turn­
ed on them. The sorghum and grass 
will make good grazing, and the 
hogs will not eat the peas until they 
come to put on forms, then the 
hogs should be taken off for a few 
days. We use a mower and cut all 
we like for hay and let the hogs 
have the rest. We also plant the 
Spanish peanuts and when we lay by 
we plant a row of peas between 
them, mow off tops of peanuts and 
peas and have hay that is equal to 
alfalfa hay; then plow up peanuts 
and rick with hay-rake, or leave 
them in ground for hogs to gather. 
We are planting June corn that ws 
let hogs gather until grown. It is 
easy to have more green feed for 
them than they will consume if an 
effort is made.

We would like to see the man 
that raises hogs, select his choice 
and grow only thoroughbred stock. 
They are just as good for home use, 
nnd much easier grown and gentle 
to handle and keep in place, and 
then you do not have to run them 
down with a dog to let a prospective 
buyer get a peep at them, and last, 
but not least, we had much rather 
grow a pig and sell for $10 than 
grow •  two-year-old barrow and sell 
him for $10. Of course, our3 is the 
thoroughbred I'oland-China*.— A

Regarding Substitutes.
There are substitutes for every­

thing— cereal substitutes lDr coffee, 
coal tar substitutes for sugar, vege­
table substitutes for meat— but the 
substitutes for tobacco are probably 
the most abundant and the least 
adequate of all.

An advertising agent said the 
Afhcr day that he had advertised in 
die last ten years no loss than twen­
ty tobacco substitutes, all of which, 
Though .lone too good, had a rea­
sonable success on the market, thus 
showing that a percentage o f man­
kind is harmed by tobacco and de­
sires to abandon the habit.

One substitute, the invention of 
a woman, was the eucalyptus leaf 
cigar. It smoked freely and left in 
the mouth an aromatic tlawr. But 
there was no more comfort, no more 
solace, in it than in a bottle of cot 
logne.

Another substitute was made of 
corn husks. The stalks of the corn 
were first boiled to a syrup and 
then capsicum was added to give 
bitterness. The husks, after being 
sundried, were cut up and dipped 
in the syrup. After their second 
drying they were put up in plugs 
for chewing and bags for smoking. 
They smoked and chewed, the 
agent said, about as well as could 
be expected.

A  third substitute was composed 
of gentian, licorice, sassafras am! 
prickly ash. This composition the 
agent had feared to try.

The man lias often advertised 
mixtures for the cure c f  the tobac­
co appetite. One mixture was made 
of resin, red pepper, poplar bark, 
white wax and beeswax. Another 
was made of ginsing, red clover, 
hops, Uirred rope hysson, wild 
cherry bark, pennyroyal and spruce 
gum.

These mixtures nearly always 
cured. This was because they who 
took them, the agent thought, help­
ed them alone by the exercise of 
strong will power.

The coming state of the weather 

can be foretold by various -,_:ns
ith a surprising amount of ac -r- 

acy. The following i u Ics are laid 
down by an expert :

“ Bees work with redoubled ener­
gy just before rain.

“ If the flies are unusually per­
sistent, either in the house or 
around cattle, there is rain in the 
air.

"SquirrelsTtore a large supply of 
nuts, the husks of corn are unusual­
ly thick, and the buds of certain 
trees have a firmer protecting coat 
if  a severe winter is at hand.

“ Last, but not least, persons who 
suffer from rheumatism can alwavs 
tell by their feelings when a storm 
is aprpoaching, and in this method 
of prophesy in ■ many folk of tojav 
are as firm believers as were our 
forefathers.

Heredity and Crimo.

There is no moral c r  so­
cial bearing between the acts of dif­
ferent individuals in this regard 
worth noting. Mental unsoundness 
is in many instances the occasion of 
the crime. Perhaps it would he fair 
to say in nicest cases this is the 
cause. But by no means should so­
ciety admit this without clear evi­
dence, as it is so easy to condone the 
atrocity o f the act by plausibility of 
the argument that one must be sure­
ly unbalaced who would destroy 
himself.

What London Eats.
The supply of meat in the Smith- 

field market during 1904 amounted

In fact, Dr. Colling- 
ridge, the medical officer, made 
himself unusually busy during the 
past year. Out of a single consign­
ment of rabbits from Australia he 
threw out 10,333 as a little spoiled. 
In another case a box invoiced as 
rabbits was found to contain imma­
ture kids. They were consigned 
from the Netherlands.

As for fish, 243.806 tons of them 
were delivered at Billingsgate. O f 
this amount 1,098 tons were con­
demned. In the matter o f milk Dr. 
Collingsridge reports that one in 
•very thirteen samples was cither 
impoverished cr  adulaterated, or 
both. He blames the foreign born 
trader for this state o f affairs. 
From ten to fiftee i thousand oysters 
are sold daily in London during 
the season. l<ast year no illness at­
tributed to them was reported.

Crioketer’s Autograph.
Dr. W . G. Grace, the most fa­

mous cricketer its England, proba­
bly has given his autograph as of­
ten as any ofher celebrity. A t a 
match not long ago he wrote his 
name in the note book of a little 
girl.

AJOairyman’s Mistake.
A north Texas dairyman recent­

ly told the writer that he could not 
get any idea* out of farm papers fpr 
his business and that it was there­
fore useless to take the paper. A 
little inquiry developed the fact 
his cows are running on pasture and 
receiving a daily ration of wheat 
bran in addition Although living 
111 a country wnen- alfalfa grows 
well he had not yet learned the mer­
its of alfalfa hav nor did he even 
dream of the fact that well cured 
alfalfa hay can be substituted, 
pound for pound, for wheat bran in 
a daily ration.

Chemical analysis long since 
showed that alfalfa hay and wheat 
bran are nearly identical in compo­
sition.

The New Jersey experiment sta­
tion instituted a feeding experi­
ment in which bran und alfalfa hay 
were compared as parts of a mixed 
ration for dairy cows and it was 
demonstrated that they were of 
about equal value, pound for 
pound, in the production of milk. 
This finding has since been confirm­
ed by other exj>erimenters and there 
is no longer any doubt that well 
cured alfalfa hav is almost, if not 
fully, equal to wheat bran in feed­
ing value.

In the light of this fact it appears 
that the aforesaid dairyman is pay­
ing $22 per ton for an article, 
when an equally good article can be 
grown on his own farm for less 
than $5 per ton, and yet he says 
that he can not learn any*Ems from 
an agricultural paper to help hus 
in his business.

I do not say that alfalfa hay in 
combination with pasture is the best 
ration for dairy cows, but it is as 
good as wheat bran and pasture, 
and less expensive.— A. D. McNair, 
in Farm and Ranch.

as much to raise a thirteen-hand, 
towhead mule that will bring about 
$75 as a smooth lii-hand mule 
that is ready sale at from $121 
$175; about as much to raise and 
support a worthless, mangy cur as a 
good grade Shorthorn or Jersey 
milch cow, which will furnish an or­
dinary family with plenty of good 
milk and butter and a surplus for 
market fully sufficient to pay for 
every pound of her feed.
