Approximately 56,000 male res­
idents in Texas will be registered 
in the 20 and 21-year-old age 
groups on February 16, General 
•J. Watt Page, State Selective Ser­
vice Director, has announced.

National Selective Service Head­
quarters anticipates a total reg­
istration in the Continental Unit­
ed States of about 9,000,000 men 
between the ages o f 20 and 45 
years. General Page has been ad­
vised, and of these about 1,650,- 
000 will be in the 20 and 21-year- 
old group.

It is also estimated that around 
444,000 in the 36 to 44-year-old 
group will be registered in Texas 
on February 16, together with 
some in the 21 to 36-year-old 
group who were unable or for oth­
er reasons did not register at the 
two previous registrations.

The age groups to be registered 
oil February 16 include all men 
not previously registered who have

Motor Vehicle Tax 
Stamps Went on 
Sale Monday

The Federal tax for the use of 
motor vehicles recently passed by 
Congress is now in effect and mo­
tor vehicle stamps went on sale 
at all postoffices in the county 
Monday morning The stamps 
now on sale cost $2.09 which will 
take care o f the tax until June 
30, 1942. The Federal tax on the 
use of automobiles is $5.00 per 
year and the next payment, which 
will be for a year, becomes due 
on July 1, 1942.

The tax for the use o f automo­
biles will be collected at the post- 
offices and all users o f cars should 
contact their post master at once 
to secure these stamps. The 
stamp evidences payment o f the 
tax and it should be affixed to the 
instrument panel, windshield, or 
other conspicuous place on the ve­
hicle.

Payment o f tax must be made 
before Feb. 1 and all postmasters 
'rge that this matter receive the 

immediate attention o f motor ve­
hicle owners so that a last-minute 
r sh may be avoided.

How Pharmacists Can 
Help Listed by Dr. 
Cox Health Officer

Austin. —  Recommendations to 
pharmacists concerning the part 
they ean play in National Defense 
have been released from the Unit­
ed States Office o f Civilian De­
fense, according to Doctor Geo. 
\V\ Cox. State Health Officer, who 
is serving as State Chairman for 
Health and Emergency Medical 
Service.

The Office o f Civilian Defense 
urges every pharmacist to register 
with the Chief o f Emergency Med­
ical Service in his community, in­
dicating what supplies he has 
available; register with the Trans­
port Office o f the local Defense 
Corps any delivery trucks avail- 
aide for emergency transport; reg­
ister his pharmacy with his air 

. raid warden, indicating the tele­
phone and refuge facilities he has 
available.

Every pharmacist should place 
his services at the disposal o f the 
local Defense Council for distrib­
uting literature and information 
on Civilian Defense; inform him­
self o f the location, and character 
of protection facilities in his 
neighborhood so that he can di­
rect citizens to shelters, warden 
posts, casualty stations, ami first 
aid posts; review and extend his 

1 own training in first aid and pre­
pare himself to instruct his em­
ployees.

Large pharmacies should estab-1
lish a first aid detachment among 
their employees which can be im­
mediately available as a stretcher 
team to assist rescue squads. They 
should be equipped with a stretch­
er and with first aid supplies.

Doctor Cox pointed out that the 
Office o f Civilian Defense urged 
all pharmacies to keep their stocks 
o f drugs, medical, surgical, and 
sickroom supplies constantly re­
plenished.

“ Already thousands o f phar­
macists have inquired o f this o f­
fice how they can best serve in 
this emergency,”  Doctor Cox said. 
“ Dean \V. F. Gidley, o f the Uni­
versity o f Texas School o f Phar­
macy. together with other repre­
sentatives o f the pharmaceutical 
profession, have indicated that 
their profession desires to serve 
in every way possible.”

Value of Roughages 
Tested at Texas Tech

Lubbock, Jan. lib— Testing the 
value of several roughages in fat­
tening yearlings, the first 28-day 
period of Texas Tech's sixth cat­
tle feeding project indicates un­
usually high gains in weight of 
60 steers. The < ntiiv experiment 
will last 140 or 168 days, depend­
ing on result- at the end of the 
140-day period. Prof. \V. L. Ftan- 
gel, head o f the animal husbandry 
department, said.

