Photographs can bring 
loved ones and special 
events back to life. Often 
they are the only tangible 
way that families can take 
a walk down memory lane, 
and amateur photogra-
phers can help preserve 
the festive feeling of the 
holiday season by using a 
few simple techniques and 
strategies. 

Amateur photogra-
phers with limited cam-
era experience or train-
ing should use an auto-
matic camera with a built-
in or attachable flash, says 
Carol Dickie, a freelance 
photographer and adjunct 
professor in the mass 
communications program 
at Texas Woman's Uni-
versity. "You don't need a 
35-millimeter camera to 
take good photographs. 
The automatics on the 
market will determine the 
shutter and flash settings 
for you. Otherwise, trying 
to figure out the exposures 
can be difficult," she says. 

Most photographers 
don't take the best pos-
sible picture because they 
don't plan their shots, she 
says. Dickie suggests 
photographers follow 
these steps: 

•Try to get close to the 
subject. "Most people step 
back too far and have too 
much space around the 
subject. Always focus on 
the face, and wear glasses 
if you need them." she 
says. 

'Isolate your .subject. 
"Don't get too many people 
or items in your picture. 
Otherwise it becomes 
confusing and detracts 
from the ambiance. Try to 
take portraits in front of a 
bland background—not 
necessarily a white wall 
— but something that 
doesn't take attention 
away from the subject." 

•Wait for the right 
moment. "Don't just take 
a picture because some-
one or something is in the 
frame. Look for emotion 
and expressions on your 
subjects' faces " says 
Dickie 

•Turn the camera so 
that the field of vision 
through the viewfinder is 
vertical if the subject is 
vertical — such as a per-
son standing or a head-
and-shoulders portrait. 

•Look at the subject's 
surroundings. Photogra-
phers should see if any 
object may detract from 
the picture—such as a 
Christmas tree that looks 
as though it is sticking 
out of someone's head. 
This way a photographer 
has a better chance of 
getting a more profes-
sional-looking shot. 

For portraits, she also 
suggests: 

•Get people closer to-
gether if taking a group 
portrait. "Most people 
want to stand six inches 
away from each other," 
says Dickie. 

•Vary the height of 
subjects in the group por-
trait. Keep them on the 
same plane with each 
other by designating an 
imaginary line, and have 
them stand on or near it 
so that they are about the 
same distance from the 
camera. 

• Limit the number of 
people in the portrait to 
six. "Unless you have 
additional lighting, a pic-
ture with more than six 
people will tend to be 
dark," she says. 

•Take several photos 
for the portrait. "Inevita-
bly, some of the subjects 
in the photograph will 
close their eyes or turn 
their heads as the picture 
is taken. The results are 
well worth the time and 
the cost of the film and 
developing," she says. 

In addition. 
• Use a flash in fluores- 

cent light. While the 
amount of available light 
may be sufficient, the 
photograph will have a 
greenish hue.  

• Always use fresh film, 
and develop it within a  

few months of taking pic-
tures. Over time, film 
loses some of its vibrant 
color. 

•Eliminate or reduce 
red eye by having your 
subjects look slightly 
away from the camera. 
(Red eye occurs when the 
light of the flash is re-
flected from the back of 
the subject's eye. Many 
cameras have appara-
tuses to eliminate or re-
duce red eye.) The best 
solution — if the flash is 
detachable — is to use an 
extension cord and take 
the picture with the flash 
off to the side. 

•Don't be overly con-
cerned about the speed of 
the film. If a photogra-
pher is using a flash, the 
speed is not critical. Film 
with speeds of 100 to 200 
are adequate. Photo-
graphs taken with faster 
film will appear grainier 
— like sand. 

'Amateur photogra-
phers should use print 
film, primarily, no slide 
film. "Exposure is more 
critical when using slide 
film. It also is not as for-
giving as print film," she 
says. 

•Choose a reputable 
laboratory to develop the 
film. While most busi- 
nesses use a machine for 
processing, the way the 
machines are operated 
and maintained makes a 
difference in the print. 

•Identify the picture 
with names, dates, places 
and occasions for future 
reference. 

•Have fun taking pic-
tures!

BUSINESSES GET SOME TUC 
BREAKS IN 1997 

Last summer, Congress passed four piecm of leg-
islation that contained tax provisions affecting bush 
nessesTvediscussed most of these major changesin 
previous articles, but now is the time to start imple-
menting the new tax-savingopportunifiessince many 
of these provisions became effectivelanuery 1,1997. 

Among the new tax breaks for businesses is the 
increase in the expensing election for the purchase of 
business equipment. Last year the dollar limit was 
$17,507; this year that amount increases to 818609 

The targeted jobs credit was replaced by a work 
opportunity tax credit. The credit, which became 
available October 1 19% continues to be available 
Wismar for hirees who start work before October 1, 
1997. The new credit is 35% of up to $4000 of first-
year wagespaid to individualsfromtargetedgroups 
such as welfare recipients, qualified veterans, and 
high-risk youth. 

The research and development credit, which was 
restored in last summer's legislation, continues to be 
available through May 31,1997.

Self-employed individuals will be entitled to a 
larger deduction for the health insurance they pur-
chase in 1997- If you're self-employed, you can de-
duct 40% of your health insurance premiums this 
year, up from 30% in 1996. 

When you have your 1996 tax return prepared, be 
sure to review those tax changes that will affect your 
1997 business tax planning.
