THE HIGH COST OF COLDS

What will 1931 bring?
The year just ended will gi 

in history a> one of the hard years, 
economically speaking. Everybody 
in the United States has felt the 
pinch, not of poverty but of “ hard 
times.”  Busines- has been -lack, 
money hard to collect, credits have 
been curtailed, -pending has been 
less, more people have been ou 
work, than at any time since the last 
great depres-ion, which lasted 
through the year >f 11*21.

Vet there was little actual -uifee­
ing in 11*30. and the great majority 
of people continued to drive their. 
automobiles, to enjoy themselves in 
much the same way as they were in 
the hahit of doing. Most of us did 
not buy as many riew clothes, but 
nearly all of us had just as much of 
the -ame -ort of thing- to eat. Ac­
cording to those who study those 
thing-, more of us went to the movies 
in 11*30 than in 11*29. And when 
the calls came for help for the un­
employed. we gave more money, in 
hard cash, for charitable purposes, 
than we had given in any year since 
the war, when everybody was “ giving 
till it hurt.”

In short, "hard times”  as we have 
experienced them in 11*30. would have 
seemed like very good times indeed 
to the great majority of Americans, 
if we had not had six years of such 
riotous prosperity just before us to 
distort our sense of values.

Nobody can foretell the future, 
but we doubt very much whether 
1 *.*31 will c me any closer to the old- 
fashioned -ort of "hard times”  with 
great masses of people everywhere 
reduced to beggary and starvation. 
All of the sign- visible today point 
the other way. We know that in 
many lines busine-- is getting better; 
we are told that it is Improving in 
almost every direction. The princi­
pal thing the matter with our eco­
nomic situation today i- the habit of 
thinking in eras of hard times, which 
may take the better part of 11*31 to 
overcome.

In the long run. however, one thing 
is certain. Te United States of Amer­
ica will go ahead toward better and 
brighter times than wc have ever 
known. To believe otherwise is to 
believe that the human race i- go­
ing backward, and that - definitely 
n> t true.

Estimating the high coat of colds 
has been one of the favorite indoor 
pastimes of statisticians, and it has 
been figured with comparative accu- i 
rac e that 100,000,000 pronounced I 
cases of colds exist each >*ear with a 
loss resulting through absence from 
work alone at one bilion dollar*.

Some may doubt the accuracy of j 
these figures, but the fact remains ¡ 

,.f that the common cold is one of the i 
most expensive luxuries of this super- j 
heated, shut-in age.

It has been determined that sick- 
ness in general is responsible for at 
least nine times as much absence in 
industrial concerns as accidents, and 
colds are frequently the beginning of 
more serious bodily ailments.

A cold is always a threat, no mat­
ter how inconsequential, but people 
have a hahit of giving one no serious 
attention. “ I'll wear it out.” they j 
say, and sometimes it wears them out.. 
A common cold is usually one of the | 
first symptoms of pneumonia, which j 
is fatal to one of every four or five 
people who get it. |

Of course, everyone with a spark 
of intelligence knows how colds may­
be avoided. They know proper diet, 
santitation, ventilation and other pre­
cautions. such a- keeping physically 
fit. are necessary to detour colds, 
but the vast majority of people are 
too busy, too careless or too indif­
ferent about their own welfare to live 
right.

SPENDING WISELY

THAT’S MY FATHER
A YOUNG professional man took me to a country town to call 

on his parents. The old couple have raised eight children, of whom 
-i\ are living and doing well. The father runs a small store.

“ 1 wanted you to meet my people,”  my friend said later. “ They 
are poor, hut I’m very proud of them. When any one talks pessi­
mistically about marriage or human life in general, I like to remem­
ber the record of those two old folks.”

On my way from a summer hotel to a near-by golf course I 
picked up a caddy, a bright-eyed younster of thirteen.

“ Are you staying at the Inn?”  he asked.
1 nodded.
“ Have you met the night engineer?”
1 said that unfortunately my contacts had been entirely with 

the day staff.
“ You should meet him.”  the youngster said proudly. “ That’s 

my father.”

He pointed with approval to the example of the 
moths and beetles which spin their cocoons, surround the new life 
with enough food to start it successfully in the world, and then 
quietly die and get out of the way.

It would be much better, he said, if each one of us could come 
into the world wrapped in twenty thousand dollars, which would 
see us through to maturity, unencumbered by any acquaintanceship 
with parents or relations.

Such a world would make just about as much progress as the 
beetles have made in the past ten thousand years.

Wo keep going, not so much for money or fame, but in the
hope that our kids can say with pride. -‘That’s my father.”

(U P).— Governor- 
Fleet Ross S. Sterling is in the un­
enviable position of being counted 
upon to accomplish the impossible.

Due to his great success in private 
life and his successful direction of 
the state highway commission, there 
has grown up a feeling that he will 
cure all the ills of state government.

This, coupled with his financial 
standing, have led the people to ex­
pect more than can be realized. How 
extensive these expectations are can 
be illustrated by the report that 
when Governor Sterling takes office 
he will discard the old executive 
mansion as a place of residence, build 
a home and at the end of his term 
present it to the state.

nor. Most people do not consider 
just how limited are his powers. He 
cannot put thru legislation unless 
legislators want it. He can veto 
what they do, but the veto isn’t final. 
Two-thirds of the legislature can pass 
a bill over his veto.

He can advise some state depart­
ments only. Many are headed by 
officials, elected at large, just as the 
governor is elected. The heads of 
those departments, naturally, fell 
somewhat independent of the gover­
nor.

If Sterling as governor accomplish­
es a third of what people expect, he 
will still leave an administration 
ranking high among those that have 
preceded him.
