CAIIMACK SHOT TO DEATH 
Former United States Senator 

Killed at Nashville. 

ROBIN COOPER HIS SLAYER 

Tragedy Brought About by the Recent 
Democratic Primary Campaign, In 
Which Deceased Took Active Part 
Against Governor Patterson. 

Nashville, Nov. 10.—Former Senator 
Edward Ward Carmack, editor of the 
Tennessecan was shot and killed late 
Monday afternoon on Seventh avenue, 
north, in front of the Polk Flats by 
Robin Cooper, a son of Colonel Dun-
can B. Cooper. Mr. Carmack was go-
ing north on Seventh avenue and Col-
onel Cooper and his son, Robin, were 
approaching Seventh avenue on Union 
street. Soon after they came in sight 
of one another shooting began, Robin 
Cooper, it is said firing two shots and 
Senator Carmack one.

CULBEIZSON ON OUTCOME. 

Fundamental Principles of De-
mocracv Not Rejected. 

Dallas, Nov. 10.—Senator Culberson 
has returned to Dallas from the north, 
Where he took an active part in the 
recent campaign. He will remain here 
until congress convenes, the first Mon-
day in December. 

In discussing the result of the elec. 
tion Senator Culberson said: "The 
verdict against the national Demo-
cratic ticket, as said by Mr. Bryan in 
his recent public statement, was de-
cisive. In fact, it could hardly have 
been more so. and, consequently, it de-
mands the thoughtful consideration of 
every Democrat in the south as well 
as elsewhere. I do not believe it in-
dicates a rejection by the people of 
the fundamental principles of Demo-
ocracy and the approval of those of 
Republicanism. It is due, I think, to 
several matters wholly aside from 
those principles—matters of a tem-
porary nature which I need not point 
out here because they can not in my 
judgment, seriously affect the future 
of the Democratic party. Every one 
will recognize that this is especially 
true as to the decisiveness of the de-
feat. As illustrative of this, New York 
City is overwhelmingly Democratic. 
and yet it voted against the national 
ticket; and, while Maryland and Mis-
souri are naturally and normally Dem-
ocratic, part of the electoral vote of 
one and all of the vote of the other 
will go to the Republican ticket. Even 
as it is, Mr. Bryan at this election re-
duced the popular majority against 
MI in 1904 by 1,300,000 votes. He main-
tained the discussion on a high plane 
and gave an impetus to political mor-
ality. The loyalty with which he stood 
by his platform and the power' and 
eloquence with which he advocated it 
have not been surpassed in our his-
tory."

From the El Paso Herald we learn 
the Republicans failed to make much 
of a showing at the last election in 
that burg, because more than eight 
hundred of them failed to connect 
themselves with a poll tax receipt. 
The tax law seems to have a very de. 
pressing effect or. the "wet vote" all 
along the Rio Grande valley. This 
vote, as a rule, however, is neither 
Republican or Democratic, just went 
to who could or would put up the 
most dough. 

The next political scrap scheduled 
for Texas is a row in the legislature 
over submission. Some of the Dem-
ocrats, and a few Republican mem-
hers of the next legislature refuse to 
-submit. -  After a lot of spairring 
subission will brobadly carry, then 
will come a general mixup on state 
prohibition and the air will no 
doubt become greatly heated, and a 
hot summer may be expected in 
grandoldtexas next year.

Texas people will spend enough mon-
ey, time and energy next year in 
cussing and discussing state prohi-
bition to build two hundred thousand 
miles of graveled roads, and then 
grumble antic bad roads in their re-
spective localities.

and money too on politics. but not 
great:in making public improvements 
Baird has spent enough money over 
pohibition in the past six years to 
build several miles of cement side-
walks and not five hundred feet of 
sidewalks built in that time and our 
people still navigate mud and water 
in the residence districts, when it 
rains. 

Some Republicans joked Tux 
STAR man about the rush of cotton 
to market before the election saying 
even the Democrats feared cotton 
prices would decline if Bryan was 
elected. The joke on the Republi-

Judge Taft is a 
splendid man and no doubt will make 
a conscientious and able president, 
no matter what his religious belief 
may or maTnot be.

He con-
vinced himself by a lusty hail: "Hello, 
out there! What are you doing? Get 
off that lake!" and back to him there 
volleyed a storm of objurgations in an 
unknown tongue. Not until he had 
called a fellow officer and rowed a 
boat round those fallen monarchs of 
the deep did he learn that they were 
captive to his country, and then, 
elated with the news, he hastened to 
impart it. 

But this was not the only surprise 
for Seattle. For some days preceding 
troops had been pouring into the port, 
and it had been the general belief that 
they were being mobilized preparatory 
to embarkation for the Philippines or 
Japan. On this morning, however, 
there was an exodus. Nearly all the 
troops had disappeared in the night. 
Likewise there were strange happen- 
lags in the telegraph (enc.'s. \\ hen 
pall went to consign messages they 
were met with the intelligence that 
the wires were in charge of military 
operators, that nothing could be re-
ceived for any point beyond the bor-
ders of the rnited States, and that 
all messages without exception would 
be censored before transmission. The 
newspapers fumed and roared, until 
they learned that all incoming news 
would pass uninterruptedly; but that 
for purposes known only to the gov-
ernment the story of the presence of 
the Japanese fleet would be closely 
guarded for the time being. For once 
the Post-Intelligence, the Times and 
Star united in attacking the adminis-
tration.

