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Taxes....

N TEXAS the natural gas industry and
I ultimately the gas consumers are re-
quired to pay four special tax levies to the
state as follows:

Under one article of the state statutes,
the gas companics pay an annual franchise
tax. Under another article, gas distribution
companies are required to pay a tax of one-
half of one per cent of their gross receipts
in all cities and towns with a population
of from 2,500 to 10,000, and one per cent
of their gross receipts in towns of over
10,000 population. Under still another ar-
ticle, a gross production tax of two per
cent is levied upon all natural gas, and
under a further article gas pipeline com-
panies are required to pay a gas utilities
tax of one-fourth of one per cent of their
gross receipts.
~ The natural gas utilities are required to
pay to the state fwo special tax levies which
no other utility is required to pay. In addi-
tion to the various special taxes collected
by the state, the gas utilities are required
to pay many other tax levies, such as Fed-

Such taxes must be charged as an
operating expense to the customer, be-
cause the company cannot control this ex-
pense and is merely a collector of the tax.
