to this matter.

A copy o f an order passed by 
the State Highway Commission 
on the 13th day of November, 
1946, of which a copy has l>een 
furnished you, provi<led that, if 
Callahan County furnish right of 
way of such width as to permit 
the immediate construction of 
two traffic lanes and the future 
construction of two additional 
traffic lanes, and not less than 
170 feet in width for U. S. 80 
from the Eastland County Line 
to the Taylor County Line, the 
.State Highway Department would 
agree to the following:

(1 ) The outstanding bond in­
debtedness of the county for ex­
penditures made on the present 
route of U .S. Highway 80 now’ 
assumed for payment by the 
State through the Board of Coun­
ty and District Road Bond Indebt­
edness will remain the respon­
sibility of the State,

(2 ) That portion of the present 
route from near Baird to the 
Taylor (bounty Line will be re­
tained on the llighwRy System 
for SUte maintenance.
