Do you know how much
money you spend for meal?
Generally it takes a larger
amount of the food budget than
any other group of foods. So it
pays to buy meal very
carefully

Price alone is not a depend-
able buying guide. Compare the
servings per pound with the
price. For example one pound
of boneless meal makes three
to four servings. One pound of
bone-in meat makes about two
servings. Spare ribs may cost
less per pound than pork loin
roast, bul the amount of meat
per pound is certainly different.

Before deciding on a cut of
meal, consider the amount of
hone and fat you are buying. It
may be better to buy a large
cul and divide it into steaks,
stew, or soup meal, and grind
some for hamburger. Meat
trimming. bone and some of the
fat can be used to make soup
and gravy
