Early freezes can kill roses nind
other tenderplants just as quick-
ly, if not more so, than later ones
Dependint on where you live, you
should plan to mound your roses
with soil to a height of at least four
inches, toprotect the budded part
of the bush. Above this height,you
can lessen your labors by using
some mulch such as weathered
sawdust.MMit imsi. lenvet. shred--

Ided corncobs, buckwreat hulls, or
have you.

Grape pruning can be done this
fall Just as well as later in the
winter. Since the third and fourth
buds on each branch give the best
fruit It is better to cut off most
of the new growth entirely and
leave a few long canes nf the past
season'sgrowth, rather than to cut
every ertne. back to one or two
buds.

Bulbs, except tor lilies, are rela-
tively tough and hardy, and can
stand all kinds of rough treat-
ment. But that is no reason for
putting off their planting until
the ground is frozen The more
severe your climate, the earlier
you should plant your flowering
bulbs, such as tulips, daffodils,
hyacinths, grape hyacinth, cro-
cus and a multitude of others.
