Other corrections projects
funded by the Criminal Justice
DMvision have included halfway
houses, diversion projects,
youth service projects and
group homes

Citizens involvement has
also been a major thrust of the
Criminal Justice Division in
recent YeAars Governor
Briscoe sald

Crime prevenlion units, an
example of citizen involvement
projects funded by the Criminal
Justice Division, have been
impleme=ted for & total of 3
law enlorcement agencies in
Texas, and nine regional
planning councils for multi
agency units.
