Too close to call

The chances for the American Agricul-
ture Movemen! to win area cotton farmers
some price relief this year probably will be
determined in crucial voles in both houses of
congress next week

The house-senate conference committee
on emergency farm legislation reportedly
agreed Tuesday on the details of the new
farm bill and were sel to vote on il
Wednesday. News sources in Washington say
congress will vote next week on the
legislation in its final form

Although President Carter has indirectly
promised a veto because of what he terms
inflationary pressures lo retail food prices. it
appears likely the bill will pass both houses
of congress

If those margins are big enough to
suggest that Carter's velo can be overridden,
the President might decide not to risk the
veto if it couldn't be sustained. But history is
on his side. No farm bill veto has ever been
overridden by congress

That's why next week’s vole
houses is so important

Farmers are close now not to winning all
they want but a fair chance al least escape
the tightening cost squeeze.

The
first alternate called for

& Pharr bid this allernate as
a minus $505 which meant a
ceiling without support co-
lumns would reduce the
base bid by 3508 instead of
increasing it

Whitaker shook his head

Mattison Construction bid
