Tax relief sf7 in fufure
The special sessionof the legislature for

tax relief may be history, but thelimited tax
help it offered is far from reality yet.

Still up aheadIn Novemberis the required
adoption of a constitutional amendment
which would authorizea half dozen or more
rathersignificant changes.

The questions now are whether an
organized fight will be made to defeat the
amendment, and if so what are the
amendment'schances.

; In the "State Capital Highlights" column
this week from Austin notes that one
legislator has announcedhe will oppose the
amendment.

Apparently, both gubernatorialcandidates
'
will support it. While it would be difficult for

: anyone to oppose tax relief per se the
: objectionsto comeprobablywill bebasedon
the unfairness of one or more of the six
different major provisions of the amend--!

ment.

Simply to describeit factually will require
considerablespaceand thought, much less

'detailing the points for and against each
portion of the amendment.

Oneof the thingstheamendmenthasgoing

for it in this regard is its title. It will be
called on the ballot "the tax relief
amendment."

We only found this out by listening to
Governor Dolph Briscoe base most of his
speechlast Saturday before the West Texas
Press Association upon the tax relief
package.

If basically only that title appearson the
ballot, it should encourage a strong
affirmative vote.

Passageof the consitutional amendment
will providefor the taxing of farm andranch
lands upon the basis of productivity rather
than market value. It alsowill initiate 15,000

homesteadexemptions for all homesteads
with the legislature being given the right to

increasethe exemptionfor seniorcitizens 65

,and over all the way, to ,m. v A ,
' Everyonegenerallylgree that the"scho6l

property taxes are the most severe in the
statetoday.That is becausewhite cities and
countiesreceivedstrong economicalaid
from the federalgovernmentin recent years
via revenue sharing, the school dktrkts
actually were losing more and more of their
stateaid andbeingforcedto reply ever more
heavily upon property taxeswithin theschool
district.

One of the fearsof the school districts is
that by giving homesteadexemptions the
amendment would reduce the "tax take"
considerablywhich would have to be made
up somewhereelsebecausethecostgoeson.
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To spikethe fear on thepartof thedistricts
that they actually wouW have to raise taxes
to make up for leeeee from the homestead
exemption and from the lose of taxable
property valuations in the assessingof farm
and ranch lands on a lower productivity
basis, the legislature has establisheda $450

million fund to pay the school districts back
for theselosses.

But that $450 million only provides funds
for the first two years. It will be up to

succeedinglegislatures to provide additional
funds of eventually see this happen.

The countiesareanothergroup that is not
sure what a tax take loss they will
experience through homestead exemptions
and farm land revaluations. The counties
won't be protectedeither.

Fundshavenot beensetaside to have the
staterepay thecountiesfor their tax revenue
losses.Consequently with the inflation and
other spendingpressures, the counties
already areplanning on someproblems.

The amendmentgives the legislature
authority In several instancesto Initiate tax
relief if it so desires like increasing
homesteadexemptions for citizens 65 and
overall theway to $15,006. But someof these
are not mandatory and will require future
tax cutting pressure from the electorate to
obtain.

The legislature did not do much about
limiting tax spendingor In giving the voters
any tax reduction Initiatives whatsoever.

The fact remains that at present the tax
surplusIn Texascontinuesto grow. Recently

that surplus has amounted to. three billion

dollars every two years.It soon will become
four billion dollars In surplus.

Thepresenttax relief package,If passedIn

November,would returnsomeone billion of
this surplusback Into somevoters handsbut
would still leave the politicians with the
happy task of spendingmost of the surplus
themselveseach two years.
