created by a recent act of Congreas 
for the purpose of re-flnancing 
home owners who are in danger of 
loosing their homes by foreclosure 
Mortgages on homes will be taken 
up by the corporation by an ex­
change of its bonds to the mortgage 
holder up to SO per cent of the 
appraised value of the home. These 
bonds will be for a term of 15 
years and will bear four per cent 
intereat which will be (cuarahteed 
by the Fi>deral Government. The 
principal will be secured by the 
assets of the corporation which will 
consists entirely of first mortgages 
on homesteads bearing five per 
cent interest.

In certain instances cash will be 
advanced by the eoroporatin to 
take up indebdhess, provided the 
amount is not in Icxoess of 40 per 
cent of the appraised value of the 
property.

In both cases the borrow 
may secure enough cosh to 
pay the expense of apprasial 
title examination, recording fees 
abstract, and unpaid taxes, 
provided that the total amounts 
are not in exces.- of the 40 
and HO per cent.

In all cases there must be an 
emergency and the home oamers 
unable to (ret an exten siun of his 
debt or to secure funds from any 
other source. Also the consent of 
the mortgage holder must be ha.i 
where pajment is made in bonds.

The act as (lasseil by Congress 
includes all homes not in excess of 
$20,000.00 in value, whether in 
cities and towns or in the counlr.v, 
but the (H>licies, rules and rt'irula- 
tions of the coroporation located 
in Washington. James S)iaw, for­
mer Banking Commissioner of 
Texas, has been plased in charge 
of all loan.s to be made in Texas. 
The state has deen divided int« 
three Districta each of which will 
be administered through an assis­
tant named by Mr. Shaw. Each 
County in the State will have a 
local Attorney and Appraiser.

According to information re­
ceived by the local Attorney, B. F. 
Russell, final instructions have not 
yet been received, but a few appli­
cation blanks may be secured at 
his office in Baird where assistance 
will be gladly given in filling out 
the forms. No fee* can be charged 
for filling out applications for 
loans, and a severe penalty is pro­
vided by the law for any violation 
of this provision.
