Purpose of a week named for oll progress
is to remind the communily the importance
of the oll industry in our midst

It's scattered all over the county

You can drive oul on East Main, clear out
to the cemetery, and you'll pass our oil
service businesses not all of them of
course but most of them

But the work is done all over the rural
areas, much of it in the uniikeliest places and
almost all out of the public’s sight. When one
ol test strikes oll, another is drilled, nearby,
thus our '“‘oll patches'’ develop with a
labyrinth of roods and a ltank battery

You don't find olimen in offices. You find
them in the field Offices are for their
bookkeepers. You track them down by radio
phone, providing you catch them in their car
or pickup. If they ‘re in town, most likely you
will find them talking oll business with other
oll men over cups of coffee at the "oilmen's”
cale

Oil is a business built on take-a-chance
individualism for big stakes. The slakes are
you can win big, but you can also lose big

There's no security in the oil business
Maybe that's why the cilman even thinks
different than the average American. The
ollman is looking for oil, not security. He
doesn’t always find it either, Somelimes all
his work is in vain, So what does he do” He
keeps on going and tries again

We had & father-in-law who was an
old-time ollman. He made — and lost — a
million dollars several times in the 1820s.
Most folks today didn't experience the “'great
depression’. He did. It wiped him out
because he couldn’t get another stake,

Then 20 years later when most men in their
seventies are retired. You know what he did?
He went out and drilled himself an oil well,
all by himself

He didn't strike oil with that last well. But
he loved every minutes of it, and it wasn"t
long after that drilling was completed that
his life was done

We're nol trying lo romanticize about the
oil business Bul we do point oul it lakes
some real strength and determination to
succeed in it

We in our modern world suddenly find
ourselves in what our leaders call an energy
crisis, They sald we were running out of eil
50 years ago, just like thoy are saying it
again today

But the search goes on.

We're not really "'big ol country here in
Garza County. S0 we can talk about shoe
strings, starting over, and all of that. Big oil
is money, lols of money. To most of the
people in the other 49 states, Texas is all "“big
oll.™

The politician has never understood the
oflman because the two don’t think alike. The
ollman thinks more like the cattleman. Both
ask only that the government slay out of
their way so they can gel their jobs done

There is more competition today in the oil
industry than in just about any phase of
America’s economic life. But most people
Just refuse to believe it

Consequently, the politicians have made it
their business to regulate the oil business Lo
protect all other Americans from it. One of
the most burdensome costs in the oil industry
today is paying the cost of governmental
regulation and doing its paperwork,

The oil business here in Garza County is
mighty impaortant to all of us economically.
Actually it pays the larger percentage of all
our local taxes and much of the state laxes
as well. If it wasn't for oil, Texas would be in
the same tax “fix" as most other stales are
today

If the oll wasn't here there wouldn't be »u
many good jobs for young men, We would be
a smaller town and the flow of life much
slower

The Dispatch in this oil progress week
edition salutes the Garza oilman. He's our
neighbor, the guy down the block or across
the street, who is one of the few left carrying
America’s rugged individualism confidently
toward the 2ist century

SEWING TODAY's FA-
BRICS — Selecting needles
and threads for home
sewing is more than just
plcking up a package of
needles and finding thread
to match the fabric color,

Kind and size of needle
and thread necessary de
pend upon fiber, fabric
construction and purpose for
stitching.

For example, In buying
needles, choose ballpoint
needles when sewing knits
and sharp needles when
sewing woven fabrics,

You should use 100 percent
polyester or cotton-covered
polyester thread for polyes-
ter or polyester blend
fabrics. These threads have
elasticity and do not shrink
in washing

Because of their irregu-
larities, today’s American-
made polyester or cotton
covered polyester hreads
are not sized like 100 percent
colton threaa

Consequently, larger size
(size 14 or 16) needles are
necessary when sewing with
this thread to prevent
breaking, tangling and un-
even lension. The eye of the
needle must be large enough
for the largest part of the
thread to pass through

Some Swiss-made polyes-
ter threads are more
uniform in shape, and they
are sized. A fine needle may
be used when sewing with
fine thread,

