AUSTIN — State  Insur-
ance Board Chairman Hugh
Yantis has taken a stand
against an increase in home-
owners insurance rates.

The board is expected to
vote on the matter in June.

Board statisticians recom-
mended a 13.) percent hike
which would cost homeown-
ers about $43 million in ad-
ditional premiums. There has
been no adjustment in rates
since July 1976.

The chairman indicated he
may vote for selective in-
creases in some categories
but not for a general siate-
wide adjustment.

Al the same time, Yantis
announced he is secking to
discourage “deposit term”
life insurance policy sales.

And he directed a staff at-
torney to come up with pro-
posed penalties for insurance
firms and agents who sell
policies to old people which
they do not need or cannot
afford.

Yantis said deposit term
life insurance cannot be
banned, but purchasers can
be warned of what they are
getting into, Deposits are
forfeited if policyholders
drop the 10 year policies or
fail 1o make payments.

The board chairman said
companies and their agenis
should be made accountable
for selling unneeded insur-
ance to the elderly whose
judgment as to their require-
ments may be faulty due to
age.

The recommended date of
May 20, if adopted by Garza

Recent (rash surveys
indicate that only 5 to 10
percent of the weevils which
wenl into overwintering
habitat have been able to
survive the hard winter, Dr
James F. Leser, area
Extension entomologist, re
ported

Weather conditions this
spring and early summer
will largely determine the
ultimate weevil population
which will result from the
overwintered survivors, he
said

Leser added, however,
that “‘farmers in infested
areas should be aware of the
factors involved in both late
and early planting, as far as
weevils are concerned

He said early plantings, in
some cases, give time lo sel
a4 crop before large weevil
populations develop

But early plantings also
attract early emerging wee-
vils, actually serving as
“trap”’ crops, he added

Overwintering weevils
live for approximately 12
days on seedling cotton after
they emerge, Leser sald,
““They must find squares
which are one-third grown
or larger for reproduction.
The greatest number of
overwintering weevils have
emerged prior to mid-
June,” he said.

““If cotton in Garza County
is not planted until May 20
or later, most of the female
weevils will have emerged
and died before third-grown
squares are present,’” Leser
said

Uniform planting will pay
off when farmers control
overwintered weevils. When
all the cotton in a particular
area is planted near the
same date, it will reach the
proper stage for overwinter-
ed weevil treatment at the
same time, the county agent
noted. This will allow entire
communities to spray for
overwintered weevils in only
one or two days.

“If planting takes place
over a long period — early
to late — emerging weevils
are assured of a constant
{ood supply, possibly result-
ing in heavier overall
infestations,"’ Leser warned.

GUN GRAB

Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Fire-
arms (B.AT.F.) plans to start assem-
bling records that will enable it to
determine who owns every dealer-pur-
thased firearm in the United States.
Under the new regulations, local gun
fealers will four times a vear be re-
gired to surrender the name and ad-
fms of each person who has legally
purchased  # firearin from them' The
BATF. will then enter information
from the gun-dealer records into a
central computer which could be
called upon to provide lists of gun
ownens by state, city, and home ad-
dress — information likely to be used
for & gun-confiscation program.

WASHINGTON—The problems of farmers are the
problems of the nation, something | am disappointed
that my colleagues in the House of Representatives did
not understand last week when the much-needed Emer
gency Farm Act of 1978 was delemed

This defeat s not the end. however, and | plan to
renew my efforts to pass effective farm legislation at the
earliest possible date

farmers from being forced out of farming by bankruptcy

Most impontant, the
legislation would have granted higher target prices to
producers, up to 100 per cent of parity, depending upon
the amount of acreage each farmer chose to set aside
from production

L intend o continue 10 impress upon members of the
Congress the necessity for such legislation, which could
herald the beginning of a new AmeriCan Agriculture
policy assuring the farmer a fair retumn for his product
and greater independence from government interference

There can be no doubt that 4 new policy 1s necessary
I'he dedicated farmers who lobbied the nation's c.apll'.il_
both for themselves and for the thousands who toiled at
home to produce food for a hungry world, have proven
this. From across the nation, farmers spent their time and
money o come to Washington and tell their elected
representatives that never before have they encountered
prices for equipment so high, and prices for crops so
low. These farmers opened their financial records, in
order 1o document the alanming situation they face

In instance after instance, farmers showed that al
though their last harvest was their greatest, their latest
return was their lowest.
