It Is imperative that every
one not needed for immediate use
be savedby canning, but they must
be cannedright, clie there will be

little or no vitamin C left In them.
Undue exposureto air after the skins
are removed and ovcr-cookln-g in an
uncoveredcontainerdestroy vitamin
C. This is one reasonthat tomatoes
should be prepared and canned as
quickly as possible. Usually whole
tomatoeshave more food value than
tomato Juice, partly becausea con-
siderable amount of vitamin A Is
lost In the pulp that falls to go
through the strainer when the Juice
Is made,but mainly becausegreater
exposureto air destroys vitamin C.

If you want first-clas- s canned to-
matoes, use freshly gathered, firm-rip- e,

sound fruit onesmall bad spot
can ruin a whole batch. Wash the
tomatoes before scalding; scald a
few at a time. Remove all core,
slip oil the skins, and cut away
greenspots. Pack the tomatoestight
Into clean hot Jars this is bestdone
by pressing each tomato down with
a wooden spoon. Add salt to season
to suit your taste the usual amount
is one teaspoon to the quart Seal
Jars'according to manufacturer's In-

structions andprocess3i minutes In
hot water bath If tomatoes are
not fresh from the garden, process
45 minutes.

No Juice can be better than the
fruit from which It is made, so be
sure to use strictly fresh, flrm-np-

red tomatoes, which are free from
all decay. Wash well and cut away
any green spots or weather cracks.
Weathercracks arc those splits that
form around the stem ends when
hot sunshine follows a hard rain.
Such tomatoes are unfit for canning
or Juice unless used immediately
after picking. Leave the tomatoes
whole and steam or bake them until
they are soft; then press through a
fine sieve, preferably a cone-shape-

one; reheat the Juice to simmering;
pour into sterilized Jars and process
30 minutes at slmmoring. The pulp
will separatefrom the Juice unless
a very fine sieve Is used or If too
much heat Is applied at any time.
Oh, so you boll the Juice In an open
kettle until It Is thick? Well, that's a
fine way to get rid of most of those
precious vitamins.

The best tatting Juice Is that made
by pressing whole home cannedto-

matoes through a sieve Just before
serving. Any seasoningsUked may
be added beforecanning but the
Juice will be better If seasonings,
except salt, are added when the
Juice Is openedfor serving, and even
the salt may b left out
