CAKE WITH ORDINARY
PANS

Make a perfectly
shapped valentine
with just two cake pans--a
square and a round one

But the mystery remains
to be solved: nobody

satisfactory explanation
has ever been offered.

In the United States, in
New England there used to
be a curious belief that
during Leap Year beans
