Once considered, but 
ruled out for a location are 
the Mojave Desert in Cali­
fornia, the Sonoran Desert 
in Arizona and the High­
lands of Arizona and New 
Mexico. All were eliminat­
ed because they are within 
200 miles of the coast, an 
international border, or 
another major strategic 
target.

The Northern High 
Plains of Colorado, Kansas 
and Nebraska were elimi­
nated because of the lack 
of suitable operational cor­
ridors in the areu for 
airborne command aircraft 
explained Mrs. Chayes.

Mrs. Chayes also ques­
tioned whether the gover­
nment would be willing to 
spend the $1 billion or so it 
would take to buy private 
land for the base in the 
Texas-New Mexico area, 
rather than using the 
government land of
Nevada and Utah.

So, the issue is still in 
limbo, as officials in Ne­
vada muster forces to pro­
test the possible location of 
the MX missile system in 
their state.

Quirino said the census 
is most important “ b e ­
cause the censuses and 
surveys conducted by the 
Bureau of  Census are the 
broadest and most fund­
amental source of  facts 
about the Nation. They 
form the foundation for 
nearly all other types of 
information on the status 
of  the population and its 
activities.

“ Census data are inde- 
spensable in identifying 
and responding to the 
Nation's human needs, in 
the performance of gov ­
ernment at the Federal, 
State and local levels, and 
in private enterprise,”  he 
continued. “ Without the 
census, proper planning 
and management would 
not be possible in such 
areas as economics, mili­
tary manpower potential, 
school requirements, em ­
ployment, national and 
international finance, 
Social Security, business 
cycles, highway use, and 
the needs for health ser­
vices, parks, water and 
energy.

AUSTIN—Texas House
Speaker Bill Clayton spent a 
day-and-a-half last week an­
swering questions to a fed­
eral grand jury in Houston 
about allegations he accepted 
a $5,000 bribe last Novem­
ber.

Clayton told reporters af­
terwards he answered all 
questions, did not take the 
Fifth Amendment and dis­
cussed several subjects dur­
ing the questioning. He is 
alleged to have taken the 
bribe in exchange for his 
help in obtaining a multi­
million dollar state insurance 
contract for an undercover 
FBI informant.

Clayton maintains he took 
the money to avoid embar­
rassing the donor, but he 
planned to give it back and 
never spent the money. His 
lawyers handed over the 
stack of $100 bills to federal 
prosecutors last week and re­
ceived a receipt listing the 
serial numbers of the bills.

Authorities say it may take 
several weeks for the grand 
jury to return an indictment 
or a “no bill” decision on the 
Speaker.

In the meantime, business 
in the House has slowed 
down until Clayton resolves 
his troubles. Many of the 
Speaker’s friends are predict­
ing that if he is indicted, he
will abandon plans to seek 
an unprecedented fourth 
term as speaker.

Recruiting Clayton Foe
The only announced can­

didate to unseat Clayton, 
Rep. John Bryant of Dallas, 
admitted last week he tried 
unsuccessfully to recruit an 
opponent to run against C'ay- 
ton for re-election to the 
House.

Bryant said he made an 
llth-hour trip to Hereford 
before the filing deadline to 
offer support to Sheriff 
Travis McPherson and four 
other men if they would run 
against Clayton.

Bryant told reporters Clay­
ton worked for four months 
to find him an opponent, and 
he was merely returning quid 
for quo.

He also flatly denied hav­
ing any advance knowledge 
of the Brilab probe which 
touched Clayton’s office, con­
trary to Rep. Buck Flor­
ence's allegation two weeks 
ago.

Scuttling the Primary
Texas Democrats were to 

meet last week to discuss 
cancelling the non-binding 
presidential primary they 
voted for last week.

Neither Carter nor Ken­
nedy Democrats seem to
want the primary, saying it 
would be pointless and a 
waste of campaign funds, 
said Ms. Billie Carr, leader 
of the party liberals.

