Pear Macaroon Salad—\ 4 sh a
package of Philadelphia Cream
Cheese, moisten with Mayonnaise
Dressing. Spread half of a canned
pear with this mixture and cover
with the other half. Dip whole pear
thus formed in ground macaroon
crumbs. (To p crumbs, crush
stale macaroons fine with a rolling
pin) Serve in a nest of crisp let-
tuce, Garnish with a spoonful of
Mayonnaise Dressing and a Maras-
chino Cherry.

Texas is now fairly well cover-
ed with rural mail routes, there
now being 2,194 routes in the State
serving 1,200,000 persons, The cost
of this service is $15.256 a year for
each family, which is small when
it is considered that Texas is yet
so poorly covered with good roads,

There is nothing that has contri-
buted more to rural life than the
improved mail service unless it be
the improved roads that have made
the mail possible,

The annual salary of Texas rural
carriers averages $1,927, exclusive
of the allowance for equipment
maintenance, or about $160 a month
which is enough to secure good
service “with a smile,”

When it is considered that most
of the State highways in Texas are
comparatively new, their mainten-
ance appears to be rather expensive
The highway department appro-
priates $8.403,930 for the mainten-
ance of 18,000 miles of road, or
nearly $500 a mile a year, How-
ever, this amount takes care of
contingencies, such as flood dama-
ges to roads and bridges.

An argument advanced by the
proponents of a State bond issue
of considerable size is that the
sooner permanent State highways
are built just that much sooner will
mamtenance costs decrease,
