It would be a used 
ear; but a $500 00 used car of 
1967 Is a better automobile than 
a $1000 00 new car of 1930

erator or stove costs less In 
1967 than It did In 1930 The 
same Is true of practically every 
kind of home appliance.

Advertising Is often blamed 
for Inflation. Yet. advertising 
has merely made the luxury 
aeem routine and raised the ex­
pectation of the working man 
to the level of the very wealthy 
of a pa.st age-

; “ In the beginning was the 
Word, and the Word was with 
U«d, and the Word was Uod." 
(Aihn 1:1).
Why does John apply the 

term to Jesus? There are sev­
eral ways that the word "word " 
may be translated but It Is ob­
vious that John does not use 
It In a common sense.

The possible sense engagea by 
John is “ that by which the In­
ward thought Is expressed.”  Gr 
the "Power behind thought,” 
the expression o f the Qne that 
no one has ever seen.

It was understood from Jew­
ish Literature that the concept 
of "Word” also meant the In­
dependent, personified Word’ 
of God. It Is the teaching In 
John that this divine 'Word' 
took on human form. The Word 
Is used by John as a name of 
Christ, the ‘Word’ of God, the 
expression or manifestation of 
His thought to man. It denotes 
the personal wisdom and power 
In unison with God — Jesus as 
the Revealer of God because He 
Is the ’Word’ of God. Not only 
does Jesus never claim the title 
‘Word’ (or Himself, John never 
applies It to Him In the evan­
gelical narrative, yet this Is the 
theme throughout his gospel. 
John uses the W ord ’ as a per­
sonal Divine agent who co­
operated In the work of crea­
tion.

Paul does not use the term 
W’ord’ but his reference to the 

work of Christ Is the .same; 
"W’ho Is the Image of the In­
visible God. the first-born of 
every creature: (or by him were 
all things made . . .’’ (Colos- 
slons l;15-16a>. Not only does 
this passage reflect His power

.'ll the Word' In creation but 
also reveals the fact that He 
Is the Image or reflection of His 
Father. Jesus once was asked 
the question. “ Is it lawful to 
pay tribute to Caesar?" (Mat­
thew 22:17). In the course of 
the conversation He asked 
whose Image and Inscription Is 
on the coin. Now the people well 
understood that the coin and 
Caesar were not the same but 
only that the coin contained 
the Image of Caesar. Consider­
ing Jesus as the ’Word’, He was 
not to be the same personality. 
Paul referred to the men In 
Corinth as being the Image of 
God but they were not God. 
(I  Corinthians 11:7).

John calls the person who 
became Incarnate by a name 
peculiar to himself In the New 
Testament, the "Word." In three 
sentences he declares at the 
outset His eternal subsistence. 
His eternal intercommunion 
with God, and His eternal Iden­
tity with God. In some sense 
distinguishable from God, He 
was in an equally true sense 
Identical with God as the Son 
of God. John uses "Word" as a 
personal name of Christ. In 
Revelation 19:13, no doubt the 
■same Being is referred to when 
described as the Gne who Is 
soon with His "vesture dipped 
Is blood: and his name is
called The Word of God."

He who has been known to 
us as the "Word" was In the 
beginning The "Word was with 
God,” before He revealed God 
The "Word " Is viewed as a Per­
sonal Being and as the Revela­
tion John speaks of the "Word" 
becoming flesh, the basic Chrls-

Section 1. That the Conatitu-

Section 1. That S»»ction 9, 

Article V III, ('onstitution of 
the State of Texas, be amend* 
ed to read as follows:

“ Section 9. The State tax on 
projierty, exclusive o f the lax 
necessary to pay the public 
debt, ami o f the taxes provided 
for the I>cnefit o f the public 
free schools, shall never excee<l 
Thirty-five Cents (35^) on the 
One Hundre<l Dollars (1100) 
valuation: and no county, city 
or tow'n shall levy a tax rate 
in excess o f Kighty O n ts  (80^) 
on the One Hundred Dollars 
($100) valuation in any one 
(1 ) year for general fund, 
permanent improvement fund, 
road an<l bridge fund and jur>' 
fund purp<»ses; provided fur* 
ther that at the time the Com* 
missioners Court meets to levy 
the annual tax rate for each 
county it shall levy whatever 
tax rate may be nee«Ie<i for the 
h)ur (4 ) constitutional pur- 
|H)ses; namely, general fund, 
permanent improvement fund, 
roatl and bridge fund and jury 
fumi so long as the Court d ^ s  
not impair any outstanding 
iMinds or other obligations and 
so long as the total o f the fore­
going tax levies does not ex­
ceed Kighty O n ts  (SOi*) on the 
One Hundred Dollars ($100) 
valuation in any one (1 ) vear. 
Once the Court has levied the 
annual tax rate, the same shall 
remain in force and effect •lur­
ing that taxable year; and the 
I/egislature may also author-

\u* an additional annual ad va­
lorem tax to he levied and col­
lected for the further mainte­
nance o f the public roads; pro­
vided, that a majority of the 
qualifiotl property taxpaying 
voters of the county voting at 
an election to be held for that 
pur)>oBe shall vote such tax, 
not to exceed Fifteen O n ts  
(15<) on the One Hundred Dol­
lars ($1(H0 valuation of the 
pro|>erty subject to taxation in 
such county. Any county may 
put all tax money collected by 
the county into one general 
fund, without reganl to the 
purpose or source o f each tax. 
And the Legislature may paaa 
local laws for the maintenMce 
of the public roads and high­
ways, without the local notice 
required for special or local 
jaws.
