The city has received
more complaints recently
after asking its attorney,
Harvey Morton, to write
High Plains Cablevision of
Idalou and call attention to
the poor service reported
here.

Stanley Whitefield, man-
ager of the cablevision
system replied to the city’s
letter Dec. 17 in which
Whitefield said ‘‘the service
in Post has improved a
great deal over the past few
months as opposed to what
it was previously.”

Whitefield said ‘““‘we have
cut our cost down from
about 40 calls a day to about
12. There 1is a service
technician living in Post
now.”

“We plan to rebuild the
Post system completely in
the very near future,”
Whitefield wrote.

Whitefield explained how
his firm tried to correct all
problems as soon as
reported and closed his
letter by saying, “If you can
bear with us a little longer,
all efforts will be made to
make Post a quality cable
service.”

The city council wants to
determine by its gquestionn-
aire how widespread cable
service complaints are. It
asks cable users te fill out
the questionnaire and re-
turn it so the size of the
problem can be determined.

The council controls the
franchise through which the
cable company operates
here and also must approve
any price increases granted
to the cable company.

Mayor Giles McCrary
pointed out in the discussion
that ‘*Post isn’t the only
town having trouble with
the cable company.”

While the firm does have
a technician here he has no
local telephone and com-
plaint calls have to be made

may be solved

A recommendation to
maintain a sheriff depart-
ment fleet of four good
vehicles at all times was
unanimously accepted by
the Post City Council and
the Garza County Commis-
sioners Court in a joint
meeting Monday night in
the Post Public Library.

This was one of eight
recommendations presented
to the joint session by the
reorganized law enforce-
ment committee through its
chairman, Jack Alexander.

The committee is com-
posed of Alexander and Jim
Wells of the council, County
Commissioners Ted Aten
and Herb Walls and Sheriff
Jim Pippin.

The recommendation to
solve the sheriff depart-
ment’s long standing ‘“‘car
problem’ called for ‘“‘a
planned method of car
purchasing for the sheriff’s
department and that at
least one new vehicle be
purchased each year to
maintain a fleet of four
good vehicles at all times.
Recommend that these pur-
chases be coordinated by
the law enforcement com-
mittee and the sheriff.”

Other major recommen-
dations from the committee
called for monthly reports
by both city and county by
the sheriff’s department,
kKeeping maintenance re-
cords on sheriff’s cars, and
that the committee and the
sheriff working together
prepare a budget each year
to be submitted to both city
and county.

The committee also said
it will “work to keep the
lines of communication
open at all times between
the two governing bodies at
the sheriff’s department.”

Two other recommenda-
tions were that:

Bands aren’t easy to get into a parade
lineup. The Rose Bowl parade is something
different. It’s an award for great
performance. It's a great trip for the kids
and a real boost to community pride.

Just to attract bands in this area 1is a
tough assignment. For starters, the parade
has to be held when bands are active. The
fall is the best time because they are geared
up for football halftime shows.

Then there has to be a solid attraction
for a neighboring band to act neighborly and
show up. A lot of kids — and parents — are
involved. That means an entertainment plus
feed or money as an inducement.

The second parade ingredient are floats.
They cost a lot of money to build and take a
lot of hard work as well. Post hasn’t been
too successful in attracting floats to its
rodeo parade even though cash prizes are
pretty good for the winning organizations.

Getting a suitable list of float entries is
going to take a lot of advance work and
thought.

To the bands and floats can be added
any number of other parade ingredients
which will attract spectator interest.

Our reason for bringing up a 75th
anniversary parade this early is to
emphasize the main point. If we’re going to
have a 75th anniversary parade it must be a
good one. To organize it will take a lot of
work and a considerable budget of money.

If we're not willing to go that far, with
funding and advance preparations, let's not
have a parade. It wouldn't be fitting.

There aren't many good parades
anymore. The Rose Bowl parade is
undoubtedly the best one in the country and
that requires year-round work and huge
amounts of money.

So if we can’t agree right off to have a
good anniversary parade let’s scratch it —
and concentrate upon something else.

At this place in time, we are just
assuming Post will have a 75th anniversary
celebration. There hasn't been much
movement by anybody that we've seen to
really get after it yet. e J

Due to the increases in
home heating costs, kero-
sene and other small
portable heaters are provid-
ing spot heating.

Along with the use of
portable heaters comes
safety hints. Some of the
hazards associated with
kerosene heaters are:

1. The lowering of avail-
able oxygen and a possible
increase in carbon mono-
xide.

2. The threat of burns
from direct contact with the
unit.

3. An increase in the risk
of fires.

These hazards will vary
according to the heater
design and the use of good

judgement regarding its
operation.

Use keresone heaters only
during waking hours and
always have a window open
about one inch or keep a
door ajar during operation.

Other fuels includ-
ing regular yellow kereo-
sene should not be used as
these fuels will smoke and
interfere with operations.

A further caution that
heaters should always be
placed away from curtains
and other combustibles and
the use of smoke detectors
in areas where heaters are
used is recommended.

LUBBOCK — The 1981
High Plains cotton harvest
would down as the New
Year approached. An esti-
mated 98 percent of the
crop is off the stalk,
according to Mack Bennett,
Area Director for USDA’s
Marketing Services Office
at Lubbock.

Modules of field stored
seed cotton remain in all
High Plains counties wait-
ing to be ginned.
