Garza Memorial Hospital Celebrates Anniversary

Garza Memorial Hospital is observing its
30th anniversary this past week and will be
highlighted with a reception held today
(Sunday) in the Post Community Center from
2:30 until 4 p.m.

The hospital, a $400,000 structure,
dedicated to the health of the county by its
residents, opened on a limited basis August 4,
1952.

Garza Memorial was the talk of the area
and was said to have the finest equipment to
be found in the nation’s very best hospitals,
with equipment valued at $38,000.

Employees reported to work in the new
facility August 1, 1952 under the guidance of
hospital administrator, Jack Rex.

For the first few days of operation, the
hospital was only handling obstetrical and
medical cases with surgery scheduled for the
following week.

Active staff for the opening included three
Post doctors, including Harry Tubbs, chief of
staff; A. C. Surman, and D. C. Williams.
Visiting staff members were Doctors Glenn
Payne, Walter Patton, S. H. Jaynes, Thomas
Talbert and M. T. McSween all of Slaton.

Mrs. Laverne Gibbons was business
manager of the hospital, Jewell Parsons
served as receptionist, Helen Ryle, surgical
nurse, Mary Standifer wad director of nurses
with nine nurses employed at the time,
including two Post girls, Pauline Mathis and
Dorothy Perdue and Miriam Hughes was in
charge of the kitchen.

Members of the hospital board included

Lowell Short, president; Dowe H. Mayfield, L.
G. Thuett, Sr Bandy Cash Russell Wllks Jr :
and L. R. Mason,

Mrs. H. T. Morrow had the distinction of
being the first patient to be admitted to the
hospital with Bertha Varela, daughter of Mr.
and Mrs. Pedro Varela, the first baby born in
the new facility. Bertha is now employed by
Garza Memorial as an LVN.

Several hund-ed persons were on hand
October 2, 1952 to attend open house
ceremonies with the John Miller Post 6797
VFW in charge of dedication ceremonies and
James Minor master of ceremonies.

County commissioners at the time
included Ernest Henderson, L.E. Gossett,
Ozell Williams and Sid Cross with county
judge H. M. Snowden.

The hospital spent many years of service
to the community and surrounding areas,
before financial troubles began to present
problems, and the hospital was closed for a
few months in 1967. In June of 1967, the Senate
approved the Hospital District, and then
voters in the county voted on the issue and
passed the bill in April of 1969. The effective
date was April 28, 1969.

Under the present administration, includ-
ing administrator Maritta Reed, and the
board of directors, Jack Alexander, president,
Danny Shaw, David Tyler, David Nichols and
Ignacio Varela, many new services have been
added.

The hospital now offers general hospital
care, outpatient laboratory and X-ray

flowering plant. Let’s
take a look at several
of the more popular
Christmas flowers and
how you’ll want to
care for them to
prolong their beauty.

Poinsettias outrank
all other Christmas
plants combined in
popularity. They are
well adapted to indoor
temperatures so long
as they’re out of hot
or cold drafts. Put
them near a bright
window and aim at
keeping the soil even-
ly moist, not wet or
dry.

Poinsettias used to
be pretty sensitive to
changes from a green-
house environment to
that of a home, with
leaf and flower drop
being a common prob-
lem. But now, with
newer varieties, you
can just about plan on
poinsettias on Valen-
tine’s Day if you care
to keep them around
that long.

You can cut the
plant back after flow-
ering and set it
outside for the sum-
mer, but you’ll have a
real chore bringing it
into flower again next
Christmas. That’s
simply a job better
left to the profession-
als.

Kalanchoes should
be kept in a sunny
window. This plant
flowers when the days
are short, consequent-
ly they are difficult to
reflower in the home

~ if carried over from

another year. Lights
used in the home
provide long days and
the plants fail to set
flower buds. They do
make excellent foilage
plants once the flow-
ers asre faded, how-
ever. Just remove the
flower stalk and use
as a foliage plant.

1983 COTTON BASE

Farms that participated
in the 1982 cotton program
or certified to ‘‘zero’ cotton
planted will have the same
base in 1983 as it did in 1982.

multiple loss. ‘‘Surviv-
ing Pregnancy Loss”
offers a guide to
psychological and
physical consequences
of pregnancy loss,
first-hand accounts by
women who have suf-
fered those painful
losses, and explores
options for the future.
Pardon the pun, and
the change of pace.
But ‘‘Fruits of our
Labor’’ by Kathy
Kahn, contains a col-
lection of workers’ life
stories both in the
United States and the
Soviet Union., In 27-in-
depth interviews, she
discovers different
and shares job atti-
tudes of Soviet and
American working
people. In her book
she ‘‘points up the
fundamental values of
ordinary people who
share the same will to
find meaning in their
work, the same hopes
and fears for their
future and their chil-
dren’s futures.”
‘““‘Handbook of Eve-
ryday Law’’ covers
the apsects of law that
touch on consumer

protection, taxes,
marriage and divorce,
contracts, wills, real
estate, Social Secur-
ity, insurance, and a
hundred other critical
areas of life.

themselves.

Imagine. For $17.95,
you can purchase the
‘“Medicare Answer
Book.”” and hopefully
learn about Medicare
benefits, winning ar-
guments with Medi-
care, how to save
$10,000 in medical
bills, how to increase
your benefits, how to
file claims, and how to
understand recent
changes int he Medi-
care law. On second
thought, save your
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$17.95, and look in the
‘“‘Medicare Answer
Book’’ at the library.
It . may be the best
$17.95 you don’t spend.

James A. Fisher has
written a basic, con-
temporary guide for
reading, enjoying, and
understanding the
Bible. He calls it
‘““‘How to Read the
Bible.”” I expected
him to say, ‘“Step One.
Pick it up. Open it.
Begin to read.” But
that isn’t what he
says. Read it for
yourself.

I suspect that Os-
wald C. J. Hoffmann’s
new book, ‘““The
Lord’s Prayer’’ may
well be one of the
Spiritual classics of
our time, It is a book
filled with wisdom,
witty anecdotes, and
lively illustrations.
