Site of the 1983 
South Central Texas 
Mare-Foal 	Clinic 
Aug. 5 will be Stal-
lions Unlimited, lo-
cated about seven 
miles north of Bren-
ham on Texas High-
way 36.

The move is de-
signed to facilitate 
the ongoing program 
of continuing disabil-
ity investigations by 
encouraging persons 
to present their en-
tire case at the first 
level of appeal. It 
affords a greater op-
portunity to deter-
mine the extent of 
the 	beneficiary's 
condition. Under pr-
ior law, the person 
was not generally 
seen until the next 
level, a formal hear-
ing before an ad-
ministrative law jud-
ge. 

When a beneficiary 
appealed a decision, 
he or she was given 
a reconsideration by 
a person other than 
the one who made 
the original decision. 

The reconsideration 
consisted primarily 

FED CATTLE 
OUTLOOK 

Marketing of fed 
cattle was up 12 
percent from last 
year in May, but 
reduced placements 
of cattle on feed 
indicate that beef 
supplies may be ti-
ght later in the year, 
says an economist in 
livestock marketing 
with the Texas Agri- 
cultural 	Extension 
Service, Texas A&M 
University System.

The continuing dis-
ability investigations 
which have always 
been a part of the 
disability 	program 
have been increased 
in the last few years 
by 	Congressional 
mandate. A 1980 law 
requires Social Se-
curity to review 
most disability cases 
at least once every 3 
years to determine if 
the person is still 
disabled under the 
law. 

The change in the 
law was based on 
findings by Social 
Security and the 
General Accounting 
Office (GAO) that 
many people receiv-
ing Social Security 
disability 	benefits 
were no longer dis-
abled. Improvements 
in medical techno-
logy and general im-
provements in health 
care were credited 
with much of the 
imporvement. 

The Congress made 
note of the import-
ance of promoting 
disability beneficiar-
ies' understanding of 
the new role of the 
recondsideration of 
the disability decis-
ion. 

In the past, many 
decisions were rever-
sed at the hearing 
level because bene-
ficiaries tended to 
produce more cred-
ible evidence and 
appeared in person, 
giving the hearing 
officer 	additional 
data on which to 
base a decision that 
may not have been 
available to the re-
consideration review-
er. 

Under the new 
procedure, the bene-
ficiary is encouraged 
to submit all addit-
ional evidence at the 
reconsideration level. 

In addition to un-
derstanding the im-
portance of submit-
ing all additional e-
vidence at the recon- 
sideration, 	benefici- 
aries should also be 
aware of their right 
to representation by 
counsel or any other 
person they request. 
Under prior law, 
many people did not 
hire counsel until 
they reached the,  
hearing stage. 

The 	face-to-face 
reconsiderations will 
be phased in during 
the 3-month period 
before January 1984.
