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Farmers Need to 
Study PIK Plan 

Many farmers in the 
South Plains area are 
apparently confused 
as to how the 1983 
Payment-in-Kind 
(PIK) program relat-
es to Social Security. 

Under the PIK pro-
gram, a farmer a-
grees to set aside part 
or all of his land 
previously used to 
produce a crop in 
exchange for receiv-
ing surplus Federal 
commodities of the 
same crop at the 
usual harvest time. 
Commodities involved 
are wheat, corn, 
grain, sorghum, rice 
and upland cotton. 

In general, pay-
ments under the PIK 
program are treated 
the same as other 
Federal agricultural 
programs payments. 
They are included in 
the farmer's gross 
income. Since the PIK 
payments are in the 
form of certificates of 
ownership, they are 
not includable in gross 
income for 1983 until 
they are converted to 
cash for purposes of 
Federal Income tax 

and the Social Secur-
ity self-employment 
tax. 

How the PIK pay-
ments affect receipt of 
Social Security bene-
fits depends on when 
the farmer became 
entitled to those bene-
fits. 

If the farmer start-
ed getting Social Se-
curity benefits before 
1983, PIK income can 
be excluded from 
gross income for pur-
poses of the annual 
earnings test because 
it is income not 
attributable to signifi-
cant services per-
formed after the year 
in which benefits be-
gan. In this case, PIK 
income would have no 
effect on the receipt of 
Social Security bene-
fits. 

However, if the 
farmer starts getting 
Social Security bene-
fits in 1983, PIK 
income is included in 
the farmers net earn-
ings for purposes of 
the annual earnings 
test. But in this first

In response to the 
article appearing in 
the Sunday Dispatch 
on June 26, 1983 
regarding the termi-
nation of reserve de-
puties, I, Mike Har-
per, feel that the full 
truth should be dis-
closed to the public. 

Contrary to the 
statement regarding 
the arrest of a 17 year 
old youth, he was not 
placed in jail. Fur-
ther, there had been  

previous complaints 
on the night of the 
arrest of the danger-
ous operation the ve-
hicle driven by this 
youth. He was initially 
stopped for running a 
red light. Pursuant to 
standard law enforce-
ment procedure a 
check was made for 
his driver's license. 
The decision to arrest 
the youth was founded 
in sound law enforce-
ment procedures be- 

cause the youth had 
violated two state 
statutes and his at-
titude made me be-
lieve there was a 
potential danger to the 
youth and other citi-
zens in the commun-
ity. 

The statement re-
garding county policy 
for reserve deputies is 
no where written 
down nor provided to 
the reserve deputies 
to my knowledge.  

Every act that I did 
while a reserve de-
puty was done with 
the belief that it was 
correct because I had 
never been informed 
otherwise, nor had I 
known of other re-
serve deputies doing 
the same being re-
primanded or dis-
missed. Further, The 
Sheriff verbally au-
thorized me to drive 
said vehicle and no 
written information is  

available to reserve 
deputies to indicate 
we do not have the 
authority to drive 
these county cars. 

I submit that I was 
wrongfully fired over 
the incident in quest-
ion and said unjust-
ness and unfairness 
has now been com-
pounded by the sher-
iff's decision to fire all 
reserve deputies. The 
sheriff has made it 
appear that all re- 

serve deputies have 
been fired just be-
cause I exercised my 
option to protect my 
civil rights. 

I reiterate that the 
county commissioners 
and the County Judge 
have treated me fair-
ly; however, it is my 
firm belief that the 
sheriff has violated 
my civil rights and I 
want the public so 
informed and be a-
ware that no litigation

Under the terms of the settlement, South-
western Bell has identified 15 areas in the state within 
which it may provide service, and the federal court with 
jurisdiction of the settlement has tentatively approved 
these areas, called LATAs (Local Access and Transport 
Area). On or about January 1, 1984, Southwestern Bell 
can not provide service between these LATAs, and in 
addition, must transfer to AT&T customer premises 
equipment that it leases to customers. 

Southwestern Bell has filed a proposed revised rate 
schedule with the PUC reflecting these changes. These 
rates would become effective August 1. 1983, if they are 
not suspended by the PUC; however, it is expected that 
they will be suspended and that the rates ultimately set 
by the PUC will become effective on or about January 1, 
1984. If the rates were to become effective as filed, they 
would produce a 48.2°o increase in Southwestern Bell's 
unadjusted test year revenues (or a 76.36°o increase in 
Southwestern Bell's test year revenues adjusted to 
reflect the effect of Southwestern Bell's divestiture from 
AT&T).
