upon admission to the hospital.
However, Hospitalization Insur-
ance may be used In lieu of
the deposit, effective December
1st.

New visiting hours have been
set by the hospital. The new
hours are from 2 p. m. to 4 p. m.
and 7 p.m. 0 8 p. m. There will
be no' visiting hours in the

The Hospital Board asks that
the residents of Callahan Coun-
ty please cooperate In this mat-
ter. These hours will enable the
medical and nursing statf to
carry out their duties and assure
needed rest periods for the pa-
tients. No children under 12
years of age will be allowed to
visit the patlents,

A new pre-payment plan is
avallable for all obstetric pa-
tients. The expectant parents
can come by the hospital and
make arrangements to pay a
sum each week or each month
before the blessed event. After
the baby is born and the pa-
tients are ready to leave the hos-
pital, a large amount of the bill
will have been pald. This will
enable the parents to leave the
hospital without having to wor-
ry about a large blll. This plan
has proved most satisfactory in
many hospitals, and should
prove most satisfactory in Cal-
lahan County Hospital.
