Proposition 5

County Commissioners
Exercise Local Option

In a regular session Monday,
November 27, Garza County
Commissioners voted to exercise
the local option clause in Proposi-
tion 5, one of the constitutional
amendments approved by voters®
statewide in the November 7 elec-
tion.

Proposition S5, on the November
.7 ballot, was a constitutional
amendment "promoting economic
growth, job creation and fair tax
treatment for Texans who export
goods to other states and nations by

#i restoring and allowing, on a local

option basis, an ad valorem tax ex-
emption for certain personal prop-
erty that is in Texas only temporar-
ily for the purpose of assembling,
storing, manufacturing, processing
or fabricating."

In exercising the local option,
the commissioners issued the fol-
lowing resolution:

"WHEREAS, the voters of
- Texas, approved proposition 35
(Senate Joint Resolution 11) which
grants an exemption from taxes on
goods, wares, merchandise and ores
acquired in or imported into the
state for the purpose of assembling,
~ storing, or manufacturing and
shipped out of state within 175 day;
WHEREAS, this amendment
could cause a significant loss in ad
valorem tax revenue for Garza
County;
NOW THEREFORE, we the
Garza County Commissioners

Court do hereby resolve to continue
to tax the propertics affected by the
freeport exemption."

The commissioners also voted
to advertise notice of a public
hearing on Monday, December 11,
1989 at 9 a.m. in the Commission-
ers’ Courtroom concerning the
county’s intent to continue to levy
and collect ad valorem taxes on
personal property not held for the
production of income. This includes
such non-agricultural vehicles such
as airplanes, boats and recreational
vehicles.

In other business conducted the
court:

- Approved an administrative
leave of absence for Kay Lamb;

- Accepted bids, originally filed
on March 27, for two used vehicles
in the sheriff's department: a 1987
Chevrolet Caprice, $300, Jimmy
Mathies; and a 1985 Chevrolet Im-
pala, $500, Amold Fry.

- Approved the request of Dee
Justice that volunteers from the
county precincts begin work on the
courthouse driveway.

- Approved the suggestion of
County Judge E.A. Howard to
change the wording of Mitchell
County’s sewer ordinance and
adopt that ordinance for Garza
County’s use, subject to the ap-
proval of the commissioners.

The weighted average price paid
to farmers for U.S. upland cotton
continues to rise, reaching 63.8
cents per pound in September, up
2.7 cents from the 61.1 cents
recorded in August and the biggest
month-to-month increase of the
year.
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.
monitors average prices and mar-
keting volume each month as a
means (o project the approximate
per-pound deficiency payment for
the year. The 1989 payment rate
will equal the difference between
this year’s 73.4-cent target price
and the weighted average price paid
to farmers for the January-Decem-
ber calendar year.

The 63.8-cent September price
brought the year’s average through
September to 56.7 cents, up from
56.1 cents through August. The
56.2-cent average reported last
month through August was based
on preliminary prices and market-
ings for January through July. Re-
vised number for those months are
released each year in October to re-
flect data received after the release
of monthly reports and to include
follow-up payments to producer
members of marketing coopera-
tives.

Under that scenario, a weighted
average price of 64 cents for the
last three months would yield a
year-long average of 60.3 cents and
a total per-pound deficiency pay-
ment of 13.1 cents. At 65 cents the
average price would be 60.8 cents
and the deficiency payment 12.6
cents. Each penny of price increase
above that level in the final three-
month period would bring the defi-
ciency payment rate down another
half a cent
