Appeals Often Test the W it 
of Legislator.

Washington. — Your congressman’s 
mall, which attains considerable vol­
ume during the season, la an odd as­
sortment of letters, containing every- 
tiilng, from facts to fiction, from truth 
to trouble, from nuggets of suggestion 
to “nut" requests. If the legislator has 
a sense of humor he may come to enjoy 
the latter; the ditllculty lies In know­
ing whether the writer really meant to 
he funny. Here is a letter that cuiue 
to a certain legislator:

“ I urge that a commission l>e appoint­
ed to s<> to Germany and lay tlo* mat­
ter before the authorities there, point­
ing out that the surrender of lleig- 
doll ity the Germans would aid very 
materially la smoothing out the feel­
ing engendered by the late war. Upon 
Germany’s surrender of Bergdoti to the 
United Slates, I would liuve him shown 
nt theaters In different parts of the 
country and the proceeds taken In at 
the door applied to the care and main 
tenance of some invalid overs**ns vet­
eran. If such proceeding* are con­
trary to Huy laws or treaties now ex­
isting, would suggest that such treaty 
action he taken as w ill make this pos 
S lid e ."

Wants Malt and Ftmatt Fish.

This letter happens to mention the 
slacker Hcrgdoll, although it might 
refer to nn> topic under the sun. Oue 
congressman tells of “an old fellow 
who wrote asking for a male and fe­
male fish, ao that he could go into 
the business of raising fish, and he 
also wanted a law compelling people 
to cut lish at least once each week.” 
.Many a legislator is asked for a lock 
of the President's Imlr to he rallied 
at som e entertainment for charity.

“The funniest I’ve ever had.” said 
this congressman "Is front an ardent 
peace advocate, who wanted us to ob­
tain from the barber of the secretary 
of state some hair trimmings. In 
this Instance the secretary of state was 
Hughes, and the trimmings watded 
were whiskers."

"I keep in a separate file the letters 
making odd requests," said another 
congressman. “Among them Is one 
from s man In my state, although 
not n resident of my district. Inform 
ing me that he wanted to come to 
Washington In order that he might 
setlle a dispute. He was a stakeholder 
for two of Ills friends and wanted to 
know If It were possible for me to 
obtain Idm n railway pass. Inasmuch 
us I had been discussing railroad leg 
Islation. lie naively slated that he 
had no other reason for coining to 
Washington, that he was not particu­
larly Interested In what congress was 
doing, but he did want to settle the 
hot between his friends fairly and with­
out prejudice. The subject of the 
wager was whether one of the paint­
ings In the rotunda showed an Indian 
with five or six toes on one of his 
feet! At first I thought that It was 
a Josh letter, hut found out later that 
the man was regarded as a sort of n 
Solomon In all disputes In the section 
In Which he lived, and that he had writ­
ten In good faith.

Answers Them All.

One legislator, Instead of paying no 
attention to peculiar requests, takes 
pains to answer every one. “I make 
It a point to answer them because 
they might not seem as absurd to the 
"rlfrr 1,51 they do to me." lie ex­
plained.

A congressman l^ n delivered
lectures on pntent law 'hat “not
a week goes by without request* from 
Inventors. The latest one asked If It Is 
possible to pnfent n device that will 
prevent the Juice from n grapefruit 
from squirting on one’s shirt front. 
Since radio has become such a fad 1 
have received more than n hundred 
litters asking If I could have the Navy 
department furnish sets free of charge.

“We don’t get as many letters as 
we used to from persons who claim to 
have solved the problem of perpetual 
motion, hut we have dozens of requests 
for recipes for home brew.

"About a year ago we received a 
most pooullnr composition. We put- 
zled over It, then sent It to n decod­
ing expert. Fie found It contained a 
request for flower seeds and for the 
Congressional Record. After we hail 
compiled with his request the writer 
explained thnt he Itad written In code 
‘to sec If Ids congressman was men­
tally keen enough to decode If.' J\'ow 
he declares that Ills congressman is tlie 
brightest man In the country.

"Another letter suggested thnt the 
money owed to the United States by 
the allies he used to construct a bridge 
across the Atlantic ocean."
