Joints in soil and drain uipe shall 
be of lead and oakum, both well 
caulked in, the lead joint being made 
at the one pouring and shall be at 
least l k* inches deep.

Section 19. The arrangement of 
soil and waste pipes must be as di­
rect as possible. The drain, soil and 
waste pipes and traps must, if prac­
ticable, be exposed to view for ready 
inspection at all times.
The main drain or soil pipe receiving 

the discharge from one water closet 
or from two or more fixtures shall 
be four inches in diameter and ex­
tend, undiminshed in sixe, to a point 
two feet above the roof.

All horizontal piping shall run in 
perfect alingnment and at grade of 
one-half an inch per foot if possible, 
but in no case at less than one-quar­
ter of an inch. They shall be strong­
ly supported in iron hangers or upon 
piers, postes or wall ledges, placed 
not more than ten feet apart.

Vertical piping shall be adequately 
anchored to the walls or partition with 
suitable pipe hooks or wall rests.

There shall he at least one four- 
inch cleanout provided in the main 
drain just inside of the wall or at the 
base of the soil or waste stack.

All changes in direction, either hori- 
xontal or vertical, shall be made with 
the appropriate use of forty-five de­
gree Y ’s, half Y ’s, sanitary Tees, 
long sweep quarters, sixth, eighth 
and sixteenth bends.

Short TY  branches will be 
mitted on vertical lines only. Tees 
and short auarter bends may be used 
on exposed waste pipe and in the 
vent and back vent system or for 
cleanout openings and fixture con 
nections.

Section 20 The placing of a 
house trap in the main drain or out­
let from the house shall be optional 
but where provided, it shall be inside 
the foundation walls, or in an ac­
cessible location just without, pro­
vided with handhole for cleaning out 
purposed, a properly constructed 
fresh air inlet opening on the house 
side of the trap; having a suitable 
cap; its mouth shall not be nearer 
than twelve feet from any door or 
window openings.

Every sink, basin, water closet, 
wash tray, urinal, hath tub or set of 
fixtures shall be seperately and e f­
fectively trapped, with traps of suit­
able and approved patterns, placed as 
near the fixtures as practicable. 
Every trap used on u drainage or 
plumbing system shall be self clenas- 
ing.

No trap which depends on movable 
parts for its seal shall be used, nor 
shnll any which depends upon con­
cealed interior partitions or deflec­
tors for its seal or re-seal, except 
for earthen ware fixtures where the 
seal of the trap is plainly visible.

Every drum trap shall be so in­
stalled that the water seal of the trap 
is a protection o f the trap screw from 
sewer air.

Traps for basins, bath tubs, sinks, 
or other similar fixtures shall be 
made from lead, brass or iron en­
ameled inside.

Every trap shall have a water seal 
of at least two and one-half inches.

A ll traf) on a drainage of plumb­
ing system shall be rigidly supported 
and set true with respect to their 
vater levels and shall *>e located so 
as to protect their seals against, 
frost, back pressure and syphonage.

Section 21. Main or branchvent 
pipes smaller than two inches in dia­
meter shall be made o f standard gal- 
anized iron pipe and cast iron fit­

tings, or lead, brass or copoer pipe 
lor connections.

la rger sizes may be of standard 
cast iron soil pipe and fittings. A ll 
must be made gas and water tight.

A ll traps must be protected from 
syphotiave and back pressure, and the 
drainage system ventilated by special 
lines of vent pipes and back vent 
pipes. The back vent of any fixture 
shall be as close to the fixture as 
practicable, and of the same size as 
the trap, except in the case of water 
closets, which vent must not be less 
than two inches in size for thirty feet 
or less in length, and three inches for 
more than thirty feet When there 
is but one closet and the distance is 
not more than two feet from the 
stack, the size o f vent may be one and 
>ne-half inches in diameter.

Where there is a group o f water 
closets from three to five in number, 
the vent must be three inches for 
thirty feet and four inches beyond 
that length.

In case of no independent vent pipe 
through the roof, connections, may 
be made with the main stack of soil 
pipe not less than three feet above 
the highest fixtures.

No ventilation pipe shall be less 
than one and one-fourth inches in 
diameter.

Vents of traps from two or more 
fixtures may be connected at not less
than one foot above the top o f fix-
'

Vent pipes shall he vertical as near­
ly as possible, and changes in direc­
tion made at an angle of forth-five 
degrees.

