vital words, the granddaddy of
all written constitutions, as well
as a document in the history of
liberty under the law.

“We . .. do by these presents
solemnly and mutually in the
presence of God, and one an-
other, covenant and combine
ourselves together Into a civil
body politic, for our better or-
dering and preservation . .., and
by virtue hereof to enact, con-
stitute, and frame such just and
equal laws, ordinances, acts,
constitutions, and offices from
time to time as shall be thought
most meet and convenient for
the general good of the colony,
unto which we promise all due
submission and obedience In
witness whereof we have sub-
scribed our names at Cape Cod
on the 11 of November , . . "

168 years. But In 1788 the new
state wrote and ratified the
world’s first and now oldest and
most  successful constitution.
