Trampoline with a capital "T".

Like Kodak, Coke, Frlgldalrc,
Amana's Deepfreeze and other
private trade names, Trampoline
has become such n populor word
in its field that the Nlsscn Co. is
fighting to protect it. The company
has gone to court, In tact. In an
attempt to force a competitor to
drop the word from its company
name. Because the Nlssen firm
has trade-marke- d Trampoline, and
Trampollnlng, there's no such com-
mon noun as trampoline or tram-
pollnlng. Gymnasts, as a result,
call the sport "rebound-tumbling.-"

WE CAN'T RECALL many In-

stances in which we've had occa-
sion to use the word. One Instance
was a few years ago when they
Installed n "rebound-tumbler- " In
the junior high school gym. We
distinctly remember thatwe used
the word "trampoline" In writing
our story. If the rebound tumbler
wnsn't bought from the Nlsscn Co.,
then wc "goofed", but that's been
long enough nc,o that the statuteof
limitations probably will protect us
If the Nissen Co. decides to make
a case out of it.

To make sure that wc don't
make the same mistake again,
we're going to refer to nil Tram-
polines as rebound-tumblers- , Just
as wc refer to all Cokes as cold
drinks or soda pops when we're
telling aboutwhat the hostessserv-
ed. We started doing that two or
three years ago after getting a
wrist-slappin- g letter from the Coca--

Cola company for not putting n
capital "C" on coke.

THE NEXT time some
one calls our Speed Graphic a
Kodak, we're going to warn them
about such things.

tle would be won In the classroom.
He urged parents and teachers to
form a solid front In demanding
changes nnd Improvements need-
ed In public schools.
