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High Winds/Twister Slashes
Thru Clyde Thurs.

CLYDE-Clyde residents awoke Thurs-
day morning to find various scenes of
destruction throughout the town.

A strong wind storm, possibly a twis-
ter, touched down in Clyde about 1 a.m.
Thursday.

The roof of the Clyde field house was
ripped off, and damage to the structure
is estimated between $4500 to $5000
according to Clyde superintendent, L.F.
Newton. The scoreboard was also blown
down during the storm, and it is'not
known if it can simply be put back up
or if a replacement will be needed.

The irony of the damage was that a
metal building located directly by the
field house was completely ignored by
the storm.

Hawk Portable Buildings, owned by
Endgate Hawk, suffered approximately
His father,
John Hawk, stated that out of 25 buildings
on the lot only 2 or 3 were not damaged.

Some of the large portable buildings
were picked up and moved from one side
of the office building to the other, but
the office building itself was undamaged.
And while some of the portable build-
ings were torn apart and smashed against
each other; objects near them - like a
can sitting on the porch of the office and

a small doghouse- were left untouched.
