Ticks to Be
Problem in ‘79

COUNTY-It looks like
1979 will be another bad
year for heavy tick popu-
lations, according to Greg
Gerngross, County Exten-
sion Agent.

Tick populations increase
dramatically with warmer
weather causing inconve-
nience and health hazards
for homeowners and pets.

Ticks are biting, blood
sucking parasites and their
bites may become inflamed
and infected due to toxic
secretion. Tick Paralysis,
Tularemia and  Rocky
Mountain Spotted Fever
may be transmitted th-
rough tick bites. The A-
merican dog tick and the
brown dog tick are the most
common in this area.

Regardless of the spe-
cies, control is basically
the same for all ticks.
Household sprays contain-
ing 0.5 percent diazinon or
ronnel will control light
infestations. Heavy infes-
tations in the home may
required treatment by pro-
fessionals.

Outside the home where
vegetation is thin, use 5
percent carbaryl (Sevin)
dust at the rate of ¥2 pound
per 1,000 square feet. In-
crease the rate if vegeta-
tion is thicker. If using a
spray-mix five tablespoons
of 25% diazinon emulsi-
fiable concentrate in one
gallon of water. Apply
one gallon of spray per
1,000 square feet. Car-
baryl gives the best resi-
dual control. When spray-
ing, pay particular atten-
tion to roadsides, animal
traits and paths.

Pet owners should exa-
mine their animals fre-
quently. Light infestations
can be controlled by rub-
bing carbaryl dust into the
pets hair. Also treat the
animals sleeping quarters
every week.
