“ thought God’s thoughts after Him."

Instead of fighting and destroying, 
he ought to give his energies to 
building, developing, and above all, 
to loving God with all his heart 
and his neighbor aa himself (Matt 
22 37-40).

ket in egg* and poultry ta to bad 
that the War Food administration 
ia seriously considering the freei- 
ing of all eggs in storage. Mean­
while J Edgar Hoover's G-men have 
been quietly probing the poultry 
black market in the Delaware-Mary* 
land area with startling results. 
Their findings will reach high into 
Delaware state politics and per­
haps into the Washington headquar­
ters of the War Food administra­
tion end OPA

Already Clifford Shedd, Delaware 
W’FA official, has kut the authority 
to release poultry for civilian con­
sumption from the army’s set-aside, 
but his chief in Washington, Gor­
don Sprague, says he is taking 
full authority fur anything that 
might be found wrong with Shedd's 
•imimstrauon Sprague has taken 
over direct charge of all poultry re­
leases, but claims that he knows of 
no irregular action by Shedd.
