Painful Than Some Other
Injections

You've heard it or read it doz-
ens of times —,

A youngster is bitten by & dog
or cat whch promptly disappears
A public appeal is made for help In
locating the offending animal, lest

same officials do not mince words
in denouncing the ‘painful” label
as grossly inaccurate, The are no
more painful than any other im-
munizing injection, and less so
than some shots which are accepted
with philosophical cheerfulness
Ask Dr. A. B. Rich, director of
the State Health Department's vet-
erinary public health division, or
F. W, Huff, a laboratorian who in

his career of some 30 yt-urs_hus
autopsied well over 97,000 animal
heads for rabies, Both men can

speak with the authority that comes
only with first-hand experience.
Once while in private practice,
Dr. Rich examined a dog for ton-
silitis. The very next day the ani-
ma] displayed typical signs of rab-
les Since he had a scratch on hfs
hand, prudence demanded that Dr
Rich take the shots. He says he
found them to be almost painless
beyond the intial brief prick of the
needle
Huff echoes the same sentiment
He ought to know.. since he has
had to take a 21 shot course of
treatment on four separate occas-
fons. Anyone who handles hisg vol-
ume of autopsy work..from Afri-
can lions to Alaskan wolves ... is
bound to be exposed on occasions.
Has the “pain” label dissuaded
anyone from taking the shots when
they should have? There is no way
of knowing. But Aich says he can
readlly imagine how it could hap-
pen.

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Ants Con Be Controlled

Ants can be a real household
nuisance but application of the
right insectedes will bring them un-
der control in a hurry Entomolo-
gistg of the Texas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service say that chlordane
or dieldrin, sold in many stores as
roach and ant sprays, are very ef-
fectve against ants

The entomologists point out that
several species of ants can become
pests in the home Some may nest
in the house, hut mos thuild their
nests outside and find their way
inside through openings. Once they
find a food supply they set up a
regular route between the food and
their nests.

The most common species found
in Texas are the Pharoah, thief,
black crazy, fire and Argentine
ants, They range in size from the
tiny Pharoahs to the much larger
fire ants. They feed on.any kind
of food material in the home in-
cluding sweets and greasy foods.
The thief ant prefers greasy foods.

For inside the home applications,
the entomologists recommend a
two or three precent chlordane or
a five-tenths (.5) percent dieldrin
household spray. Special attention
should be give to drainbeards, win-
dow sills, door openings and pan-
try sheles,

For outdoor appleations, the en-
tomologists recommend a 10 per-
cent chlordane,2 percent dieldrin or
5 percent heptachlor dust., If an
emulsion spray is used, they strong-
ly urge that label directions be
followed. They suggest that a band
of nsecticidal dust or spray be ap-

plied around the foundaton wall
and that all ant nests in the yard
be treated,

They point out that repeated ap-
plications of the insecticides may
be needed to give complete control
of ants. They suggest that a copy
of L-311, “Tebas Guide for Con-
trolling Household Insects” he ob-
tained from the local county ex-
tension agent The Guide lists con-
trol measures for the most common-
ly found household insects includ-
ing those attacking fabries, food,
structures and humans
