Effective Thursday, Oct. 15th a 
ni y Texas law goes into effect on 
issuance of marriage licenses to 
parties under age —  that is a fe­
male under I n years of age or a 
male under 21 years of age. accord 
Ing to County Clerk C W. Roberts.

The new law. H B 4 8 passed by 
the recent 56th Legislature, provid 
es that if either t>arty. or both, 1» 
under these ages, applications for 
a marriage license must be made 
three days before the license can be 
Issued It provides that a parent or 
guardian must accompany the un­
der-age applicant for a marriage 
license and give hia or her consent 
or the under-age applicant for a 
marriage license may present an 
acknowledged doctor's certificate 
stating that such itarent is not able 
to accompany the couple, together 
with an acknowiedeed statement 

of consent front a parent or guard­
ian. Under certain conditions, the 
county judge may approve the mar­
riage of underage parties.

Others making application for a