The project is being carried on 
by Jamie X. Caviness of Hurl- 
wood, graduate holder of the Tex­
as Cottonseed Crushers associa­
tion fellowship at Tech, in co-op- 
eration with the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment station.

The 60 Herefords have been di­
vided into 6 lots of 10 head each.

In my opinion this is merely 
the beginning of rationing and re- ] 
stiictions. I anticipate that it will i 
; e extended greatly as time goes 
on, and the situation calls for it. ] 
\\ < are going to he restricted not 
only in the number o f items we 
•uy. but also in the amount o f 

them we buy. It would not be 
surprising if in some instances the 
government should step in and 
take from those who have more o f 
certain scarce items than their 
needs reouire. their surplus.

The rationing plan has already 
been applied to automobile tires. 
n< w automobiles and new machin­
ery. There is every possibility 
that it will be applied to other 
items and mny even be extended 
to certain items of food.

There will, it is to be expected, 
those who will complain and chafe 
at what they deem government in­
terference and restraint.

There are several reasons why 
the tire rationing plan, as well as 
other rationing plans that may 
be later imposed, should be accept­
ed in a co-operative spirit on the 
part o f every citizen. Strict ra­
tioning of scarce items such as 
rubber will prevent a cornering of 
the supply by those able to do so. 
and trie complete elimination of 
the individual who is not big 
enough to enter a picture of this 
kind. Once a movement o f this

kind got under way it would ex­
tend to many items and would re­
sult in the mass o f people l*-com- 
ing the victims o f profiteers and 
hoarders. We had an example of 
this in the World War and many 
millionaires were made at the 
expense o f the mass o f people. 
That is not going to happen this 
time if the people will co-operate 
in the effort to prevent it.

The second reason why the in­
dividual should co-operate in this 
plan without hesitation and with­
out reservation is that many of 
the items o f which there is a 
scarcity are needed in defense 
production. Without these items 
defense production will be held 
up.

The third and most important 
reason why the restrictions al­
ready imposed should he accepted 
in a full spirit o f cheerful co-op­
eration by everyone is that our 
country is at war. The govern­
ment, in its defense against the 
force that threatens, needs ev­
ery resource available to equip 
the army and to provide the mu­
nitions for the men on the far 
flung battle line.

Those o f us who are permitted 
to remain at home in safety and ‘ 
in comfort should not only he 
willing to make every sacrifice 
that we are called upon to make

Pajamas Left Over 
from Last War Used 
at Sheppard Field

i Sheppard Field. Jan. 19.— On 
July 10, 1918, a Red Cross work­
er in Kane. Penn., carefully bun­
dled a pair o f pajamas, wrote a 
note o f cheer, and addressed both 
the letter and the bundle to a 
“ Dear Soldier Boy in France."

On Jan. 10, 1942, at Sheppard 
Field, Texas, site of the world’s 
largest technical training school 
for aviation mechanics, a soldier 
patient in the post hospital dug 
into the jacket pocket of hi- pa- 

i jamas and pulled out a wrinkled 
jotter addressed to a "Dear Soldier 
Boy in France.”  It was dated 
July 10. 1918. was from Kane. 
Penn., and was written on a Red 

1 Cross letter head. It read:
“ Dear Soldier Boy in France:

I “ As long as we are not privil­
eged to gn to the front to help 
lick the Kaiser, the next best thing 
we can do is to work at the Red 
Cross and here is where we are to* 

i night.
“ We hope that you will like 

these nice pajamas and when you

wear them just think that the 
folks here in the U. S. A. are hop­
ing that you will soon be back with 
us again.

“ Good luck and God-speed, 
Lillian A. Longshore, 

131 Green Street, 
Kane, Penn., U. S. A .”

The pajamas, which never got 
to France, were issued at the post 
hospital to Pvt. William Dendy, of 
Hattiesburg- Miss., who enlisted 
in the Air Corps Dec. 31. 1941, at 
Logansport, Ind., where he had 
been employed in the Logansport 
State Hospital for the last six 
years.