APPEARS AT AUSTIN. 

Pierce Gives Bond and Case Is 
Set For January. 

Austin, Nov. 10.—H. Clay Pierce, the 
oil magnate. charged with perjury in 
connection with the poster suit against 
the Waters-Pierce 011 company arrived 
at Austin at 6 o'clock Monday morning 
In his private car Zamora over the 
Katy. Accompanying him are H. S. 
Priest, Colonel Fordyce, E. B. Per-
kins, Fain Cunty and George Clark. 
The car was lett standing immediate-
ly in front of the station with all the 
curtains drawn. No one stirred until 
7:15, when on of the secretaries left 
the car. The porter answered all ques-
tions coacerning Pierce with "not up 
yet.' At 8:30 Pierce left the car with 
Priest on one side and Fordyce on the 
other, and walked to the Driskill hotel, 
where rooms 20 and 22 were assigned 
the party. They breakfasted at nine. 
Sheriff Matthews said at 9:15 that he 
would await the multemilionaire at 
his office, if he did not remain too 
long at breakfast. His surrender was 
scheduled at 10 o'clock. Pierce ap-
peared Se enjoy his breakfast and en-
tertained his companions with recol-
lections of Ben Thompson. 

Leaving the hotel Pierce, accom-
panied by Priest and Clark, walked 
to the office of Attorney J. H. Robert-
son, then to the courthouse. Sheriff 
Matthews met the magnate in the hall 
end they .shook hands with him cor-
dially. No word of surrender or arrest 
was uttered. The party entered the 
district courtroom, where Pierce took 
a seat, Clark on one side and Fordyce 
on the other, while his attorneys con-
ferred with Judge Calhoun and Dis-
trict Attorney Hamilton. A large 
crowd gathered at the courthouse. 
Pierce was confronted by dozens of 
kodaks, but stood the Siege uncon-
cerned. Newspaper men were tillable 
to break through the phalanx of 
friends for interview. 

Mr. Hamilton insisted upon the bond 
being placed at $100,000, which 
amount it was declared had been urged 
by Governor Campbell. while the at-
torneys for defense held out for small. 
er atroant. Finally Judge Calhoun 
took the matter In hand and as the 
attorneys could not agree announced 
that he NVVIlifi fix bond, as the law 
gave him that authority. and named 
$20,000.

MORGAN WOUNDED. 

Party M.0 Does Deed Takes 
His Own Life. 

New 'Yolk, Nov. 10.—Not far from 
the corner of One Hundred and 
Forty-sixth street and Broadway Ed-
win N. Morgan, postmaster of New 
York City, was shot in the stomach by 
Erich Matkay, a stenographer, employ-
ed ha a legal firm with offices at 165 
Broadway, named Hunt. Hill & Betts. 

The shooting of the postmaster oc-' 
curred early Monday morning. 

Mr. Morgan had left his home for 
the postoffice and had just reached 
the coiner of Broadway when the man 
stepped in front of him. There were 
several persons within a few feet of 
the two men, but none of them heard 
a word spoken, and the first intima-
tion they had of trouble was when a 
short rang out and Mr. Morgan fell to 
the ground with a bullet in his stom-
ach. He lost consciousness immed-
iately. 

For an instant after the shot had 
been fired the assailant stood looking 
down upon his victim. Then he raised 
the still smoking' revolver and press-
ing it against his forehead pulled the 
trigger. The bullet did not cause a 
fatal wound and once more and then 
a third time the man sent a bullet 
crashing against his skull. The third 
bullet penetrated the brain and the 
man fell dead. As he lay there with 
the revolver still clenched in his hand, 
several persons who witnessed the 
double shooting rushed to the assist-
ance of Morgan, whom some of the'm 
recognized. A physician was called 
from a house nearby and was with the 
wounded man within a. few moments 

alter tne tire shot WAS tired. 
When the physicians made a close 

examination they found Morgan's 
wound not so serious as at first sup-
posed. It is believed the walls of the 
stomach were not penetrated by the 
ball and the postmaster has a chance 
for recovery. 

Morgan has been connected with the 
postal service at New York for more 
than a quarter of a century. He be. 
gan as a letter carrier thirty-one years 
ago and worked his way to the top. 
Last year he was promoted from as-
sistant postmaster to postmaster, suc-
ceeding William Willcox. Mr. Morgan 
is the Republican leader in the- Wash-
ington Heights assembly district. 

Mr. Morgan regained consciousness 
while the physicians were working 
on him. He said he never saw his as-
sailant until confronted by him before 
he was shot. Ile knows no reason for 
the attack. he said. 

The only excuse known for the 
shooting was Mackay complained to 
the postoffice authorities at Washing-
ton that his mail had been tampered 
with and some one turned out the elect 
tric light when he was reading by it 
in the corridor of the postoffice. 

Mackay received a reply that there 
was no evidence of tampering with his 
mail and the incident of the electric 
light was nn accident.