Thread for topstitching
commoeonly called buttonhole
twist, is available in polyes-
ter or cotton. It is heavier
and thicker than regular
thread. Choose the kind
which is most compatible to
the fabrie being used. A size
16 or 18 needle, used when
sewing with buttonhole
twist, allows the thread to
move through the eye freely
without fraying

Swiss-made cotton button-
hole twist may be preshrunk
on the spool before used in
stitching on polyester
polyester blends or colton
fabrics. Cotton thread has
higherluster than polyester

I your machine does nol
sew with heavy threads or
buttonhole twist, use two
strands of thread for
topstitiching

Wind some thread on a
second bobbin and thread it
and the spool thread togeth-
er on lop, Separate the two
threads at the tension disc if
your machine has a top
tension regulator

Thread both threads
through the needle. This
provides a heavier looking
lopstilching than one strand
and resembles buttonhole
twist

No child care homes
in Post registered

Anyone who uses her
home (o give regular care to
between one and six child-
ren not related to her, is
required by law (o register
with the state, bul many
such individuals may be
unaware of this require.
ment.

Carolyn Badgeit of Lub-
bock, Day Care Licensing
HRepresentative for the Tex-
as Department of Human
Resources, said that no such
homes are registered in
Garza County, and she
invited caregivers who have
not yet registered to contact
her for the necessary forms
and information.

"Registration differs from
licensing.” she said. “'Li-
censing is required of
facilities which care for
more than six children
regularly. Registration is a
simpler procedure, whereby
the care giver checks her
home by standards which
are furnished and sends us a
signed stalement that she
meets the state's minimum
requirements for the health
and safety of the children in
her care.”

Local Fire Marshall Char-
lie Cooper will need lo
inspect the homes in Garza
County for fire hazards, and
Dr. Tubbs will inspect for
sanitation. Other than these
consultations, no other out-
side inspections are routine-
ly required.

“1 will be glad to talk to
the care giver's al their
request regarding meeling
the standards,”' Ms. Badgett
said. "The law requires the
representative to visit a
home if a complaint against
the home has been received
or if it was selecled from a
random sampling for in-
spections for compliance
with standards. Our state
office chooses one home in a
bhundred each month to be
inspected

“Placing a home on the
agency's list of Registered
Family Homes does not
imply any guarantee from
the state about the facility,"”
Ms. Badget! said. "“We do
make our list available to
parents who are looking for

someone lo care for Lheir
children. Bul the parenis
are still responsible for
getting acquainted with the
caregiver and her home so
they can assure themselves
that the type care they want
for their children will be
provided.”

The Child Care Licensing
Act of 1975 requires a bome
to be registered if even one
child under 14 years of age
who is not related to the
care giver regularly re-
ceives care for part of the
24-hour day, Ms. Badgett
said. Care may be given to
as many as six children, in
addition to the care giver's
own, and to brothers and
sinters of the other children
in care during after-school
hours, provided there are
never more than 12 children
in care at one time

Regular care means that
care is provided more than
four hours a day, more than
two days a week, and for at

least five consecutive
weeks
The state makes no

charge for registration, she
said. She invited individuals
in Garza County who wish
further information about
registration or licensing to
contact her. Her telephone
number is (806) 762-8922,
Ext. 378, and the mailing
address is PO Box 10528,
Lubbock, Texas 79408

Garza Story!

Garza County gained 50 new oil wells in
1977.

A total of $12,800,000 was spent in the
county last year drilling 80 oil tests, including
22 wildcats. Some $4,500,000 of this expense was
lost in 30 dry holes.

The marketed value of 1977 petroleum

produetion in the county has been calculated at
$64 million,

Garza was one of 201 counties in Texas last
year which produced $100,000 or more. The
county ranked 66th in the estimated total value
of petroleum produced.

Some $62.9 million came from the
production of approximately 7 million barrels
of crude oil. Approximately $1.1 million was

attributed to an output of 1.3 million mef of
natural gas.

Garza County royalty owners last year
received an estimated $8,000,000 of all this.

While paying local, county and state
property taxes, producers in Garza County also
helped support state government through

production tax payments estimated at
$3,000,000.

According to the Texas Employment
Commission, some 201 employes were at work
in the oil industry in Garza County in 1977.

Their reported payroll amounted to an
estimated 31,900,000p. F