She also theorized that if 
Kennedy dropped out of the 
race before May 3, (Texas 
primary date) liberals could 
vote uncommitted and beat 
the president.

The three-member State 
Depository Board has hiked 
the interest rate for state de­
posits 2'/4 points to an his­
toric high of 14 percent.

A State Treasury Depart­
ment official estimated the 
higher rate would earn Texas 
about $50 million a year 
more interest on time de­
posits of about $2 million.

Oil Well, Mexican Courts
The head of Pemex, the 

Mexican national oil com­
pany, said the half-billion 
dollars worth of lawsuits 
stemming from the runaway 
oil well blowout in the Gulf 
of Mexico don’t mean a thing 
—unless they are heard in 
Mexican courts.

He said the flow of oil has 
been halted and is no longer 
a threat to the Texas coast, 
but that Pemex will not con­
sider paying for damages al­
ready caused by the oil spill 
unless legal action is taken 
through his country's courts.

The state of Texas, the 
federal government and oth­
er groups have filed lawsuits 
seeking damage payments 
totalling $500 million.

No such lawsuits have 
been filed yet in the Mexi­
can courts.

AG Briefs
When the Legislature low­

ered the ad valorem property
tax to almost nothing last 
year, some people speculated 
it would cost county tax of­
fices more than $1 million 
to bring in $200 statewide, if 
they were forced to collect it.

But Attorney General 
Mark White found a loop­
hole last week that keep the 
county tax officers off the 
hook.

In a legal opinion, White 
ruled tax collectors can use 
a section of the law which 
says taxes don’t have to be 
collected on property unless 
$5 or more is due.

The ad valorem tax was 
more than $10 million until 
the Legislature practically 
phased it out last session.

The State Property Tax 
Board is expected to adopt 
the rule at an April 30 meet­
ing.

Have you ever seen an 
advertisement like this which 
implies there is a quick and 
easy solution to consumer 
credit problems? This 
advertisement appeared in 
newspapers in Dallas, San 
Antonio and Houston this year 
until it was stopped by the 
Consumer Protection and 
Antitrust Division.

When consumers answered 
the advertisement the seller 
sent them a letter introducing 
a booklet called "THE 
CREDIT GAME" which he 
was selling. The introductory 
letter claimed that "the 
information contained in this 
publication offers various 
ways of establishing a AAA-1 
Credit Rating in as little as 45 
days, & Get any Credit Card 
you want, and it works no 
matter what shape your credit 
is in now.”

On reviewing "THE 
CREDIT GAME” the Division 
discovered that the material 
described how to change bad 
credit to “AAA-1 credit” 
through a step-by-step process 
of engaging in unlawful 
conduct. For example, page 2 
of “THE CREDIT GAME” , 
detailed a plan “for creating a 
$50,000 bank account balance 
and produce the illuxion that 
you have money in the bank.” 
The complex plan described 
what is commonly known as a 
“check kiting scheme" and is 
accomplished by floating 
worthless checks between 
several checking accounts. 
Check-kiting is unlawful "both 
under federal and state law.

“HOW TO PASS CREDIT 
INVESTIGATIONS” the 
booklet makes the following

will have to change your name, 
such as dropping or adding an
initial to or from your name, 
alter your social security 
number, use a different 
address or former addresses, 
telephone numbers, and your 
birth date. Anything that was 
listed when your credit went 
sour must not be used on any of 
your new credit applica­
tions. . . What the booklet 
fails to state is that anyone who 
follows this advice on a credit 
application is also in jeopardy 
of violating both criminal and 
civil laws.

Consumers with credit 
problems cannot expect to 
remedy their situation 
overnight. There are, 
however, several places 
consumers can go to get 
legitimate counseling on how 
to improve their credit rating.

For example, in several

Texas communities the 
business community and other 
concerned citizens have 
formed non-profit consumer 
credit counseling services 
which are offered free of 
charge.

Consumers with credit pro­
blems can also contact local 
credit bureaus with questions 
on how to improve credit 
standing. Finally, consumers