Where pipes pass through the roof 
they shall be flashed around with 
sheet lead flashing four pounds to 
the spuare foot, extending eight in 
ches on every side of the pipe and not 
less than ten inches high, formed to 
the pipe and pitch of the roof and 
made water and weather tight.

No brick, sheet metal, earthenware 
or chimney flues shall he used as a 
sewer ventilator, and no vent pipe 
must treminate in such a flue or con­
duit, but extend up through the roof 
nr eonnact with th*' main soil pipe 
as providen, above the highest f ix ­
tures.

Each sewer connection with laterals 
where fixtures from other than cellar 
or outside slop sinks are connected, 
shall have a cast imn pipe not less 
than four inches in diameter, extend­
ing up at least two feet above the 
roof of business, dwelling or out­
buildings.

Section 22. A ll sewer ccnnections 
with garages, butcher shops, hotels, 
eating houses, restaurants, laundries 
or private residences wnere much 
grease is used shall be provided with 
a grease trap placed in an accessible 
location for cleaning out purposes 
They shall be o f a form approved by 
the inspector, properly ventilated and 
kept regularly cleaned out as re*

quired.
Section 23. A ll stables, barns or 

garages having a wash rack on which 
wagons, automobiles, or other ve­
hicles are washed, and such wash rack
is to be connected with the sewer, it 
shall be provided with a sand trap 
having a capacity of at least twenty 
(20) cubic feet space for sediment, 
below inlet and outlet pipes.

There shall be a partition between 
the inlet and out let extending at 
least six inches below the bottom of 
the inlet pipe. These may be made 
of concrete, brick or tile. They shall 
be rugularly cleaned out as often as 
required or when notified by the in- 
pector.

Every garage shall have in its 
sewer connections, in addition to the 
usual sand trap under wash rack, a 
special trap or interceptor which will 
effectively exclude all oil and gas­
oline from entrance into sewer.

Section 24. Waste pipe from re­
frigerators, water tanks, drip pans 
r other receptacles in which pro­

visions are stored shall not connect 
directly with the drainage system, 
hut shall waste into an open trav or 
sink in plain sight below the refrig­
erator. This tray or sink may be 
connected with the drainage system 
by being properly trapped, same as 
any other fixture.

Section 26. No steam exhaust, 
blow-off or drip pipe shall connect 
with the sewer or with any house 
drain, soil or waste pipe. Such pipes 
must discharge into a tank or con­
denser, from which suitable outlet 
to the sewer may be provided, prop­
erly trapped. Hot water above the 
temperature of 140 degrees Fahren­
heit should not be allowed to enter 
the house drain or sewer.

Section 26. All plumbing fix ­
tures in all buildings shall be set free 
and open, and shall be so placed as 
to be readily accessible for cleaning.

All material used for the purpose of 
plumbing fixtures shall oe nonab­
sorbent and impermeable.

The installation or maintenance of 
fixed wooden wash trays or sinks 
is prohibited in any building used for 
human habitation.

Wooden troughs or sinks, with or 
without metallic lining shall be al­
lowed only for soda fountain sinks, 
or dish sinks in hotels, restaurants 
and public kitchens, and may be lined 
with only copper or lead.

The bowls of water closets shall he 
made in one piece and of such shape 
and form as to hold sufficient quan­
tity of water when filled up to the 
trap overflow to completely sub­
merged any matter deposited in them 
and properly flush and scour the soil 
pipe when the contents of the bowl 
are discharged.

All water closets Hnd urinals shall 
have a flushing rim so as to flush the 
entire interior surface of the bowl 
thereof with water. Low down tanks 
water closets shall be of the syphon 
pattern provided with refilling de­
vices.

Latrines or range closets may be 
installed in or about buildings de­
signed or the use or occupancy of a 
large number of persons, but not 
used as residence or lodging, when 
approved by the inspector.

When water closets are located in 
any yard of any building where there 
is a soil pipe stack and where suit­
able space is not obtainable within 
the walls thereof, or in a building 
not used for human occupany, long, 
hopper, anti-freezing closets may be 
used, being arranged so as to be 
adequantely flushed, and the water 
upply pipes and traps protected 

from freezing by placing them in a 
hopper pit at least three and one-half 
feet below the surface of the ground.

Every water closet, or group of 
water closets on the same floor, sub­
ject to constant use as in schools, 
shall be supplied from a seperate tank 
or cistern, and no tank shall have a 
flush pipe less than one and one- 
fourth inches in diameter.