Part of a shipment that appar­
ently no longer was needed in 
France, the pajamas were returned 
to the U. S., stored in a medical 
department warehouse at Long 
Island, N. Y., sent to a medicai 
supply depot at San Antonio. Tex­
as, and finally to Sheppard Field, 
according to hospital officials.

The United States consumes 
more than 100,000 tons of tin a 
year. Last year we produced do­
mestically 44 tons, mostly from 
Alaska. That leaves 99,9tit* tons 
we must import and that’s the rea­
son the hearts o f American tin 
men skip a beat every time war 
clouds loom up in the Pacific. For 
trouble in the Pacific, at S inga-, 
pore or in the Netherlands Indies, 
might mean drastic curtailment 
o f our tin supply.

Singapore is the heart o f the 
tin world, or the tin heart o f the 
world, whichever you prefer. Of 
the 124.810 long tons o f tin im­
ported into the I'nited States in 
1940, 96,454 came from the Brit­
ish Malay States where Singapore 
is located and 12,101 tons from 
the nearby Netherlands Indies.

It's a sad fact, but a true one, 
that the United States just does 
not and cannot produce any sub­
stantial quantities o f tin domes­
tically, although this country* is 
the world’s largest consumer.

While small amounts o f tin are 
used industrially in the manufac­
ture o f bronze and other alloys, 
and for solder, type metal, and 
foil, more than half the total an­
nual consumption goes into that 
standby o f American life, the tin 
can.

O f course, the tin can isn't all 
tin; it is a thin sheet o f steel with 
an even thinner coating o f tin, 
but so important is the “ tin ’ can 
to our way o f living that we regu­
larly use more than half the 
world’s production. The United j 
States produced more than 17 bil­
lion tin-coated cans in 1940. 1

If  shipping is interrupted for 
any reason, that flow o f tin will 
cease. Ancient armies who drove 
their food supply with them, on 
the hoof, would not have thought 
that any cause for alarm, but the 
modern soldier on the battlefield 
lives on canned foods. Civilians 
do too. as a matter o f fact, and 
a curtailment of our tin supply 
would mean a serious disruption 
of American life.

The trouble is not that tin is a 
neglected metal in the United 
States. We just do not have any 
me. A thorough investigation by 
the United States Bureau o f Mines 
resulted in this report, issued in 
March 1941:

“ These early results tend to 
strengthen the conviction that no 
appreciable part of the tin requir­
ed by American industry can be 
supplied from known domestic 
sources, regardless o f how great 
the stringency or how high the 
price."

And we just must have tin. 
While its uses are not as varied us 
are some other metals, it is of 
vital importance in its various 
fields. This table shows how our 
tin is used in an average year:

1939 70,104 tons
1940 124,810 tons
1941 est. 150,000 tons
1942 est. 165,000 tons

If the 1941 estimated importa­
tion holds true throughout the 
year, the United States may eas-1 
ily absorb two-thirds o f the total 
world production, estimated at j 
230,000 tons.

All very well, say the tin men. 
provided nothing interferes. Of 
course, Great Britain must have 
guns, they say, and planes and 
tanks and weapons o f all kinds. So 
must Russia. So must China. But 
they also must have food, lots o f 
it, particularly England which 
grows only a small part o f the 
food needed to feed the teeming 
population o f the island.

Food Without Tin Cam?
How would we send food to 

England without tin cans? How 
would our ships at sea, so vital 
to world communications, keep go­
ing without canned food?

Faced with these questions, the 
Conservation Unit of the Office 
of Production Management mov­
ed, in April 1941, to make aj 
further saving in the use o f tin. ! 
Can-making companies were con- ■ 
suited and an agreement prompt­
ly was reached reducing by 10! 
per cent the amount o f tin in a 
can. This can be done in 95 per I 
cent o f the cans in use without. 
danger o f contamination. The ! 
amount o f tin was not reduced ; 
in cans holding certain types o f j 
foods. In addition, makers o f 1 
collapsible tubes were asked to | 
substitute tin-lined tubes for ones ! 
o f pure tin for shaving soaps and 
the like.