A groupe o f not more than three 
basins, or a set of three wash trays, 
r a combined sink and wash tray, 

with a trap under the center fixture, 
will be considered as one fixtures and 
require but one trap.

A ll sinks, basins, hath tubs, wash 
trays or sets of trays and all urinals 
must have their wastes provided with 
strong metal strainers.

Section 27. For all fixtures above 
the first floor having lead safes, sheet 
lead not lighter than three pounds 
per square foot shall be used.

No snfe waste shall be smaller 
than one inch in diameter and where 
there is more than one safe the 
size of waste shall be increased. The 
inlet end of the waste must be covered 
with a strong convex brass strainer 
soldered ta the safe.

No safe waste shall in any case be 
connected with the drainage system 
direct, but must discharge from an 
open and over a sink onto some place 
in plain sight and when run to out­
side of building should be fitted with 
safe waste valves.

A ll water or other pipes passing 
through lead safes must be of lead 
with wiped joints or flashed around 
pipe three inches high with sheet 
lead flashing and made tight.

Section 28. No pipes shall be 
covered or concealed from view until 
the work has been examined, tested 
and approved by the inspector. The 
plumber shall notify said inspector 
when the work is ready for exami­
nation or test and prepare for the 
same by filling all the pipes with 
water to the top of the soil pipe, and 
allowing the same to stand for four 
hours, or by maintaining and air 
pressure of ten pounds per square 
inch for thirty minutes. I f  any de­
fects in the joints or anywhere else 
are found they shall be repaired or 
replaced before the system will be 
finally accepted.

Section 29. The inspector shall 
have access at all times to any build­
ings having connections with any 
sewer and water mains to properly 
examine the same, and any defec­
tive work In connection with sewers 
or appurtenances disapproved by the 
inspector shall, upon notice, be prop­
erly remedied.

INSPECTION FEES
Section 30. The sum of one dollar 

($1.00) for first fixture, and fifty (50 ) 
cents additional fixture, shall be paid 
as a permit fee for fixtures, proposed 
to be placed in the work described In 
the application for permit under this 
ordinance.

Section 31. Any person or per­
sons who shall violate any of the 
provisions of this ordinance, or fail 
to comply with its rules and regula­
tions shall be deemed guilty of a mis­
demeanor and, upon conviction there­
of, shall be fined in any sum not ex­
ceeding ONE HUNDRED ($100.00) 
DOLLARS and upon non-payment of 
the fine and costs may be committed 
until such fine and costa are paid and 
his Plumber’s License revoked.

Section 32. This ordinance shall 
take effect and be inforced from and 
after its passage when published in 
The Baird Star.

Small numbers of game birds cun 
be reared with more or less extem­
porized equipment moved about with­
in the confines of a roomy door.vurd 
or In a small orchard, says tne gov­
ernment bulletin. Game-bird propa­
gation on a sustaining and business 
basis, however, require* plenty of 
room. The area of land available 
should be not less than four times that 
required to care for the birds prop­
erly for a single year. Plenty o f space 
Is needed for the further reason that 
In most cases It Is desirable to produce 
birds that will b< as wild and wary 
as possible.

On tiff* efficient and economical 
game farm as much a* possible of the 
seeds, gruIn and forage consumed by 
the birds must he produced on the 
ground. Insects, so necessary an ele­
ment In the food of the young, must 
be wholly of local origin. This vital 
food supply, which more than any 
other factor determines the success 
or failure of gaiiimhlrd production, de- 
Ilends almost directly upon soil fertil­
ity, for Insects can subsist In abun­
dance only upon rank vegetation.

Crops Must Be Rotated,
Moreover, soil fertility Is not only 

nu initial requirement, but It must be 
maintained, we are told. The purely 
agricultural phases of the game farm 
must t>e managed with Just us much 
foresight and care, and In much the 
same way, as a hay nr grain farm 
I hut is kept on a profit-yielding basis. 
Projier cultivation of the soil Is Im- 
IKirtnnt, not only In pres rvlng the 
basis of production hut also in re- 
Juvennting the Innd ufter the fouling 
thut is unavoidable when large num­
bers of birds bare been kept on It for 
a long time.

Flowing, fallowing, fertilizing, plant­
ing, and cultivating are us essential to 
tke upkeep of the farm upon which 
<t>iine birds are the crop as on any 
other. To rest and renovate fields 
upon which a crop of birds has been 
reared It Is advisable to follow with 
little change the scheme o f crop rota­
tion that has been found satisfactory 
In the region concerned.