Further economies in the use 
of tin are being studied. Electro­
plated tin plate is a good example, 
and now is being used quite ex­
tensively.

That, in a general sense, is the 
present story o f tin, one o f this 
nation's most vital metals. There 
is nothing wrong with the pic­
ture, tin men say, provided:

1. The Pacific “ lifeline" is kept 
open for a free flow o f tin im­
ports.

2. War does not interfere with 
the production and smelting o f 
tin in Malaya and the Netherlands 
Indies.

The manufacture o f tin cans 
consumes 90 per cent o f the tin 
plate and a large percentage o f 
the solder made with tin.

Faced with the possibility of an 
interruption o f tin supplies from 
overseas, the Government not long 
ago decided to do something about 
it— anil did.

The G o v e rn m e n t  Act*
The first step was to begin pil­

ing up a reserve stock in this 
country. At the beginning of 
1940, the Procurement Division 
,.f the Treasury Department start­
ed to acquire a stockpile of tin. 
So did the Navy. The result is 
that these and other governmental 
agencies and private purchasers 
now have more than a year s sup­
ple of tin on hand in the Lnitecl 
State«. O f the total, the Govern­
ment now holds 21,419 long tons 
of tin in storage which will be 
held for at least three years aftei 
January 1, 1941, as a permanent 
“crisis” supply.

A  year's supply of tin in stor­
age is a comfortable feeling—  
but not comfortable enough. It 
was felt that a surer, safer, stead­
ier source o f continuing supply 
was necessary. The result o f that 
feeling is the new American 
smelter now under construction 
at Texas City. Texas, owned by 
a subsidiary of the Reconstruction 
Finance Corporation and managed 
by Dutch East Indies interests. 
It will have an estimated capacity 
of 18.000 tons, about 15 per cent 
of the annual national consump­
tion. when it is completed early 
in 1942.

A «econd reason, and one of 
equal importance for the erection 
of the Texas City smelter, is to 
provide a market for South Amer­
ican ores, chiefly from Bolivia. 
With its European markets cut’ off 
because of the war, Bolivia faced 
a domestic crisis until the United 
States stepped in and contracted 
for the bulk o f its ores. It was i 
practical "Good Neighborliness,“ 
for the United States insured a 
part of its own needs at the same 
time. The United States has con­
tracted to purchase sufficient ore 
to provide 18,000 long tons o f 
«melted tin a year from Bolivian 
producers.

These steps have eased the tin 
-ituation in this country to a cer­
tain extent, but the men charged 
with keeping the United States, 
its soldiers, and its sailors sup. 
plied with this vital material still 
were, and are, looking for corners 
to cut and new methods of con­
servation.

The method being used at pres­
ent amount« to a virtual corner 
on the world’s tin supply. Before 
the outbreak o f the war, European 
smelters refined the bulk o f South

Pure seed o f an approved va­
riety is the first requirement in 
the production o f better quality 
cotton at a lower cost, according 
to M. C. Jaynes, cotton specialist 
o f the A. & M. College Extension 
Service. Better quality at lower 
cost should be the slogan of pro­
ducers in 1942, he says.

"The planting seed situation in 
Texas as reported by reliable 
sources," he sxplains, “ s e e m s  
about as follows: A fair supply of 
Mebane strains, but a probable 
shortage o f other varieties, es­
pecially Deltapine (D. & PI.) and 
Acala. Due to weather conditions 
prior to and during the 1941 har­
vesting. the germination was in­
jured in many areas.”  Jaynes 
says he is assembling information 
regarding available seed supplies 
within and outside Texas.

Seed should be reasonably high 
in germination in order to insure 
a good stand, the specialist con. 
tinues. Only seed with an official 
or proper test should be planted. 
It is advisable this year especial, 
ly to test home-grown seed be­
cause seed of low germinating 
quality likely will be offered for 
sale. Even this type will be cost­
ly and if planted may result in 
crop failure.