Sanitation, vermin control, fencing, 
traps for birds of prey, patrollng the 
gnme farm, shipping game birds aud 
their eggs, details of breeding, getting 
a primary stock, liberating the birds 
In coverts, and Improving coverts for 
upland game birds are some of the 
other problems upon which prospective 
propagators should be Informecr

Las Cruce.«. N. *! —America's oldest 
trail—the Jornudo del Muerto (Jour 
ney of hcutli), the highway of aho 
riginul man centuries before Euro- 
puns dreamed there was an American 
contlncut—soon Is t*» pass Into dis­
use.

Within a few mouths, when the 
new highway up tin* K1o Grande val­
ley from Las Cruces to northern New 
Mexico Is completed, tin* Jornado 
del Muerto will he virtually a ban 
d"tiod us a road, for the tlrst lime 
on record.

The trail, beginning near old l oti 
Seldcn. slrctcho far to tin* north us 
part of a great natural highway 
through this state.

First White to See It.
Cahesu de Vaco, a member of a 

Spanish expedition which was ,-lilp 
wrecked on th** coa. t of Texas about 
1528, and who. in company with three 
idhers, passed from tribe to tribe un­
til they finally reached their country­
men In Mexico, probably was the first 
white inuii to sec the Jornado del 
Muerto.

il is believed that la* and Ills 1*0111 
pniiioiiK first looked upon it from the 
summit of San Augustine pass and 
traversed its sounthern end. There is 
little wonder that the conquistador 
dubbed this perilous passage the 
“Journey of Death,’’ in view of the 
dearth of water, the sandstorms of 
summer and the Icestorms of win­
ter.

The lirst expedition of note known 
to have come over this route was In 
1582, when Antonio de Kspejo tra­
versed the trail, followed h.v a long 
line of Franciscan friars. With the 
priests eutne soldiers, adventurers and 
explorers, until In the united ef­
forts of the Indian tribes turned the 
northward tide by ndmlnlsterliig a 
bloody defeat.

Chief Commercial Route.
A few years later another army

Inhabitant* Vainly Try to 
Stem Invasion.

Julian, Neb.—African ants, billions 
of them, are literally eating the In­
habitants of this little town out of 
their housea and work shops. And In 
the meantime ilu* people are using 
cyanide fumes, one of the most deadly 
gaseous poisons known to man, In 
their terrific battle with the Insidious 
foe that Is threatening to reduce the 
village to sawdust

So far the 250 Inhabitants of the 
village have made little or no head­
way In their battle. Against these 
260 Inhabitants Is an army of ants 
numbering countless millions. In fact 
the ants seem to thrive on the deadly 
fumes which are being used In the 
desperate attempt to eradicate them.

The invaders ure known In Amer­
ica as the African ants. However, 
they are different from the Insect 
usually known ns ants. These mites 
ure blind.

The termites live on wood. They 
resemble ants In physical appearance, 
hut they are white, of nocturnal hab- 
Ita and work only In the durk. When 
they are In the light for a short time 
they seem to wilt and die.

Origin Unknown.
Where these ants mine from no one 

knowa. They made their appearance 
two year* ago. At first they were 
seen only tn small numbers and cen­
tered their activities on the outhouses, 
especially the older ones. They were 
quite a cariosity at first and natives 
of the village took keen Interest In 
their workings.

However, before six months bud 
passed they had Increased In alarm­
ing proportions. It was then that peo­
ple here commenced pouring kero­
sene and various sorts of ••dips’’ on 
them— hut they seemed to fatten on 
this kind of poison, which gave them 
energy to work more actively and 
destructively than ever

No amount of research work has 
been able to shed any light os to how 
the Insect* first came to this territory.

The attack of the termites first as-, 
stimed serious proportions 
when they commenced to 
the Jt20,000 brick school hoiref/̂ **u» 
only ten years ago. Since 
k*v* Increased to aeenittyify ntlllloi 
mid millions. The Method!** **nd 
United Brethren churches and e- — 
ages besides toon* than a <*«»m 
homes, several stores and many outer 
buildings have been targets for their 
attacks Thousands of dollars of 
woodwork have been totally destroyed.

Eat Through Woodwork.
The termite* eat their way through 

the framework of the structure, 
through the Joists, sills, scantlings, 
rooms and floorings, leaving only a 
hollow shell almost as thin as paper 
behind.

Now the churches and schools 
have lM>en closed and a cyanidlng ex­
pert Is carrying on a vigorous warfare 
n-mln t̂ the pe<t*. In the meantime, 
school Is being held In a private home 
and church service* have been post­
poned to on<*e u mouth. And this is 
also held In a private home.

At present six homes are vacant, 
besides one store, two churches and 
the school house and a dozen sheds 
and hums.

The queen ant lays sixty eggs a 
minute, or 80.000 a day. A large por­
tion of the first brood Is undernour­
ished and never grows up. The In­
sects of this bnxwl are sexto**. The 
workers feed the queen, who In turn, 
feeds its millions of children from the 
contents of its own stomach. The sec­
ond brood constitutes a well nourished 
group of soldiers. The third and best- 
nourished group la made up of 
workers.

I was 
Just taking a doaeup of the owls when 
the mother bird came at me in full 
flight, hit me In the back of the neck 
and knocked me out of the tree. 1 
dropped about 25 feet, grasping vari­
ous limbs a* 1 fell, hut being a Scotch 
man I kept a firm grip ou my camera, 
which had cost money."

Only a short time previously Mc­
Gowan had climbed 500 feet up the 
Steep slopes of a cliff near Banff to 
reach nn eugle’s nest He had Just 
succeeded in photographiug the young 
eaglets when their feathered protec 
tors swooped down from a thoueand 
feet above and made such menacing 
motions with their dangeroua looking 
talon* within a few feet of MeCowan * 
face that be scurried down the ellff 
I*  safety.

GAME BIRO FARMING 
DEMANDS KNOWLEDGE

Department of Agriculture 
Gives Out Instructions.

Washington.—name funning, be ti 
known. Is not agriculture with rou­
lette, faro, poker or era pa as a side 
i.’sue, or even with baseball, tennis or 
croquet. It Is the propagation of 
game birds, and It Is an activity of 
sufficient Importance to call forth a 
treatise on the subject from the United 
States Department of Agriculture.

With Increase in population in tills 
country, It states, the number of hunt­
ers has grown enormously, and with 
progressive settlement, areas nuturul- 
ly productive o f game birds have been 
greutly restricted Propagation Is 
necessary, therefore. If the national 
supply of game is to be maintained.

The possibilities of game-bird prop­
agation have long been demonstrated 
abroad. The first thing that an In­
dividual or an organisation muat con­
sider before undertaking anything in 
this line ia the securing of a license 
or permit. Most states have laws or 
regulations affecting the propagation 
o f game birds, and many require game 
breeders to take oat licenses. In ad­
dition. federal permits are necessary 
for lawful possession o f wild ducks, 
wild geese and other migratory game 
birds In captivity. Federal permits 
are obtainable through the biological 
survey o f the department of agricul­
ture, which Is also prepared to supply 
cotdes of digests of state laws on 
game-bird propagation, and the ad­
dresses of officials to whom applica­
tion should be made for state licenses, 
and for full texts of state laws relat­
ing to game farming. e

Give the Birds Rsem.
When the game bird breeder Is all 

set and Faring to go, so far as his 
license and federal permit are con­
cerned. the next thing for him to con­
sider is the area of hind he has avail­
able. He must give his birds plenty 
of room.

Small numbers of game birds can 
he reared with more or less extem­
porize! equipment moved about with-. 
In the confines o f a nn>my door.vard 
or in a small orchard, says tne gov­
ernment bulletin. Game-bird propa­
gation on a sustaining and business 
basis, however, requires plenty of 
room. The area of land available 
should he not less than four times that 
required to care for the birds prop­
erly for a single year. Plenty of space 
la needed for the further reason that 
In moat cases It Is desirable to produce 
birds that will b< as wild and wary 
as posalblcL

Oo the efficient and economical 
game farm as much as possible of the 
seeds, grain and forage consumed by
the birds must be produced on the 
ground. Insects, so necessary an ele­
ment In the food of the young, must 
be wholly of local origin. This vital 
food supply, which more than any 
other factor determines the succ« 
or failure of game-bird production, de­
pends almost directly upon soil fertil­
ity, for Insects can subsist In abuis- 
dance only upon rank vegetation.

Crops Must Be Rotatsd. 
Moreover, soil fertility Is not only 

au initial requirement, but It must be 
maintained, we are told. The purely 
agricultural phases of the game larm 
must be managed with Just ns much 
foresight and cere, and in much the 
same way, as a hay or gruin farm 
that Is kept on n profit-yielding basis. 
Proper cultivation of the soil 1* Im­
portant. not only In preserving thi 
basis o f production but also In re 
Juvenal Inc the land after the fouling 
thut Is unavoidable when large num­
bers of birds have been kept on it for 
a long time.

Plowing, fallowing, fertilising, plant- 
Ing. and cultivating are as essential to 
the upkeep of the farm upon which 
game birds are the crop as on any 
other. To rest and renovate Helds 
upon which a crop of birds haa been 
reared it Is advisable to follow with 
little change the scheme of crop rota­
tion that haa been found satisfactory 
In the region concerned.

Sanitation, vermin control, fencing, 
traps for birds of prey, patrollng the 
game farm, shipping game birds and 
their eggs, details of breeding, getting 
a primary stock, liberating the birds 
In coverts, and Improving coverts for 
upland game birds are some o f the 
other problems upon which prospective 
projmgators should be Informed.

Rice Weevil New Foe
of Grain in Storage

Omaha, Neb.—A "yellow porti" among 
lnoect pests Is taking the place o f a
•native American" nuisance, accord­
ing to O. K. Gooklns of Ottawa, Kan., 
In an address before the meeting here 
of the American Association of Ce­
real Chemists. The once-troublesome 
grain weevil, he stuted, is becoming 
extinct, but Its decline Is accompa­
nied by the Increase of the rice weevil.

The two Insects look very much 
alike, but the rice weevil can easily 
Im» distinguished because It can fly. 
Mr. Gooklns recommended granary 
fumigation as a cheap and sure meth­
od o f finishing off the granary weevil 
for good, and for combating thu 
hords* of the rlos weevil.

Washington.—Forty countries of Eu­
rope, Asia and Africa are ready to co­
operate with the United States In the 
colossal world census of agriculture, 
to he taken in Koine In 1030.

Leon M. Fstahrook, United States 
agricultural commissioner, now ou S 
tour of Mexico, western South Amer- 
l« a the hutch Hast Indies, and east­
ern and southern Asia, has been ac­
tively engaged In promoting the ren-om 
since June, 1026.

The census will be I he first effort 
ever made to Inventory world agri­
culture. It follows the dream of David 
Lubin, founder of the International 
Institute of Agriculture at Koine. Lu­
bin was convinced the Institute should 
not only serve us a clearing house 
for such statistics us might he sup­
plied by adhering governments, but 
should take the lead In promoting bet­
ter and more dependable information 
throughout the world.

As director of the world census, 
Kstabrook has found that of 200 coun­
tries only 00 ever have taken an In­
ventory of agriculture. Fewer than 
40 of these have taken a census since 
1900. In tho last tlx yee^e only fonr 
or five countries have taken censuses 
In the same year.

As a consequence no satisfactory
comparable figures on International 
agricultural conditions are available. 
It Is the object of the world census to 
make such figures available and to 
obtain statistics which will have n 
common meaning in nil countries.

The census will take account of size 
of farms, kinds of farms according to 
well recognlsod categories, area of 
arable or cultivated land, area allot­
ted to each crop, and the production 
of each crop for the period covered 
l>y the census; also the number of live­
stock of each kind on each farm by 
uge and Rex.

The work of the census will he done 
In the assembly room of the Inter­
national Institute, s palatini structure
erected by King Victor Emmanuel of 
Italy, from Ills private funds, and pre­
sented to agricultural Interests of the
world.

Uncovered in Germany

Berlin.- -Kulns of an ancient cot­
tage dating long before the first Ro- 
Uihii Invasion of the German border­
lands have be«fi excHvnrod near Mayen 
In the .Khlneland by Dr. Franz Oel- 
maun of the University of Bonn. Kulns 
of the vllls type of architecture. In­
troduced by the Romans, are common 
enough In southern Germany, hut this 
I-* the first good example of the house* 
hullt by the Celts who occupied the 
valley even before the Germanic 
tribe* came, and who gave to the 
great river Its Celtic name of Kldne.

The house was hullt over a timber 
frame, tbe gables being formed by 
long poles set solidly In the earth and 
then bent toward each other over 
shorter supporting posts. so that when 
their ends were In "hod together the 
sides and roof of the house formed 
a single sweeping curve, like the top 
of a pointed Gothic arch The spaces 
were latticed In with lighter wands 
sad covered over with a thick thatch.

Houses of this type. Doctor Oel- 
matin states, are known In the South 
Sea Islands, and In some parts of 
South America, but for centuries have 
not been hullt In Europe, save In cer­
tain very isolated regions of very 
backward culture.

It Is pointed out In 
a bulletin from the Washington head 
quarters of the National Geographic 
society.

“ With one peak rising 531 feet high 
er thun the highest point In tin- Appn 
la. hinn* and several thousand feel 
higher than the crests of theaO/arks. 
and with numerous peak* reaching 
altitudes in excess of fi.uoo fen tin- 
‘hills' fully det erve to he called ‘nioiiii 
tains.’ "  says the bulletin.

Tills highland region is u *.irt of 
Island of mountains in the Giv.u 
plains, and the uaturul attructlvei.es." 
of Its heavily wooded peaks uud 
ridges and It* well-watered valleys Is 
heightened by the fact that it I* ud 
Jaccut to one of the most desolute 
areas In America—the Big Badlands 
of southwestern South Dakota, where, 
through thousands of years, rains have 
carved the light clays and samis Into 
fluted columns and cones, Jagred but­
tresses and a thousand other fantas- 
»lr forma. One of the two railways 
from the East passes through the 
•dee of this weird reglou about 75 
or inu miles before It reaches Kapld 
City, the eastern rail center of the 
Black hills, which Is the headquarters 
for the Presidential office force.

Little Brothers of Rockies.
“'Hie Black hills are not a part of 

the Kockies. but they may he looked 
Ipon as little brothers to those giant 
mountains, showing the family char­
acteristics ou a smaller scale. Both 
probably were formed at about the 
same time. Wheu the great flow of 
melted granite wHled up from the 
depths of the earth to raise the Rock­
ies It found a weitk spot at the site 
of the Black lillla and rose there too, 
poking the surface limestones uud 
Other rocks up a« M rising tent pole 
pushes up the canvas. The cooking 
process which the surfuce rocks un

' nl a I thut time had much to dS 
with making the Black hills one of 
Inc richest mineral n-gloua iu tbs 
country. In the ages since - those 
i ntaina io.»o, the softer Atones have 
boon weathered away Ui/tuany places.
• -. ••-mg the hard < granite, as ut 
Harney peak. Around the buse of 
this |>euk stand groat spire*, rem­
nants of the softer rock, which con­
stitute ’The Needles,’ one of the most 
striking hits of scenery In the Black 
hills.

i lie Bluck hills played u peculiar 
part iu the frontier life of America 
They were unsettled and unexploited 
lung alter emigrants had established 
themselves in California. Texus. Colo- 
***** Utah und other territories far 
liter west. This was because all o f 
western South Dakota was reserved 
fur the Sioux Indians. Th# wooded 
uplands of the Black hills had long 
b.eu a favorite hunting ground of 
the red men. In 1874 the secretary 
ot war sent un expedition to the re- 
8*'1*1 aud its mineralogists discovered 
g"ld. \\ heu this became known, pro*- 
pectora stole Iu, in spite of the best 
efforts of the Lulled Stutes army 
ami ufter u year or two of uiiMiccesa- 
fui efforts to eject them, the federal 
government found it necessary to 
purchase the hills from the indiuus. 
They were thrown open by President 
Giant in INTO. only 51 years ago. A 
turbulent froutler life developed in 
the milling camps that sprang up. 
and (Jeudwood, the leading oue, be­
came the inspiration for the Ameri 
c n dime novel which came luto be­
ing about thut time.

"All is changed now. Mining hus 
h< ’"i plan, d on n corporation aud ma- 
ciwns basis uud the ouce hectic camps 
h. va become quiet little cities. The 
liomestakc mine at Lead Is one of 
the largest mines in the world and 
h;i* taken out gold valued ut more 
than $200,000,000.

Abound in Scenic Fsaturss.
"A large part of the Black hills Is 

covered by two adjacent national 
forests, Harney aud Black Hills for 
ests. Custer State purk, In which 
the President will puss the summer. 
1* almost entirely surrounded by these 
forests. The park extends from near 
the southeastern edge of the Black 
hills westward, about eight miles to 
Ward the town of Custer, and north­
westward to Includo Harney peak 
and Sylvan lake. The peak has an 
altitude o f 7,240 feat and Is thus the 
highest point between the Rot-kies 
ajid the Atlantic ocean. Sylvan lake 
covers 40 acres and lies at an alti­
tude of approximately a tulle aud a 
quarter.

"Game lodge, the state-owned hotel 
In which President Coolidge lives, la 
sltuutod «  few miles from the eastern 
edge of the park In a valley among 
the lower hills. It* altitude la ap 
proxlmately 4,000 feet. Near by la a 
highway recently built through the 
park from east to west and extending 
to Custer, 15 miles to the westward 
About ten miles westward of Gann- 
lodge a highway branches off to Syl 
van lake, leading through the re 
markable ’Needles.’ These are not 
unlike small models of the world 
famous Dolomites of northern Italy.

"Th# Black hills are named from 
the blue-black appearance given to 
them from a distance by their dense 
pine forests. Although about 200 
miles east o f the Rockies, the region, 
due to Its lying well north, is little 
closer to Washington by air line than 
the Rockies themselves In the neigh 
torhood o f Denver and Colored"

Spare Time as "Silent 

Evangelist."

Arkansas City, K.au.—Fred T. Hor­
ton. la retiring from his Job ms train 

| dispatcher on the Suntn Fa railroad 
tu Arkansas City, Is closing nearly 
half a century's career at railroading 
with an outstanding record:

lie  lias never missed a day at work 
He has never been late a day, ex­

cel*! once, when ills home was on tire.
Ha has never been responsible for 

any serious trouble ou the Hue while 
be was on duty.

He has refused all offers of promo 
tion to official position.

His refusal of otters of promotion 
by 'on mean* Indieuted a lack of In 
terest in his work, however.

“ Even when a little boy pluylug 
’choo-choo 1 said I was going to be 
a train dispatcher. I love tbe work 
and there never ha* l*een a day when 
I did not go to work In the morning 
with the eagerness of one who loves 
what he th**s.’’ is Mr. Horton's un 
usual testimony Hfter 48 years at 
railroading—3* yeurs as train dis­
patcher at Arkansas City, seven years 
as dispatcher in St. Joseph. Mo., and 
three years as telegraph operator la 
Galesburg, UL his home town.

Wanted Tims as “ Evangelist."
Mr. Horton simply wanted all his 

spare time to carry on his work as 
the "silent evaugelist of Arkansas 
City" and this require* more time and 
work than the title Indicates.

To do work at the office with all 
possible skill and CHre and then to 
slip out to a hillside near Arkansas 
City and In full view of the Santa 
Fc tracks north of the city there to 
construct hi* “sermon on the mount 
—a rock Inscription 47.’  feet long— 
these were the chief ambitious of Mr 
Horton.

Mr. Horton ha* la-on preaching his 
brief “sermon" day after day, year 
after year, for about thirty year* 
without ever entering a pulpit. It 
reads: "Christ Died for the Ungodly.” 

This quotation Mr. Horton has built 
of rocks in letters 10 feet high and 
whitewashed so that it can be seen 
for miles. Some of the letters are 40 
feet In circumference. It has taken 
time, money and work to build the 
sermon. How many miles he had 
walked hack and forth while collecting 
atones, it would he Impossible to es­
timate. He has rebuilt the letters 
four times. He counted up that he 
walked 700 miles rebuilding the let 
ten  once. Frequently he has even 
worked by moonlight, for all the work 
has been done after office hours.

It costs from $50 to 1100 a year to 
keep up the text, since it takes three 
barrels of whitewash costing <15 to 
<20 twice a year to keep the giant 
letters visible, explains Mr. Horton 

Thousands of railway pHsuenger*. 
pedestrians and motorist* see the 
verse. Some scoff. Mr. Horton Bays, 
but others read It and stop to think 
or perhaps go home U> look it up In 
the Bible and read for themselves.

Horton is absolutely id nvectariun 
and trusts entirely to hi* silent ser 
non and his own methods nf living 
to reach the public.

Links Work and Faith.
Horton's religion and his work are 

Closely united.
"Xof even the president of the rail 

road Is more Interested or more 
anxious to have thing* to run 
smoothly than u train dispatcher," he 
Bald. "No one Is more anxious to hear 
trains whistle at the same time’ than 
the train dispatcher. They like to live 
by clockwork. There Is no more re 
sponsible or strenuous Job, either 
Now there are more automatic signals, 
tbe quick telephone service to supple­
ment the wire, but even so washouts, 
long train*, floods, storms and such 
things are always on hand to make 
th* life of a train dispatcher exciting 
Sometimes It has seemed to me like 
playing checkers with trnlns across 
the map. I have worked straight 
through two shifts for 16 hours to re 
lleve a fellow worker who was sick.
I  have often worked all day without 
stopping for a bite to eat

"Fifty orders In eight hours are con 
stdered a good day * work. I have 
fiveo out as many as 125 orders with-
